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1. Information about the PhD student

The PhD student was studied in a doctoral program at the Department of National and
Regional Security, Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at UNWE under a doctoral
program in Economics and Management (Defense and Security), according to Order of the
Rector of UNWE Ne 2511 /12.11.2019. The study was carried out in an independent training
doctoral program of in the period 2019 — 2022.

The PhD student has a master's degree in Marketing and Management from the
University of National and World Economy. He has worked as a specialist associate, expert,
securities broker in: Elton 24 JSC, Elmaz 24 JSC, Bulgarsko Drujestvo za Upravlenie JSC,
IP Hedger JSC, Ortfinance JSC, Metric JSC. He has worked as an expert in the Ministry of

Interior and has held various management positions in the State Agency for National



Security. During the period 2013 — 2021 he was Deputy Chairman of the State Agency for
National Security (SANS).

Many years of experience in the private sector, the Ministry of Interior and the SANS
have given him the opportunity to gain knowledge and build analytical skills, especially

necessary for conducting independent scientific research.

2. General description of the presented dissertation

The dissertation has a volume of 154 standard pages of main text. The text contains
two tables and three figures. The bibliography contains 49 sources in Bulgarian, eight
sources in English, 24 laws and regulations.

The paper is structured in: list of abbreviations, list of tables and figures, introduction,
three chapters with different number of points in each of them, conclusion, list of scientific
and scientific-applied contributions, and list of references.

The problem of improving the interaction between the institutions responsible for
ensuring national security has been on the agenda among experts and analysts for years. In
this sense, the issues chosen by the author and his scientific advisor are very relevant. The
topicality is growing rapidly in the current conditions of military conflict in the immediate
vicinity of the country's borders. The author substantiates the relevance of his topic with the
arguments concerning the expectations and assessments of Bulgarian society and Bulgarian
business for socio-economic environment, allowing successful development of policies,
culture, and individual activities, which requires protection from foreign or internal threats
and any external or internal pressure in the realization of national, group, and personal rights
and interests.

The formulated objective of the work is to reveal the possibilities for modernization
of the existing interaction model to ensure national security and to reveal imperfections in the
interaction of SANS, proposing concrete measures to strengthen inter-institutional
coordination and interaction, systematized in normative, organizational, budgetary, and
educational subsystems. To achieve this objective, six research tasks have been formulated.
In my opinion the objective and tasks are clearly and precisely formulated. The author has

undoubtedly succeeded in fulfilling the tasks and achieving the research objective.



The object of the dissertation is the activity of SANS as a specialized body of the
Council of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria for the implementation of national security
policy, and the subject — the institutional interaction of SANS with the competent structures
to ensure a high level of internal security. The selected object and subject of research are in
accordance with the author's intention. It should be noted that in some respects the research
goes beyond the object, analyzing the functions of other institutions responsible for internal
security. This is completely justified and logical in terms of the specifics of the subject.

The thesis argued in the paper is that the existing system of interaction can be
modernized by improving the use of resources of different departments based on a new,
higher level of coordination of strategic cooperation in the security sector of the country,
covering joint goals setting on a strategic and annual basis and joint planning on an annual
basis. This will allow a higher level of tactical and operational interaction and coordinated
actions in the implementation of tactical and operational tasks.

The raised thesis is in logical connection with the main research problem, which can
be determined by the presence of facts with author’s formulation as follows: 1. lack of
standardized procedures in interaction, 2. a wide range of different aspects in the content of
the category "national security”, 3. a huge number of international, foreign, national, state,
and private organizations with which SANS interacts in the performance of its tasks 4.
interaction is an activity with many nuances, 5. interaction is a diverse activity established in
different situations and when working with different organizations, 6. the interaction is
realized in the conditions of significant differences in the range of competencies of the
different structures in the security system 7. the interaction is carried out under the pressure
of different deadlines for coordination and different criteria for effectiveness, in an
environment of dynamic change, both internationally and nationally.

The thesis is well formulated and has been proven during research. The PhD student
is deeply acquainted with the practice of functioning of SANS and all other structures that
ensure national security, as well as the legal framework in this area. He used a sufficient
number of literary sources.

The style of the texts is definitely clear and precise, the author demonstrates

professionalism in writing scientific texts.



3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The first chapter of the dissertation is entitled "Internal Security. Role, structure, and
activities of SANS”. In essence, in this chapter the author presents an analysis of the study’s
object. Based on the systematization of theoretical statements on the categories of "security",
"national security”, "management of national security”, "national interests”, “external
security” and "internal security”, it establishes the place, functions, and role of SANS in the
system for security of the country.

The second chapter is entitled "Status and trends of internal security and institutional
cooperation™. In it the author presents the subject of the research. In particular, the structure
of the national security system, the state of the internal security environment in the country,
the legislative framework of institutional interaction of SANS with other institutions for
internal security, the specifics of inter-institutional and international interaction of SANS
with other structures are analyzed. A very important point in the logic of the study is the
identification of the strengths and imperfections of inter-institutional interaction to ensure the
internal security of the country.

The third chapter is entitled "Priority areas for strengthening institutional cooperation
in order to achieve a higher level of internal security”. The main contributions of the research
are concentrated in this chapter. Based on the conducted analyzes and summaries, the author
has proposed a series of measures to improve the institutional interaction between SANS and
other structures ensuring national security. The proposed measures are grouped in the
following areas: legal and regulatory; organizational;, measures in the field of training of
employees from different structures; budgetary and financial; educational measures in the
system of youth education and educational programs for leaders in the public, non-
governmental and business sectors. As one of the measures for training of employees from
different structures, a specific structure of the course "Security Management in the Public
Sector" is proposed for managers and experts competent to ensure the protection of national
security through interaction with SANS.

The research is based on an in-depth problem analysis. The problems identified are
studied in detail and are the basis of the proposed measures to improve institutional
cooperation to ensure internal security.

The proposed priority areas and specific measures to improve institutional interaction



are well formulated and will be useful for improving the functioning of institutions involved

in ensuring internal security.

4. Evaluation of obtained scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The author has formulated two scientific and three scientific-applied contributions. In
my opinion the work has clearly expressed contributions of scientific-applied nature, which |
would formulate as follows:

1. An in-depth problem analysis of the institutional interaction of SANS with the
other institutions responsible for ensuring national security has been performed. Based on the
analysis, the main problem areas are identified and systematized.

2. The strengths and weaknesses of the interaction of SANS with the other institutions
responsible for ensuring national security have been identified and proved with arguments.

3. Specific measures are proposed, grouped in five areas to improve institutional
cooperation in the security sector, which, if implemented, can ensure a high level of internal
security.

4. The structure of an interdisciplinary training course on "Public Sector Security
Management™ has been developed, which can be conducted with managers and experts

competent to ensure the protection of national security through interaction with SANS.

5. Evaluation of the publications concerning dissertation

The author has published four publications in Bulgarian concerning dissertation. One
of them is an article published in the scientific journal "Infrastructure and Communications",
published by the faculty of Economics of Infrastructure — UNWE. The other three are articles
in National Security journal.

In my opinion the articles are published in prestigious journals, correspond to the
topic of the dissertation and present significant parts of it. In this sense, | can conclude that

the results of the study are sufficiently presented to the scientific community.

6. Evaluation of the abstract
The abstract has a volume of 32 standard pages. Despite the small volume, | believe

that it gives a clear enough idea of the objectives, object, subject, logic, tools, content, results



of the study and the recommendations that are derived from the study.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations, and questions

My main critical remarks and recommendations are as follows:

At the beginning of the study, national interests are very correctly presented as one of
the main paradigms in security. However, it is recommended that in his future works the
author presents not only the content of this concept, but also the author's interpretation of
existing nowadays national interests, since they are a very important starting point for
improving institutional interaction.

The author's proposals for measures to improve institutional cooperation in the
security sector are promising and will lead to a series of beneficial effects. At the same time,
I recommend in his future research the author to look for additional arguments that support
the proposed measures. Such arguments can be sought, for example, in theoretical and
methodological publications on institutional interaction in the public sphere, evaluation and
selection of alternatives and/or analyses of practices from comparable countries.

| recommend the author also to systematize in the future the areas in which the
benefits of the envisaged measures will be expected, in comparison with the identified
problems. In this way it will be possible to better support the research thesis.

| also have some more technical recommendations. There is no balance between the
size of the chapters. The first chapter is over 70 pages, and the others are significantly
shorter. The summaries and conclusions of the first and second chapters are only summaries,
with no conclusions. However, the conclusions are concentrated in item 3.6. from the third

chapter of the study.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation of Nedyalko Ivanov Nedyalkov contains scientific and applied
results, which contain original contributions to science. The candidate has in-depth
theoretical knowledge and abilities to conduct independent scientific research, systematize
their results and their correct interpretation. The work meets all the requirements of
Academic Staff Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its

implementation.



Considering the significant scientific achievements, the strengths of the work and the
insignificant remarks and recommendations, | give him a definite positive assessment. I
recommend to the esteemed Scientific Jury to accept the work as meeting the requirements of
Academic Staff Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
implementation and the specific requirements of UNWE and to award Nedyalko Ivanov
Nedyalkov educational and scientific degree "Doctor” in professional field 3.8.
