1. Information about the PhD student

Camelia Biederman graduated from a bachelor's program in "International Economic Relations" at
the Varna Free University "Chernorizets Hrabar" - Sofia branch and a master's program in
"Financial Management" at the New Bulgarian University, as well as a postgraduate qualification
at the Institute for Postgraduate Qualification at the UNSS. He speaks English, German and

Russian.



She is studying in a doctoral program at the Department of "International Economic Relations and
Business"/Faculty of "International Economics and Politics" of the UNSS in the scientific specialty
"World Economy and International Economic Relations”. The training was carried out in regular
form. The dissertation research was discussed at a meeting of the ""International Economic
Relations and Business" department at UNSS - Sofia on 17.09.2024 and was accepted for external
defense by decision of the Council of the " "International Economic Relations and Business"
department (Protocol No. 419/ 17.09.2024 .) and decision of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of
"International Economics and Politics” (Protocol No. N1/17.09.2024). The dissertation work was
directed for defense before a scientific jury with Order No. 2629/26.09.2024. of the Vice-Rector
for Research and Development of the UNSS.

2. General characteristics of the presented PhD dissertation
* VVolume and structure

The dissertation work of Kamelia Biederman has a total volume of 190 pages, of which 170 pages
text (including 31 tables and 22 figures, list of abbreviations, list of tables and figures), 10 pages
of bibliography and 10 pages of appendices. The appendices include a table and the questionnaire
for the conducted study in Bulgarian and German. The bibliography sources used by the doctoral

student are 123, 78 of them in Bulgarian and 45 in German and English.
The dissertation is structured in an introduction, three chapters and a conclusion.

In the introduction, the doctoral student's motivation for choosing the topic of the dissertation is
argued, the relevance and importance of the problem is indicated. The main argument for the
topicality of the problem is the increase in the production and consumption of organic products in

the EU, as well as the growing interest worldwide in healthy eating and ecologically clean products.

First chapter ""Emergence and development of the single European market of biological
products™ can be conditionally divided into two parts. The first part provides an analytical
overview of the establishment of the EU single market for organic products as part of the Common
Agricultural Policy. The EU legal framework for organic production is examined in detail, the rules
regarding control and other measures to ensure the traceability and compliance of organic
production are analyzed. The second part of this chapter is aimed at the process of including

Bulgaria in the single market of organic products through the single regulatory system. Measures



to promote organic production and the development of the process of certification of organic

products in our country are discussed. The chapter ends with summary and conclusions.

The second chapter, “Current state of the organic market in the European Union”, analyzes
the dynamics of production, trade and prices of organic products in the European Union. The main
trends and factors influencing the consumption of organic products in the EU Member States are
highlighted. An interesting empirical analysis of the consumption of organic products is made using
the income elasticity coefficient. Based on the analyses, conclusions are drawn about the situation
on the organic market, and the leading national organic markets are highlighted. The end of the

second chapter also contains summary and conclusions.

The third chapter, “Integration of Bulgaria into the single European organic market” is
devoted entirely to Bulgarian problems in the researched area. The development of organic
production in our country in its individual sectors is examined in detail, the factors that influence
the consumption of organic products in Bulgaria are examined, and the assessments of the
opportunities for the development of organic production in the future are commented, based on
documents of the Ministry of Agriculture and Food. An analysis of the consumption of organic
products in Bulgaria is made using the income elasticity coefficient, as well as an empirical study
of the opportunities for exporting Bulgarian organic products to Germany using a questionnaire

survey. The third chapter also ends with a summary and conclusions.
The dissertation ends with a conclusion summarizing the analyses and the achieved results.
* Importance and relevance of the topic

Organic agriculture includes four principles — “health”, “ecology”, “fairness” and ‘“care”
(formulated by the International Federation of Organic Agriculture Movements IFOAM). These
principles in organic production assume that the environment is preserved, farmers have fair access
to the means of production while receiving fair remuneration, and consumers have access to healthy
and high-quality food that they can trust and buy at fair prices. Organic production methods have
adual role in society. On the one hand, they supply goods to a specific market driven by the demand
for organic products. On the other hand, the production of organic products is essential for the
development of sustainable agriculture, as it preserves biodiversity, maintains the ecological

balance, improves soil fertility and protects water quality through practices that minimize the



adverse impact of agriculture on the environment and human health. The benefits of organic
production are equally important for consumers as well as for the environment and the climate. To
this should be added the fact that the European Union provides a large and dynamic internal market
for organic products and develops key documents — “From Farm to Fork™ Strategy and the

Biodiversity Strategy for 2030, which promote organic production.

All this shows the importance and relevance of the problem, but also the need to analyze it,
especially in connection with the complexity and difficulties encountered by producers of organic

products in individual EU Member States, as well as the specifics of Bulgarian organic agriculture.

The answers to the questions related to competitiveness, "green transition”, organic production in
modern conditions are complex and ambiguous (organic production also has opponents), and this
also determines the importance and relevance of the problem studied in the peer-reviewed
dissertation.

« Formulation of the goal, tasks, object, subject and main thesis of the dissertation work

The introduction contains the elements necessary to clarify the goal, tasks, object, subject and main
goal of the dissertation work. The object of the study is the market of organic products of the
European Union, including the market of organic products in Bulgaria. The subject of the study is
the process of inclusion of Bulgarian producers and traders in the market of organic products of
the EU - highlighting the achievements and problems. The main objective of the study is to reveal
the unused opportunities for the more active inclusion of Bulgarian producers and traders in the
market of organic products of the EU. Nine specific research tasks have also been formulated, the
implementation of which should lead to the achievement of the goal of the dissertation work. The
research approach and methodology used to solve the scientific tasks set are indicated. The
limitations are mainly related to the data used and the scope of the concept of "organic products".

A working hypothesis has also been formulated, which is proven through the conducted research.
» Bibliography and references

As mentioned above, 123 sources are listed in the bibliography, 78 of which are in Bulgarian and
45 in German and English. For the dissertation work, both academic sources - books, studies,
monographs, articles in scientific collections and journals, as well as statistical data, documents,

Internet sources were used.



3. Evaluation of the dissertation and the obtained scientific and applied results

The dissertation submitted for review meets the legal requirements - it is an evidence that the author
has knowledge of the topic of the dissertation, knows the theory and literature in the researched

area and demonstrates the ability to carry out scientific and applied research.

The dissertation has a scientific-applied nature. The doctoral student has completed the tasks set in
the introduction and has proven the working hypothesis. The dissertation contains a number of
analyses that are useful for outlining the general picture of bio production, consumption, trade and
prices of biological products in the EU Member States. By using the income elasticity coefficient,
the saturation point of the bio products market in a number of EU Member States has been
established. The factors that influence the consumption of biological products have been identified.
A comprehensive analysis of bio production in various sectors in our country has been made. The
results of a survey conducted in Germany on the interest of companies operating in the organic
products market in importing such products from Bulgaria are quite interesting. Based on all the
analyses, applied research methods and the survey, the doctoral student has made justified
conclusions and recommendations for directing organic production in our country towards products

that have export potential.

The dissertation contributes to expanding knowledge about the problems related to organic
production, about the opportunities offered by the single market of the European Union and
specifically about the prospects of Bulgarian organic production.

In conclusion, my general impression is that the doctoral student has the necessary knowledge on

the topic of the dissertation, as well as the skills to analyze, draw conclusions and inferences.
4. Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation

The doctoral candidate has three publications that are directly related to the topic of the dissertation.

All three publications are reports presented at scientific conferences and published in conference



proceedings. | evaluate these publications positively, as well as the fact that they were presented at

international conferences.
6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract correctly reflects the content of the dissertation and gives an idea of the dissertation

work, its goals, objectives and results.
7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

Critical notes can be made to any dissertation work. |1 make the preliminary stipulation that they
are well-intentioned and aim to provoke reflection on the issues raised. It is the author's right to

accept them or disagree with them.

What | think is missing from the dissertation is a separate review of the contemporary academic
literature in the researched field. In the introduction to the dissertation, p. 14, a number of authors
who work on the topic are listed, but it is not clear whether the doctoral student shares their views,
what they are. The first chapter deals more with the historical founders of organic farming, the
Austro-Hungarian Empire, but it would be good if there was a section in the first chapter dedicated
to this review of the contemporary academic literature on the topic, especially in its economic
aspect. | have no doubt that the doctoral candidate is familiar with the academic literature in the
field in which she works, but I think that the first chapter would be much more comprehensive if it
contained an analytical review of academic research, and not just a presentation of the legal
framework and measures of the European Union. This would support the theoretical basis of the
study, and would also provide an opportunity for an analysis of different points of view regarding
organic production.

The dissertation also has some inaccuracies - for example, on page 9 it says that "The legislator....
the European Parliament and the European Council, with the support of the European Commission,
outline in clear lines through regulations and directives...." The European Council is not a

legislator, the Council (of Ministers) has legislative functions.

The first point of the third chapter is titled "Beginning and development of the production of
biological products in our country until the new MFF" - I think it is more correct to indicate which

MFF exactly we are talking about.



With these notes and recommendations, 1 would like to support the future scientific research and

practical endeavors of the doctoral student.

Questions: “From Farm to Fork™ Strategy was met with resistance from European farmers, as the
target of reducing pesticide use by 50% by 2030 has caused the strongest dissatisfaction. Expert
reports predict that the requirements related to the Green Deal could lead to a sharp decrease in
production (over 10%) and, as a result, a decrease in exports and an increase in imports of

agricultural products into the EU.

Is it realistic to achieve the target of increasing the area dedicated to organic farming, given that

the rise in food prices has led to a decrease in sales of organically produced food?

In discussions about the future of the Common Agricultural Policy, the question arises whether
caring for the environment and climate, and therefore the promotion of organic farming in Europe,
will go on background because of the problem of ensuring global food security. What is the

doctoral candidate's opinion on these issues?
8. Conclusion

The dissertation submitted for review meets the requirements for the award of the educational and
scientific degree of “doctor”. The dissertation of Kamelia Dragomirova Biederman is a study based
on in-depth knowledge of the topic and official documents in the field of the single market for
organic products in the European Union and the process of Bulgaria’s integration into this market.
The dissertation demonstrates the educational and scientific awareness of the doctoral student in

the researched area.

Based on the positive assessment, the stated merits and the specific contributions of the dissertation
“The Development of the Single Market for Organic Products in the EU and its Impact on the
