1. Information regarding the candidate and the presented materials in the
procedure

PhD Candidate Kamelia Biederman completed her secondary education at
"Nikola Belovezhdov" High School in Sofia. She holds a Bachelor's degree in
"International Economic Relations" from Varna Free University "Chernorizets Hrabar"
and a Master's degree in "Financial Management” from New Bulgarian University.
Since 2020, she has been a full-time PhD candidate in the Department of "International
Economic Relations and Business™ at the University of National and World Economy
(UNWE), in the field of 3.8. Economics, within the doctoral program "Global
Economy and International Economic Relations,” as per Protocol 365/25.02.2020 and
Order No. 619/12.03.2020 of the Vice-Rector for Research at UNWE.



Kamelia Biederman is actively fulfilling the tasks outlined in her individual
study plan and has published several research articles presented at the scientific
conferences organized by the "International Economic Relations and Business"
department. Her primary focus is on analyzing the EU organic products market and
exploring export opportunities for Bulgaria.

The materials provided to me for drafting an opinion on the dissertation work
include the following documents: the dissertation manuscript, abstract, list of
publications related to the dissertation, a summary of the main contributions of the
dissertation, the candidate's CV, reviews, and the full text of publications on the
dissertation topic.

The dissertation is structured into an introduction, a main body consisting of
three chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography, and an appendix. The dissertation spans
184 pages, including 31 tables and 22 figures. The bibliography comprises 113
sources, of which 65 are in Bulgarian and 48 in German.

2. General characteristics of the doctoral thesis

The selected topic is highly relevant, with its importance increasing in the
context of contemporary economic development, the challenges faced by modern
national economies, the growing global demand for organic agricultural products, and
changing consumer preferences. The topic holds particular significance given the rising
production and consumption of organic products, its role within the Common
Agricultural Policy (CAP) of the European Union (EU), and the integration of an
increasing number of Bulgarian producers into the EU Single Market. This forms the
core thesis of the research, which seeks to explore ways to enhance the profitability of
Bulgarian agriculture and expand the market share of Bulgarian producers in the
organic products market.

The research objectives are tied to the analysis of the EU's Single Market for
organic products, the European legal framework governing the production and trade of
these products, and the measures for encouraging and integrating Bulgarian producers
into the EU organic products market.

The first chapter of the dissertation provides terminological clarifications, a
comprehensive review of the regulatory framework, an examination of the CAP's
specifics in relation to the topic, and an overview of policies promoting organic
agriculture not only within the EU but also in India and China.

The second chapter analyzes the economic and foreign trade criteria for the
development of the organic products market in the EU, the share of organic product
trade within the Single Market, and the specifics of the marketing and distribution of
these products.

The third chapter investigates the reasons behind the low levels of production
and consumption of organic products in Bulgaria. It highlights the need for the
establishment of new organic production lines for raw materials and finished products,
which could strengthen Bulgarian brands in international markets.



3. Evaluation of the research results and research contributions and the
importance of the dissertation

The results of the doctoral thesis and publications of the candidate involve
scientific and applied results: analysis, methodologies, evaluations, empirical results,
practical conceptions on the topic and contributions. They fulfil the requirements for
awarding the doctoral (Ph.D) degree.

The results of the research are clearly and precisely formulated and can be used
by other researchers, experts, consultants and analysts.
The main contributions that could be outlined in this thesis are four and | accept

them as formulated by the author of the thesis.

“1. A critical review of the European legal framework in the field of organic agriculture has been
made. In particular, the differences between Council Regulation (EEC) 2092/91, Council Regulation
(EEC) 834/2007 and Regulation (EU) 848/2018 regarding some of their important provisions related to
organic production are analyzed.

2. An in-depth analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of the EU certification system in the
field of organic agriculture has been carried out and the risks associated with the gaps in this system in
relation to the opportunities for exporting Bulgarian organic products have been indicated.

3. Important trends in the development of the organic products market in the EU and in our
country are indicated, related to the crisis surrounding the Covid-19 pandemic and the measures to
overcome it.

4. By using the coefficient for income elasticity, the saturation point of the organic products
market was established in several EU member countries, incl. in Bulgaria.

5. A survey was conducted in Germany on the interest of companies operating on the market of
biological products, regarding the import of such products, including from Bulgaria. In the course of
the study, correlations were established between individual parameters of the surveyed companies and
their readiness to import organic products from Bulgaria.

6. Possibilities have been revealed for more active development of some promising areas of bio-
production in our country, where there is unused potential for export. Such are, for example, organic
aquaculture, textiles, cosmetics, herbs, wine, honey, processed fruits and vegetables, etc.”

4. Evaluation of the publications

The publications of the author prove her excellent professional preparation and
knowledge regarding the main Bulgarian and foreign authors in the field; the
application of proper research methods; and his ability to formulate adequately
motivated conclusions and proper recommendations based on his research:
