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1. Information about the PhD candidate

Kameliya Biderman was born on April 18, 1976, in Bulgaria. She completed her secondary
education in 1999 at the 108th High School "Nikola Belovezhdov" in Sofia. She earned a
Bachelor's degree in "International Economic Relations” from Varna Free University
"Chernorizets Hrabar.” In 2011, she obtained a Master's degree in "Financial Management"
from the New Bulgarian University.

Kameliya Biderman has been a full-time Ph.D. student at the Department of "International
Economic Relations and Business™ at UNWE since 2020 (specializing in "Global Economy and
IER"). Alongside her academic duties, she has significant research experience in international
economics and finance.

As part of her individual plan, Kameliya Biderman has successfully completed the set research
tasks and published several scientific articles in the conferences of the "IER and Business"
Department. Her main focus in these works is on analyzing the organic product market in the
EU and the export opportunities for Bulgaria.



2. General overview of the dissertation

The presented dissertation addresses a significant and timely topic: organic production in the
EU. Currently, there is a limited amount of research dedicated to the development of the
Bulgarian and European organic markets, especially regarding the foreign trade aspect, which
occupies a central place in this study.

The dissertation spans 167 pages and includes an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a
bibliography, and appendices.

It references 115 sources in Bulgarian, English, and German.

The study is clearly structured, presenting a logical progression from the history of organic
production in the EU, its regulations, and current state, to an analysis of the sector in Bulgaria
and prospects for its development.

The topic of organic products and their production in the context of the EU is particularly
relevant due to the growing global and European demand for such products. The EU market is
the second largest after the U.S., and the EU's pursuit of environmentally sustainable agriculture
and GMO restrictions makes this subject even more critical for Bulgaria as part of the Union.
The study aims to uncover untapped opportunities for more active participation of Bulgarian
organic product producers in the single European market, which would improve living
conditions in Bulgaria’s agricultural areas and the profitability of its agriculture.

Main objectives:

1. To examine the development of the single organic product market.

2. To evaluate the EU's legal framework.

3. To analyze the state of organic production in Bulgaria.

4. To identify trends and factors for future development.

The subject is the organic product market in the EU.

The object is the inclusion of Bulgarian producers and traders in this market to boost Bulgarian
exports and efficiency.

The thesis is that Bulgaria can achieve better development of organic farming if it actively
utilizes export opportunities within the EU, where demand for organic products is increasing.

The main research tasks include:

Tracing the roots and evolution of organic farming in the EU;

Examining the regulatory environment and its impact on market growth;
Analyzing the strengths and weaknesses of the EU's legal framework;

Evaluating the performance and challenges faced by Bulgarian organic producers;



e Identifying pathways to increase Bulgarian organic exports and economic benefits.

Chapter 1 explores the historical development and foundations of organic farming in the EU.
The author analyzes the influence of key researchers on the formation of the concept of organic
farming. The main legal acts and regulations defining the framework of organic production in
the EU to date are described.

Chapter 2 provides a detailed analysis of the current state of the organic products market in the
EU. The dynamics of production, trade, and consumption of organic products are examined.
An empirical analysis using the income elasticity coefficient is included to assess organic
product consumption in different EU member states.

Chapter 3 focuses on Bulgaria's integration into the EU organic product market. The
development of organic production in Bulgaria and prospects for the future are presented. The
factors influencing the demand and supply of organic products in Bulgaria are analyzed, and a
survey is conducted on the export opportunities of Bulgarian organic products to Germany.

The dissertation concludes with a summary of the main findings and recommendations for
improving the participation of Bulgarian organic producers in the European market. It
emphasizes the need for more active inclusion in the EU market by increasing exports and
improving marketing and distribution.

The bibliography includes appropriately selected sources covering numerous theoretical and
practical studies. The doctoral candidate demonstrates a thorough understanding of the
scientific literature in the field of organic products and their markets in the European Union.
The sources used encompass both Bulgarian and international authors, with careful selection of
works addressing the development and regulation of organic farming and organic product
markets in the EU and globally. Through the wide range of sources, including official
documents, studies, and statistical data from Eurostat, the National Statistical Institute, and
other authoritative sources, the dissertation provides a detailed and contextualized analysis of
the topic, demonstrating a solid grasp of the issues under investigation.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and practical contributions

The dissertation by Kameliya Biderman presents significant scientific and practical
contributions related to the development of the organic product market in the EU and its impact
on the Bulgarian economy. Key contributions include:

e A thorough analysis of the European legal framework for organic production,
identifying key market trends and opportunities for Bulgarian exports, and developing
recommendations for improving the participation of Bulgarian organic producers in the
EU single market.

¢ A methodological approach combining theoretical and empirical methods, including
statistical analyses such as income elasticity coefficients and the method of product
equivalence variance. A survey was also conducted among German companies to
evaluate their interest in Bulgarian organic products.



e The dissertation achieves its set research objectives and contributes to revealing
untapped opportunities for developing Bulgarian organic production through enhanced
EU exports, thereby supporting the economic development of Bulgaria’s agricultural
regions and the sustainability of the sector.

Strengths of the dissertation:

The dissertation is well-structured, providing a systematic exploration of the emergence and
development of the organic product market in the EU, analyzing its current state, and evaluating
Bulgaria’s integration and performance in this market.

Significant findings:

e The dissertation outlines the historical development of organic farming in the EU,
emphasizing the gradual "greening" of the Common Agricultural Policy and the
introduction of unified organic farming standards.

e |t presents a detailed analysis of market segments for organic products in the EU,
highlighting the dominant role of organic food while recognizing the growing
importance of organic textiles and cosmetics.

e The study identifies significant fragmentation within the EU market, driven by
differences in income levels, agricultural practices, and government policies across
member states.

The dissertation also highlights Bulgaria’s relatively late but rapid adaptation to EU organic
standards following its accession in 2007, attributing the country's progress to timely reforms
in standardization and accreditation, supported by EU funds. Despite these advancements, the
study identifies critical challenges such as limited domestic demand due to lower average
incomes and the need for improved marketing and distribution infrastructure.

Through income elasticity coefficients and other empirical methods, the dissertation
demonstrates that the organic product market in the EU remains highly fragmented. Hypotheses
related to the growth potential of Bulgarian organic exports and the need for increased EU
market participation to accelerate sector development were also tested.

The author successfully proves the hypothesis that there are favorable conditions for the
development of organic farming in Bulgaria, but these opportunities remain underutilized due
to limited domestic demand. Increased inclusion of Bulgarian organic production in the EU
single market through export growth is deemed essential.

The internal factors and challenges faced by Bulgarian producers are thoroughly analyzed. The
dissertation concludes with concrete recommendations to improve the participation of
Bulgarian producers in the European market. These recommendations focus on legislative
support, marketing, and other factors, lending the study a practical orientation.

A positive aspect of the dissertation is the inclusion of examples of successful organic farms in
Bulgaria and other EU countries, leading to practical conclusions. Specific areas for future
research are outlined, which could guide subsequent studies and contribute to the ongoing
development of the topic.



4. Evaluation of the scientific and practical contributions

Kameliya Biderman’s dissertation demonstrates significant scientific and practical
contributions, focusing on the analysis and evaluation of organic farming and the organic
product market in the European Union, with a particular focus on Bulgaria.

Major scientific and practical contributions:

e The dissertation provides a comprehensive historical and regulatory review of the
organic product market in the EU. A detailed analysis of the legal framework for organic
production is conducted, along with a critical evaluation of the EU certification system,
identifying strengths and weaknesses affecting the export of Bulgarian organic products.

e It offers nuanced insights into current market dynamics in the sector, highlighting
important trends in the development of the organic product market in both the EU and
Bulgaria.

e The study critically evaluates Bulgaria’s integration into the EU market, pointing out
both achievements and ongoing challenges.

e Using income elasticity coefficients, saturation points for the organic product market in
several EU member states, including Bulgaria, are established. This contribution is
essential for better understanding demand dynamics and identifying untapped niches in
the EU, which is valuable for Bulgarian producers.

e A survey conducted in Germany assesses the interest of companies operating in the
organic product market in importing such products, including from Bulgaria. The study
establishes correlations between specific parameters of surveyed companies and their
willingness to import organic products from Bulgaria.

e As a practical contribution, the dissertation proposes opportunities for more active
development of certain promising areas of organic production in Bulgaria, where there
is untapped export potential.

The dissertation includes proposals for developing new sectors in organic production in
Bulgaria, such as organic aquaculture, cosmetics, and processed foods, which hold potential for
expanding Bulgarian exports.

In terms of coverage, the abstract offers a precise overview of the examined issues, emphasizing
the contributions of the doctoral candidate in the field of organic production and the organic
product market. It provides a clear understanding of the scientific and practical contributions of
the dissertation.

7. Critical Remarks, recommendations, and questions

One aspect that could be noted as a critical remark is the limited innovativeness of some
recommendations in the dissertation, which are oriented toward standard measures for
improving management and administrative capacity concerning organic production. In the
future, it would be beneficial for the author's research to include more specific practical
approaches that stimulate the development of Bulgarian organic production through strategies
for competitiveness, innovations in technology, and marketing.

Recommendation: In future research, the author could conduct a more in-depth analysis and
propose potential mechanisms to support Bulgarian organic producers on an international scale,
such as:

e Participation in specialized exhibitions or marketing campaigns in foreign markets;

e Proposals to increase the share of organic products in public institutions (schools,
hospitals);

e Support for the development of eco-tourism and rural tourism.

Such measures could enhance the popularity of Bulgarian organic products, though they would
require financial support as well.

What specific steps could facilitate collaboration between state institutions and businesses to
ensure access to new markets for Bulgarian organic producers?

8. Conclusion

analyzes the organic product market in the EU and Bulgaria's role in it. This dissertation
provides a valuable contribution to understanding the development of the organic market in the
EU and organic production in Bulgaria within this context, offering practical guidelines for
improving competitiveness and sustainable development in the sector.
