Topic of the doctoral dissertation: The principles and values of conservatism and
Bulgarian political parties that are members of the European People's Party.

1. Information about the doctoral candidate

The doctoral candidate was enrolled in a PhD program at the Department of Political
Science/Faculty of International Economics and Politics at the University of National and
World Economy, specializing in 3.3. Political Sciences (Political Science), according to the
Order of the Vice-Rector for Research and Development at the University of National and
World Economy No. 1132/20.05.2020. The education was carried out in a regular form
during the period 2020-2024.

Brief biographical note. Hristina Dimitrova holds a Bachelor's degree in Political Science
and a Master's degree in Applied Political Science from the University of National and
World Economy. She has extensive professional experience in the field of sales management
in various international companies such as "Shell-Bulgaria" and "INSA-OIL-Bulgaria."
Currently, she is the head of the "Supply” department at "INSA — OIL- Bulgaria." In
addition, the graduate has over 15 years of experience and expertise in the non-governmental

organization sector. She is a co-founder of the "Sense" Foundation, has been the chair of the



"EGO POLITIKO" Student Association, and a member of the Student Council at the
University of National and World Economy.
2. General Characteristics of the Presented Doctoral Dissertation

The doctoral dissertation submitted for defense comprises 268 pages (of which 236 are
the main text, 7 pages of appendices, 21 pages describing the sources used, and 8 pages for
text navigation — a list of abbreviations used and contents). In this regard, the text meets the
established standards for doctoral research. The literary sources used—284 in number (in
Bulgarian, English, German, and Russian)—are entirely satisfactory in terms of timeliness
and thematic focus.

The structure of the dissertation is "classic™ for this type of research, featuring an
introduction, three chapters, and a conclusion. The first chapter addresses the theoretical-
methodological issues of conservative political philosophy and is structured into 5
paragraphs with distinct subparagraphs. Over 84 pages, the author explores the roots of
political conservatism, the main theorists and schools, the specifics of conservatism in
Europe and the USA, and conducts a review of political axiology. The second chapter
examines Bulgarian political parties within the European People's Party (EPP). Individual
paragraphs discuss the specifics of Bulgarian conservatism, the political family of the EPP,
and the "path™ of Bulgarian political parties as active members of the EPP, aiming to identify
value alignment/misalignment. The third chapter is dedicated to identifying the principles
and values of the Bulgarian political parties that are members of the EPP, where the author of
the dissertation methodically examines the following issues: analysis of the "environment,"
i.e., analysis of the conservative values in contemporary Bulgarian society through secondary
interpretation of national studies on value attitudes; presentation of political figures'
assessments regarding the conservative principles and values defended by the analyzed
parties, based on authorial interviews; content analysis of the main political documents of the
parties, aimed at deriving the principles and values; comparative analysis between the
classical European conservative principles and values and those of the right-center and
conservative parties in Bulgaria, active members of the EPP; presentation of expert
researchers' evaluations of the character of the principles and values of the conservative

political parties in Bulgaria, again based on conducted interviews.



The relevance of the topic of the doctoral research is indisputable for at least one
fundamental reason: the dichotomy along the “liberalism-conservatism™ axis is one of the
"eternal” themes in the analysis of the political and in this sense, the academic interpretations
of the ideological transformations of political parties as one of the main subjects of the
political process from the perspective of the principles and values of conservative political
philosophy are justified. | admire the ambitious goal set by the author of the dissertation—to
identify the conservative profile of the Bulgarian political parties that are active members of
the EPP—and | appreciate the challenges faced by the doctoral candidate in analyzing
current and dynamic processes, in situations of ongoing political and ideological shifts.

| positively assess all research elements of the doctoral study. The aim and research
thesis are clearly set — "to analyze the principles and values of conservatism as a political
philosophy and to identify which principles and values are shared in the political and
programmatic documents of the Bulgarian political parties, members of the European
People's Party"; "Bulgarian parties, active members of the European People's Party, share the
foundational principles and values of conservative political philosophy in their political and
programmatic documents."” The tasks set are specific and achievable. The subject and
object of the study are correctly defined. An appropriate methodological framework is
proposed, and temporal, substantive, and documentary limitations of the analysis have been
made. In this sense, the time scope—1998-2022—directs the analysis only towards political
parties, members of the EPP. It is also impressive that the analysis has used only party
documents that are official and clearly marked.

The author of the doctoral research shows good knowledge of the scientific literature
on the examined issues and the ability to use the sources correctly. In practice, Hristina
Dimitrova has used almost all significant works and contemporary interpretations on the
researched topic; she demonstrates familiarity and freely uses them, as evidenced by the duly

cited 765 references.

3. Evaluation of the Scientific and Applied Scientific Results
The presented work is the result of careful and in-depth research. The study clearly
demonstrates an interest in the issue of conservatism and a desire to present political

conservatism objectively based on the views of its founders and continuators, without



engaging in unnecessary polemics or gratuitous criticism. The author demonstrates
knowledge of almost all classic authors from Edmund Burke to Friedrich von Gentz. Their
ideas are clearly delineated and the value orientations of conservatism are shown. Along with
the great theorists of British, French, and German conservatism, the "drivers" of conservative
political practice—Metternich, Churchill, Thatcher, Reagan—are also examined. This
indicates the author's effort to present as complete a picture of conservatism as possible. In
addition to this, a clear distinction is made between the European and American conservative
tradition, and the specifics of social, philosophical, religious, and economic orders are
recognized.

The conducted review of the conservative tradition "prepares” the analysis for
revealing the political axiology of conservatives—tradition, religion, family, private property
as the bases of understanding freedom and justice. The ideas of conservatives on inequality
as a natural manifestation of justice are presented (In this context, the analysis of Berdyaev in
defense of inequality is impressively handled, although at first glance, the inclusion of the
Russian religious philosopher might seem a deviation). The ideas of conservatism regarding
the place and role of the state in society are also traced.

The analysis in the first chapter lays the groundwork for examining Bulgarian
conservatism. The conservative experience of the Third Bulgarian State is explored in a
classical manner, both in terms of the monarchical period and in our contemporary era. A
separate paragraph discusses the history, structuring, and functioning of the European
People's Party (EPP). The circumstances mentioned in the analysis allow Hristina Dimitrova
to link the contemporary conservative Bulgarian parties (SDS, DSB, DBG, GERB) with their
participation as full members of the EPP. Key party documents have been reviewed, their
value content has been derived, and it has been compared with the principles and values of
the EPP. The level of alignment—both in terms of values and principles—of the examined
parties with that of contemporary European conservatism is demonstrated.

In the third chapter, the author focuses her attention on Bulgarian society and its
value orientations and attitudes toward the conservative worldview, based on the analysis and
interpretation of results from two national studies (by "Gallup International™ and "Trend").
The thesis that Bulgarian society has a conservative character is defended, and the author

seeks the conservative political perspective for Bulgaria, referencing interviews with experts



(practitioners-politicians and researchers) who have practical involvement in conservative
parties or research interests in conservatism. The analysis of the experts' assessments is
characterized by correctness and authorial interpretation.

The elements highlighted in the achievements of the analysis allow Hristina
Dimitrova to conduct a comparative analysis between the principles and values defended by
Bulgarian parties in their programmatic party documents and those of the EPP. The author
illustrates this comparison in a table, which visually demonstrates the conclusions drawn.

The analysis conducted provides a basis for concluding that the tasks set have been

successfully accomplished and the goal of the research has been achieved.

4. Evaluation of the Scientific and Applied Contributions

I generally accept Hristina Dimitrova's self-assessment of the contributory moments in
her doctoral dissertation and their division into theoretical and practical applications.

My assessment of the main contributions of the reviewed work is related to: (1)
identifying the main principles and values of conservatism and comparing them with
American conservatism; (2) analyzing the development of Bulgarian conservatism in both
national and European contexts; (3) delineating the conservative character of contemporary
Bulgarian society and highlighting the national specifics that distinguish Bulgarian society
from other European societies with a conservative character; (4) ideologically identifying
Bulgarian political parties that are members of the EPP based on content analysis of key

programmatic documents.

5. Evaluation of Publications on the Dissertation

Hristina Dimitrova has presented a report on the necessary publications — 4
publications that meet the national minimum requirements:

adequately reflect the content of the doctoral dissertation.

7. Critical Notes, Recommendations, and Questions

Every scientific research can receive various critical remarks. During the internal
departmental discussion of the dissertation, I made numerous substantive, structural, and
methodological remarks. | would like to emphasize that the candidate has considered a
significant part of them. Here, | will only note that the in-depth interviews with "practitioner-
politicians™ and "researcher-experts" somewhat leave an impression of gratuitous empiricism,
as substantively they "prove™ the obvious—that the Bulgarian parties, members of the EPP,
share the principles and values of conservatism. The interviews with "practitioner-
politicians™ would have been much more valuable if they had asked, for example, how the
proclaimed conservative values are defended with specific policies or why often, when in
power, they do not uphold these values. Another remark | would make concerns the way the
primary information gathered through the in-depth interviews is presented—too elaborately
through extensive quotes and recounting, rather than through analytical summary and
structured synthesis.

In conclusion, I would ask the candidate to answer the following question: To what
extent do the declared principles and values of conservatism in the political programs of the
Bulgarian parties, members of the EPP, find practical reflection in their specific policies

when they are in power?

8. Conclusion
The dissertation of Hristina Dimitrova contains theoretical and applied-practical
results. Despite the critical remarks made, | believe that the dissertation meets the
requirements of the Higher Education Act and its implementing regulations. Therefore, |
