General characteristics of the submitted dissertation

The dissertation presented to the esteemed scientific jury by doctoral
candidate Hristina Dimitrova is a serious and profound scholarly work with
notable cognitive, widely informative, and practical-applied value. It focuses its
research interest on the values and principles of classical political conservatism
and the extent of its implementation in the programmatic documents and
political platforms of Bulgarian center-right political parties that are members

of the European People's Party (EPP).

In a context of political instability and frequent economic, refugee, and
institutional crises on a European scale, | find the choice of topic and the
outlined problem field exceptionally timely and relevant. It seeks to explore and
articulate a balance between individual autonomy on the one hand, and the
common good on the other, rediscovered in conservative political thought.
However, this analytical perspective carries significant risks. It involves the
need for justification and theoretical defense of the selected problem fields, as
well as criteria for argument selection. The work requires exceptional breadth
of thinking, theoretical knowledge, political culture, and precise research focus
to transform the study from a narrative into a profound analysis.

Therefore, | commend the doctoral candidate's choice of topic and
acknowledge the difficulties faced by both the author of the dissertation and
their academic advisor.

The dissertation research stands out for its balanced combination of

theoretical knowledge and skills for practical analyses and generalizations.

In terms of content, Hristina Dimitrova's study is characterized by



precision in analysis, a free interpretation of theses and original opinions, and
accuracy in referencing and citations. Structurally, the work is balanced and
adheres to the “classical™ models of this type of research—introduction, three
chapters, conclusion, and a rich array of appendices in the form of comparative

tables and an exhaustive bibliography.

The dissertation totals 261 pages, with each of the three chapters
addressing different aspects of conservatism and its influence on the political
platforms of center-right parties in Bulgaria and Europe. The bibliography
includes 284 titles (in Bulgarian and English), which is sufficient for producing
a scientifically sound and rigorous dissertation. The sources are diverse and
authoritative.

The methodology employed by the doctoral candidate is predominantly
from the fields of political science and sociology. The chosen research approach
incorporates classical comparative and content analysis of documents, party
programs, as well as secondary analysis of data from sociological surveys, in-
depth interviews with experts, and practitioners.

The introduction contains all the required elements: object and subject of
the study; primary objective; methodological tools (applied appropriately and
productively); key tasks; the substantive and temporal limitations of the
research; the relevance of the topic; and research hypotheses. It is particularly
Impressive that the doctoral candidate demonstrates a high level of familiarity
with the academic literature on the subject—both in global and Bulgarian

contexts—using it appropriately, productively, and convincingly.

The candidate’s in-depth knowledge of the problem is evident in the

selection of classical and contemporary sources, including works by authors



such as Edmund Burke, Jacques Maritain, Joseph de Maistre, as well as modern

texts analyzing conservatism and its application in various political contexts.

The conclusion succinctly presents the results and findings achieved

through deductive reasoning.

The analysis is logical and systematically illuminates problem areas
related to the principles and values of conservatism, as articulated by the ideas
of theorists and philosophers who shape and express them. It examines their
degree of influence on the core political and programmatic documents of
Bulgarian center-right parties, their shared alignment within the European
People's Party (EPP) framework, and the attitudes within Bulgarian society
toward conservative values, among other aspects.

In terms of content, | offer the following comments, following the logic and
structure of the text:

The first chapter examines the historical development and core
characteristics of conservative philosophy, tracing its origins and key stages of
ideological formation. The author systematically addresses:

¢ Classical conservatism, emphasizing the ideas embedded in Edmund

Burke’s “Bible” of conservatism, which form the foundation of

conservative thought;

¢ Neoconservatism, with a clear delineation of the differences between the

European and American schools;

+« The principles of European and American conservatism, analyzing the

influence of authors such as Louis de Bonald and Joseph de Maistre,

along with the roles of political figures such as Winston Churchill,

Margaret Thatcher, and Ronald Reagan. Special attention is given to



concepts like tradition, skepticism toward radical changes, and the
preservation of inherited rights.

The second chapter focuses on the development of conservatism in
Bulgaria and the position of Bulgarian center-right political formations within
the framework of the European People's Party (EPP). The key points addressed
here are:

¢ Bulgarian conservatism, with particular attention to its historical roots
and the specifics of the conservative tradition in the country;

« The EPP as a political platform advocating for conservative values, and
the processes related to the integration of Bulgarian political formations
into it;

« Analysis of political documents from parties such as the Union of
Democratic Forces (UDF), Democrats for a Strong Bulgaria (DSB),
GERB, and the Movement Bulgaria for Citizens. Through content
analysis, key conservative values and their implementation in the
ideological positions of these parties are identified.

The third chapter provides an empirical analysis of conservative values in
the Bulgarian political and social context, with a focus on their presence in the
programmatic documents of political parties. The research vectors here are
directed toward:

+» Fundamental conservative values in Bulgaria, such as family, religion,
patriotism, and tradition;

+« Empirical analysis of the political programs of Bulgarian parties with a
conservative component, including expert interviews and content analysis
of programmatic documents;

+ Comparative analysis between classical European conservative principles

and those articulated by Bulgarian center-right political entities, enabling



the identification of similarities and differences in the interpretation of

conservative ideas.

Evaluation of the Achieved Scientific and Practical Results

v" The fundamental principles of conservatism have been identified, and
their evolution within the context of the Bulgarian party system has been
traced. Based on the conducted research, it is concluded that the values of
conservatism remain significant and applicable in the political activities
of parties belonging to the European People's Party (EPP) family;

v The methodology is well-argued, diverse, and includes comparative and
content analysis of political documents, as well as in-depth interviews
with experts and practitioners. The combination of quantitative and
qualitative methods ensures a comprehensive and reliable analysis;

v Through in-depth analysis, the core conservative principles have been
systematized, and their prevalence, influence, and significance for
Bulgarian political parties that are members of the EPP have been

evaluated.
Evaluation of the scientific and applied contributions achieved

In my humble opinion, and largely accepting the doctoral candidate's
self-assessment of the contributions, | believe that Hristina Dimitrova's research
Is distinguished by the following significant contributions and merits:

Scientific and Theoretical Contributions:

+ Formulation, systematization, and analysis of the key principles and
values of conservative political philosophy, based on a historical

overview of the evolution of conservatism;
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A comparative analysis of the substantive characteristics of the principles
and values of neoconservatism and American conservatism. Similarities
and differences between European and American conservatism are
highlighted, as well as the specific features of conservatism in different
European countries;

Identification and examination of the fundamental characteristics of
Bulgarian conservatism, with a justification of its conceptual proximity to
European conservatism through a comparative analysis of conservative

ideas in European and American political traditions.

Scientific and Practical Contributions:
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A well-supported historical analysis of the development of the European
People's Party (EPP), with an emphasis on the substantive interpretation
of key programmatic documents. Based on this, an answer is formulated
to the question of how much the EPP adopts and shares the key principles
and values of conservative ideology;

Systematized information on the evolution of Bulgarian political parties
and their positioning within the EPP framework. An evaluation of their
level of commitment to the principles and values of the EPP has been
made, along with an assessment of their influence on political processes
in Bulgaria;

A content analysis of the main political and programmatic documents of
Bulgarian EPP member parties—SDS, DSB, GERB, and Movement for
Bulgaria’s Citizens (DBG)—has been carried out. An ideological
profiling of these parties has been achieved, identifying them as having a
conservative character and sharing the core principles and values of
conservatism. An original table has been created to visualize the

similarities and differences in the value orientations and principles shared



by the EPP and the mentioned Bulgarian center-right political formations.
| must also highlight the contribution related to the adaptation of the
theoretical concepts of conservatism to the specifics of Bulgarian culture and

political tradition.

Critical comments, recommendations and questions
| do not have any serious substantive critical remarks regarding the

presented dissertation text. | would, however, be tempted to make one
encouraging, constructive recommendation for the future work of the doctoral
candidate, namely, to investigate the influence of conservative values on
specific political decisions, as well as to expand the time frame for comparing
changes in the field of conservative philosophy.

| would also like to pose a specific question to the doctoral candidate:

% What are the main challenges in adapting classical conservatism
to the Bulgarian context, and are there specific cultural factors
that complicate or facilitate the adoption of conservative principles
in Bulgaria?
