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1. Information about the PhD Candidate

Christina Dimitrova has completed the PhD program at the Department
of Political Science/ Faculty of International Economics and Politics of UNWE
in the scientific field of Political Science. She has fulfilled her obligations under
the individual plan and is discharged with the right to defense of dissertation.
The work was discussed by the Departmental Council and directed to public
defense before a scientific jury approved by an order of the UNWE Deputy
Rector for Research No. 3327/ 13.11.2024. The PhD studies have been carried
out in a part -time form during the period 2020 -2024.



2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is in a volume of 268 pages. It consists of an
introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. In Chapter One, the dissertation
makes a literature review and theoretical analysis and derives the fundamental
principles and values of conservative political philosophy. In this part of the
dissertation, the principles and values of American conservatism, neo-
conservatism are outlined, and an analysis of the evolution of conservative
axiology is made.

Chapter Two presents an overview of the history of Bulgarian
conservatism and the European People's Party. In this part of the dissertation
work, an analysis of the programming and political documents of the parties -
the UDF, DSB, GERB and DBG - is carried out, as well as an analysis of the
program documents of the coalitions in which the analyzed political parties
participate. A major focus is on the comparative analysis between the principles
and values of conservatism and those of the analyzed political parties.

Chapter Three presents a secondary analysis of sociological studies and
research on popularity and attitude towards basic conservative values. In this
part of the dissertation, the results of interviews with active politicians and
experts are presented on the topic of the dissertation.

The final part consists major conclusions related to the hypothesis and
the main research goal.

The study is on an up-to-date topic related to the rethinking and modern
interpretation of conservative political doctrine in both Bulgarian and European
political practice. The doctoral student has a clearly formulated purpose: to
analyze the principles and values of conservatism as a political philosophy and
to identify which principles and values are shared in the political and program
documents of Bulgarian political parties, members of the European People's
Party.

The goal is operationalized in five tasks that need to answer the research
guestion, divided into three parts, to confirm the main thesis of the dissertation.
The work has a clearly defined research topic, a suitable methodology and an
excellent information base of over 280 sources is used. The selection of
scientific literature and the literature review, as well as the correct use and
reference to sources, shows a complete academic integrity and adherence to
scientific standards, although the topic of the study tempts the researcher also as
political publicist.



3. Assessment of the scientific and applied results

Overall, the dissertation has fulfilled the formulated goals and tasks,
which demonstrates the candidate’s potential for scientific research. The
methodology used of deductive, comparative, critical, normative and content
analysis, as well as interviews with politicians and experts, contributes to a
broad-spectrum but focused analysis of the topic. All this successfully
contributes to the scientific and applied results.

To the best of my knowledge, no plagiarism has been detected in the text
of the dissertation. The software check does not identify matches with other
texts either.

4. Assessment of scientific and applied contributions

The dissertation work is undoubtedly a contribution in the enrichment
and systematization of existing knowledge in Bulgarian science. The doctoral
student has formulated six contributions, divided into two groups of three —
theoretical science and applied science. | find claims to be justified, especially
in their scientific part, which empirically probes theoretical concepts.

5. Assessment of publications related to the dissertation

The PhD student has four publications related to the dissertation topic, which
demonstrates the focus and consistency of her research interests. This fulfills
the minimum national requirements for publications to obtain the educational
and scientific degree "Doctor".

6. Assessment of the dissertation abstract

The abstract of the dissertation has been presented in a volume of 72
pages, which correctly and largely reflects the content and all the important
points, findings, and conclusions in the dissertation.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

The text shows the intellectual apologetics of conservatism, which cannot
conceal the author's bias, but this, on the other hand, explains her deep interest
in the subject. The study really shows the depth of analysis and generalizations,
but a more critical approach could be recommended. The a priori formulated
thesis explicit that "Bulgarian parties, active members of the European People's



Party, share the fundamental principles and values of conservative political
philosophy in their political and program documents." It is reasonable to ask the
question: is there anything specific that distinguishes them in some way? How
does Christian-democratic conservatism coexist with social-populist
conservatism? How is conservatism about what we call social change, a product
of technological and economic factors - does it deny it or adapt to it? These
guestions just aim to trigger a discussion, and not to raise issues or challenge
the achievements and merits of the dissertation.

8. Conclusion

A fully completed and independently conducted dissertation study has
been presented for review, which demonstrates the PhD candidate's skills to
formulate and thoroughly examine scientific problems.

In my view, the dissertation work has been sufficiently developed and
satisfies the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules for its implementation. On the
basis of the above stated in the review, | give a positive opinion on awarding of
the Doctoral degree to Christina Ivanova Dimitrova in the scientific area: 3.3.
Political science.
