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1. Information about the Candidate
The candidate has been enrolled in the doctoral program at the Department of

Political Science, Faculty of International Economics and Politics at UNWE, in the academic
field of Political Science, Professional Field 3.3 Political Sciences, as per Rector’s Order No.
1132/20.05.2020. The training began in a full-time format on 28.04.2020 and was later
converted to part-time study by Order No. 1254/26.04.2024 from the Vice-Rector for
Research and Development. The candidate was granted the right to defend the dissertation by
Rector’s Order No. 3384/19.11.2024.

2. General Overview of the Submitted Dissertation
Structure — introduction, three chapters, conclusion, tables and bibliography. The

structure is logical, clear and consistent. It follows the logic of the selected research
deductive methods - from the general to the particular, from the general principles of
conservatism to the principles of the EPP and to the principles of the Bulgarian conservative
parties.

Volume — 268 pages. The selected volume is sufficient to achieve the goals and
objectives of the dissertation research.

A brief assessment of:



Relevance of the topic - The topic is more than relevant, given the blurred nature of
the Bulgarian political spectrum and lack of clarity both among the voters and among the
elites of the differences between the most influential political ideologies and philosophies.

Purpose - The main purpose of the dissertation is to analyze the principles and values
of conservatism as a political philosophy and to identify which principles and values are
shared in the political and programmatic documents of the Bulgarian political parties that are
members of the European People's Party. The goal is formulated clearly and unambiguously,
which allows the doctoral student to strive for its full achievement, with the specified
limitations that inevitably accompany any text of a similar genre.

Tasks:

1. Derivation and analysis of the principles and values of conservative political

philosophy.

2. ldentification of the Bulgarian center-right parties, active members of the EPP,

through an analysis of the main political and program documents.

3. Comparative analysis between the principles and values of Bulgarian and classical

conservatism.

4. Collection and secondary analysis of data from sociological studies related to the

consideration of the value attitudes of the Bulgarian society.

5. Conducting and analysing in-depth interviews related to understanding and

clarifying the topic of the dissertation work.

| evaluate the tasks as correctly formulated and aimed at achieving the goals of the
dissertation work.

Object - The object of research in the dissertation work is the principles and values of
conservatism, presented in the ideas of the main thinkers, theorists and philosophers. In fact,
this is the only possible and in many ways the only possible formulation.

Subject - The subject of the dissertation is the reflection and presence of the main
principles and values of conservatism in the political and programmatic documents of the
Bulgarian parties, active members of the European People's Party. The subject is formulated
clearly and in direct relation to the object of research.

Main thesis - The principles and values of the conservative political philosophy have

a significant influence on the main political and programmatic documents of the Bulgarian



center-right parties. The main hypothesis assumes that conservative principles and values are
also shared by the European EPP family. The hypothesis is formulated scientifically
correctly, it is provable with the selected research methods and can be presented in detail in
the selected volume of work.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The main scientific and/or scientific-applied results achieved - without any doubt
they are significant and perhaps unique in Bulgarian political thought. The values of the
Bulgarian conservatives have been thoroughly analyzed both in time and in space, in both
political and cultural contexts.

The methodology used - Deductive method, analytical research, content analysis and
in-depth interviews are indicated as the main research methods. | do not object to such an
approach, but | would make the remark that the last two are more information-gathering
methods than research methods.

The fulfillment of the set goals and tasks is a fact, as can be seen from the final part
of the work.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

Brief evaluation of the contributions indicated by the dissertation student - the
contributions are indicated correctly and self-critically by the doctoral student. However, |
deeply doubt whether her formulated contribution #1 - "Derivation and Analysis of the
Principles and Values of Conservative Political Philosophy..." it should be considered as her
contribution, inasmuch as such a systematization was done a long time ago in the person of
leading specialists in the field of political philosophy, political ideology and the history of
political ideas. On the occasion of the second scientific-theoretical contribution, | express the
same considerations. Contribution #3 and the scientifically applied contributions are
indisputable and deserve high praise and recognition.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

Dissertation publications are more than enough. They are related to the topic of the
study and deserve the highest rating.

6. Evaluation of the autoref



My assessment of the auto-reference is perhaps the most critical of all. It is supposed
to give the reader a brief overview of what the PhD student has done. However, this abstract
is about a third of the dissertation, and although it is detailed and done according to the rules,
it is unlikely to contribute to the popularity of the author and the readability of his work.
Long and burdened with unnecessary aspects, for example the tables at the end, it is too
heavy to read.

7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions

As with any dissertation work, and with this one, certain critical remarks can be
made. The first of these refers to the following. It is well known that Eastern European
conservatism is distinguishable in significant ways from classical conservatism and
neoconservatism. Unfortunately, | did not see an explanation of this phenomenon anywhere.
And my second remark is related to the lack of a clearly formulated criterion for classifying
Bulgarian political parties as conservative or neoconservative.

8. Conclusion

The remarks made do not in the least detract from the value of the dissertation, which
| find talented and conscientiously written. | wish the author more courage in the future in
formulating the assumptions and theses, and | state my clear position that | strongly
recommend that the candidate be awarded the PhD in Political Science.
