The dissertation candidate studied under the doctoral program at the
Department of National and Regional Security, Faculty of Infrastructure
Economics of the UNWE in the scientific specialty Economics and
Management (Defense and Security) in accordance with the Order of the Vice-
Rector for Research and Development of the UNWE No. 1605/11.07.2019. The
training was carried out in a free-form manner during the period 10.07.2019 -
10.07.2022.

The doctoral candidate holds a bachelor's and master's degree in the
fields of international relations, European studies and political science, acquired
after studying at the Aldo Moro University, Bari, Italy. Professionally, he has
held various positions, including translator, senior expert at the National Center
for Information and Documentation, head of department at the State
Consolidation Company. He is proficient in English and Italian at a professional
level.



To date, the doctoral candidate has not held academic positions in higher
education institutions and scientific organizations.

With regard to the individual training plan, the doctoral student has
fulfilled all requirements, passed the prescribed exams and has the required
number of credits for admission to the defense.

2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation work

The dissertation work submitted for review is developed in a content that
includes an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, appendices, scientific
contributions, scientific publications on the topic and a bibliography. The
chosen structure of the content has enabled the doctoral student to structure his
research in an appropriate manner. The reviewer positively assesses the
structuring of the dissertation work.

The relevance of the topic of the dissertation work is indisputable and
successfully defended by the doctoral student with the help of the arguments
provided.

In the introductory part of the dissertation work, the doctoral student has
correctly included information about the object and subject of the research, the
goal and research tasks, as well as the research thesis. The reviewer accepts as
sufficient the components of the introductory part, which enable the structuring
of the further research.

The bibliography for the dissertation includes sufficient literary sources
related to the topic of the study, which gives the reviewer reason to assume that
the doctoral student has the necessary level of awareness of the topic. Overall,
assessed by its general characteristics, the dissertation generally meets the
requirements and can be subject to discussion with the aim of making a decision
to award the educational and scientific degree of "doctor".

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The results in the dissertation were obtained within the framework of the
relevant research, conducted on the basis of a methodology that the doctoral
student has correctly chosen and structured in order to achieve the set goal.
Although quite limited in terms of research approaches and methods, the
reviewer accepts the used approaches and research methods as sufficient for the
specific needs.



The reviewer divides the results of the research conducted by the doctoral
student and described in the dissertation into three main areas.

First of all, in a purely theoretical sense, the doctoral student has
presented his point of view on the essence and significance of information as a
source of value in the global economy. Considering information as an asset, the
doctoral student brings to the fore the need for its protection. The dissertation
correctly emphasizes the changes in the ways of handling information, from
which the specifics of its protection follow. In this regard, the doctoral student
comes to the conclusion that cybersecurity is becoming an element of the
overall security system in the digital space. Considering the object and subject
of the study, the doctoral student limits the study to information security in
higher education, presenting this aspect of security as an element of national
security. The connection between the human factor, information security and
the education system is correctly deduced.

Secondly, from a methodological point of view, as a result, the doctoral
student builds a research framework and makes a choice of research tools in the
interest of the study. The specific results in this area can be systematized as
follows:

- with the help of comparative analysis, the features of the types of
information security are deduced;

- with the help of appropriate means, the security tools of different
categories of information and communication technologies are illustrated and
explained,;

- technical communication channels are presented, for which possible
problems with the security of shared information are specified;

- through a model of a hacker attack aimed at breaking through and
stealing personal information, the need for implementing a comprehensive
approach combining different security strategies is deduced,

- the survey is skillfully used as a method for collecting empirical data;

- modeling as a research tool is also correctly used by the doctoral
student.

Thirdly, in a practical and applied aspect, based on the conducted study,
the doctoral student formulates conclusions and recommendations for
increasing the effectiveness of information security in higher education:

- the functional role and professional experience are factors to which the
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function of information security in higher education is sensitive;

- the place and role of the human factor are critical for information
security at the expense of intentional and unintentional actions by users;

- a key vulnerability of the human factor is related to the degree of
awareness and training on information security issues.

As a main result of the study, the model for improving information
security in higher education can be determined, which in general terms
addresses the so-called "golden triangle" of cybersecurity with elements of
people, processes and technologies. The doctoral student formulates the benefits
of using the model, which are diverse and objective.

The research conducted within the framework of the dissertation has
enabled the doctoral student to achieve results, on the basis of which the
reviewer considers the formulated research tasks to have been fulfilled, and as a
consequence the set goal to have been achieved.

Overall, the reviewer considers the results of the research to be sufficient
for the award of the educational and qualification degree "doctor".

4. Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

By developing the dissertation, the doctoral student claims to achieve
scientific and applied scientific contributions. The reviewer's opinion is that the
results of the study complement and expand the existing knowledge on the issue
and as such defines them as scientific and applied contributions and
contributions of a purely applied nature.

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation

The doctoral student presents six publications, in Bulgarian and English,
in the field of the research topic. The publications are mainly presented at
scientific forums, which has achieved the necessary degree of dissemination of
the research results. The reviewer considers the number of publications
presented to be sufficient for the award of the educational and scientific degree
of "doctor".

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract for the dissertation is developed in compliance with the
relevant requirements. Its content includes a description of the general
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characteristics and main points of the research, detailed in the dissertation, as
well as the scientific contributions and publications to the dissertation.

The reviewer accepts the submitted abstract as meeting the requirements
and presenting the dissertation work in a sufficiently good summarized form.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

As critical notes on the dissertation submitted for review, the reviewer
draws attention to the following:

- the dissertation ignores one of the logical laws applied in analytical
activity, namely the law of identity. This has led to a mixture of terms that are
accepted as synonyms in the work, but which have their own different
meanings, and this in some cases makes it difficult to understand the meaning
of the formulation of these and the conclusions and inferences made.

- in a significant part of the work, a narrative style is used, which to a
certain extent takes the dissertation out of the analytical style and brings it
closer to the abstract form.

As recommendations for the purpose of improving the future work of the
doctoral student, the reviewer formulates the following:

- in the text of the work there are components that are not reflected in the
content of the dissertation and it would be good to correct this omission;

- the research methodology, including the research approaches and
methods applied in developing the dissertation, is presented in the introductory
part in a very brief form and needs a more detailed description;

- the dissertation would benefit if it were addressed to specific users,
which should be indicated in the introductory part of the development;

- the categorization and formulation of the contributions from the
research in the dissertation need to be reconsidered and edited.

In order to clarify some elements of the dissertation, the reviewer has the
following questions:

- What type of scale was used for the needs of the survey conducted and
on this basis what options exist for processing the results obtained;

- How does the doctoral student assess the reliability of the data source
used for the needs of the study (data from people) and does he not think that it
IS necessary to assess the degree of coherence between them before
summarizing individual opinions.
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The reviewer's critical notes, questions, and recommendations aim to
focus the doctoral student's attention on the possibility of improving future
research and publication activities.

8. Conclusion

Summarizing the above, the reviewer gives a positive assessment of the
dissertation work submitted for review on the topic "Information Security in
Higher Education”, the abstract to it and the attached publications.

The reviewer believes that the dissertation work represents a fully
completed research product that meets the requirements of the Act on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the regulations for
the implementation of the law and the requirements of the regulatory documents
of the University of National and World Economy. On this basis, the reviewer
will vote for awarding the scientific and educational degree "Doctor" to Elena
Angelova in the professional field 3.8. Economics, doctoral program
"Economics and Management (Defense and Security)"
