In accordance with Order Ne 3123/28.10.2021 of the Rector of the UNWE,
the PhD candidate has studied scientific specialty “Economics of Management
(Transport)” privately during the 12.10.2021 - 12.10.2024 period, as part of the
doctoral program of the “Economics of Transport and Energy” department,
“Economics of Infrastructure ” faculty, UNWE. The training has been paid for.



In 1988 Evelin Videnov graduated from the “A.S. Popov” Technical
School where he studied “Communication Engineering”, thus completing his
secondary education.

In 2012 he earned his Bachelor’s Degree in “Business Administration” at
New Bulgarian University. In 2018 he earned his Master’s Degree in the same
specialty at the “Dimitar Tsenov”” Academy of Economics — Svishtov.

The PhD candidate is fluent in English and Russian, in accordance with
the presented autobiography.

His professional career has been realized in the “Finances”, “Trade” and
“Tourism” sectors. He has held various positions, primarily managerial ones,
such as “Sales Manager”, “Regional Manager” and “Executive Director”.
Currently, he holds the position of “Director of Human Resources” in the field
of tourism.

| have very good personal impressions in regards to the qualities that the
PhD candidate has demonstrated during his training in the doctoral program of
the “Economics of Transport and Energy” department. Said qualities pertain to
his communication with the scientific advisor and the other colleagues from the
department. In addition to completing his tasks on time, the PhD candidate is an
active participant in academic life.

10.General Characteristics of the Presented Dissertation Work

The dissertation work presented for review has a total volume of 203 pages
and consists of an introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. Additionally, it
includes a list of figures and a list of references.

The introduction has an appropriate length and includes a general
overview of the topic, as well as the mandatory necessities — author’s thesis,
relevance and significance of the topic, object and subject of research, primary
objectives, working hypotheses, limitations in the scope of the study, etc.

The first chapter is theoretical and staging in conception and execution. It
Is well-developed and the necessary theoretical overview has been made. The
nature of the fundamental concepts is clarified, and the advantages, objectives
and benefits of digitalization and the incorporation of the online approach are
described and elaborated on. The evaluation of the benefits in the short run and
the long run makes a good impression. The various types of online resources
Implemented in business management are presented and analyzed at the end of
the chapter.



The second chapter is analytical in conception and execution. The impact
that the pandemic has had on the “Transport” and “Energy” sectors has been
analyzed in depth with the help of up-to-date information. The analyses have
been substantiated with solid explanatory notes which help clarify the
development of the sectors themselves, as well as the influence of the pandimic
in its different aspects. The contents are concise and well-presented.

The development of the sectors by 2030 is prognosticated in the third
chapter with the help of various approaches. This chapter highlights the real
contribution element of the paper. The respective approaches (SWOT-analysis,
Foresight analysis, STEEPV analysis) have been implemented in depth as well
and provide a multi-layered study of the possibilities for developing the
transport and energy sectors on the basis of the various challenges and possible
scenatios in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic. Various groups of
measures for developing the sectors and reducing the consequences of the
negative effects of the pandemic are proposed and analyzed at the end of the
chapter.

All three chapters are structured very well, the text is well-formed, and the
contents, which are supported by respective analyses, evaluations and
infrerences, are clear and accessible.

The conclusion includes fundamental inferences from the conducted
research which are pertinent and serve as a natural end to it. It is quite
extensive, and as such, it could have been shortened to a certain extent.

| consider the topic of the dissertation work to be relevant and significant
in light of the recent bygone pandemic which presented new challenges for
business, but also made the implementation of new approaches in business
management possible. The “Transport” and “Energy” sectors are comparatively
sensitive and periodically face new crises and problems. On the other hand, the
development of digitalization has mandated significant changes in the
management models of the economy and business organizations.

Although the goal of the research has not been formulated clearly, it is
implied. The objectives have been outlined relatively well and are tied to the
work carried out by the author of the dissertation paper.

The object of research are the “Transport” and “Energy” sectors from the
perspecive of the economic benefits pertaining to the incorporation of the online
approach and digitalization. The subject of research is well-formulated, as are
the working hypotheses which have had to be reduced due to their sheer
number.

The other elements in the introduction are well-formed and appropriately
formulated.

The dissertation work includes a solid, very well-formed list of references.
| consider said references to be appropriate, and most of them have been
utilized effectively in the dissertation work and over the course of the study as
well. They are interpreted well and the author’s familiarity with them is evident.

11.Evaluation of the Obtained Scientific and Scientific-and-Applied
Results

| find that a number of scientific and scientific-and-applied results have
been obtained as a result of the research.

First and foremost, the scientific results pertain to clarifying the various
aspects of digitalization and the online approach, which are applicable in a
business environment, as well as the benefits of using them in the long run and
the short run. They are specifically shown from the perspective of the
peculiarities of business in the field of two sectors which are key to the
economy, namely transport and energy, in the conditions of pandemics and
crises.

An important result is the conducted retrospective analysis of the
development, state and key parameters of the “Transport” and “Energy” sectors.
The selected indicators are tied very closely to the effect of the coronavirus
pandemic on the development of the two sectors. Through them, the impact of
the pandemic on economy and society as a whole has been evaluated, as their
products satisfy the needs of all other sectors and human activities.

As a result of the conducted research, a prognosis for the development of
the “Transport” and “Energy” sectors in the period leading up to 2030 has been
made. To that end, appropriate methodology and analytical tools have been
utilized.

In that regard, an important result is the developed SWOT-analysis of the
use of the online approach which shows that, in addition to its unquestionable
advantages, it also has some weaknesses, and its implementation faces a
number of challenges.

The conducted Foresight and STEEPV analyses have helped clarify
Important causal connections and evaluate a number of factors which influence
the implementation of digitalization and determine the significance of the
results of this approach in business management.
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The substantiation of the significance of digitalization for optimizing
time resources and financial resources in economics and business can be
indicated as a general result as well.

12.Evaluation of the Scientific and Scientific-and-Applied
Contributions

Based on my in-depth knowledge of the dissertation paper and the PhD
candidate’s work throughout its different stages, as well as in regards to the
contributions formulated by him, | believe that said contributions can be
summarized and evaluated as follows:

A. Scientific Contributions

e A fundamental scientific contribution is the importance that the
research holds in terms of affirming digitalization as one of the most
significant contemporary approaches for business management not just
during the occurrence of crises and extraordinary events, but under
normal circumstances as well.

e The proposed definitions help clarify and expand the nature of the
“digitalization”, “online approach” and “digitization” terms.

B. Scientific-and-Applied Contributions

¢ Digitalization and the online approach have been specifically adapted
to the conditions of the transport and energy sectors, taking the
peculiarities in their functioning and management into account.

e An original model for incorporating digitalization in the management
of business organizations in the conditions of pandemics and other
similar crises has been proposed.

e The process of digital transformation in the future has been evaluated
from the perspective of the problems that the transport and energy
sectors face.

C. Practical-and-Applied Contributions

e Specific measures for improving the activity of business organizations
in the two sectors through better management of human resources, the
creation of a more comfortable working environment and the
development of people’s communication capabilities have been
proposed.
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13.Evaluation of the Publications Pertaining to the Dissertation

In accordance with the implemented documents, four publications which
represent scientific articles and reports have been made in regards to the
dissertation work.

| find that the publications have their scientific merits, covering a
sufficient portion of the contents of the dissertation work, in addition to helping
achieve the goal and completing the set research objectives.

14.Evaluation of the Synopsis

The synopsis developed for the dissertation work has a total volume of 46
standard pages in Bulgarian which subsequently have been translated to English
as well. It presents a summary of the contents of the individual chapters and the
primary elements of the paper’s introduction and conclusion. The contributions
have been formulated and the list of publications on the dissertation’s topic has
been presented.

| find that the synopsis is of optimum length, in addition to reflecting the
contents of the dissertation work correctly enough.

15.Critical Notes, Recommendations and Questions

My personal impressions of Evelin Videnov during his training at the
department are very good, which further reaffirms my positive opinion of his
dissertation work. In regards to its development, a vast amount of information
has Dbeen processed, with respective suggestions, opinions and
recommendations.

The work is well-structured, and its contents are clear and accessible.
Although there is some imbalance in regards to the volume of the three
chapters, it does not diminish its scientific value.

My most serious critical notes pertain to the introduction — its primary
elements could have been formulated in a more precise manner.

As an additional note, it can be pointed out that the “Transport” and
“Energy” sectors, which are the object of research, could have been connected
more closely in terms of the possibilities for digitalization.
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My main recommendation is that the PhD candidate continue to study
the problems of digitalization and the implementation of the online approach in
the transport and energy sectors, so he can build on the efforts he has put into
processing the information and writing the dissertation paper and put them into
practice.

In regards to clarifying the studied problems, | pose the following
guestions:

1. What are the critical post-pandemic problems that the “Transport™ and
“Energy” sectors in Bulgaria face, and can digitalization and the incorporation
of the online approach help mitigate them?

2. Does digitalization help mitigate some of the contemporary global
problems that the development of mankind faces?

3. What are the challenges that the incorporation of digitalization in the
individual types of transport and the energy sub-sectors faces? Are there any
substantial differences?

16.Conclusion

My final conclusion is that in addition to its sufficiently high scientific
and scientific-and-applied value, the dissertation paper has been developed in
accordance with the criteria and requirements pertaining to a work of this
nature. The PhD candidate has been quite diligent in his research, showing
analytical thought and critical approach in regards to clarifying the studied
problems. For these reasons, | express my opinion in favor of awarding the
educational and scientific degree of “Doctor” in scientific specialty “Economics
and Management (Transport)” to Evelin lliev Videnov.
