An evaluation has
been made of the study’s conformity with the minimal national requirements in
accordance with Article 2b, Paragraphs 2 and 3 of the Law for the Development
of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB).

2. Information about the PhD Candidate

PhD candidate Evelin Videnov has studied under the “Economics and
Management (Transport)” doctoral program of the “Economics of Transport
and Energy” department, UNWE. He has enrolled into a free doctorate in
accordance with Order Ne 3123/28.10.2021 of the Rector of the UNWE, with
the training taking place during the 12.10.2021 — 12.10.2024 period.

2. General Characteristics of the Presented Dissertation Work



The topic of the dissertation work pertains to the development of
transport and energy under the current conditions in the Republic of Bulgaria.
In that regard, PhD candidate Evelin Videnov proposes certain constructive
solutions. The total volume of the dissertation is 229 pages, with the contents
consisting of an introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. The main portion
of the paper has a total volume of 190 pages. The references have been
compiled into a list — in addition to 224 literary sources, 10 tables and 50
figures are included as well. The dissertation work is structured well, adhering
to the required logical connection between the individual parts of the
presentation.

The goal, objectives, object and subject of research are formulated in the
introduction. Several working hypotheses, which are directly linked to the
research thesis proven by the author, have been defined.

The first chapter has a theoretical nature. It examines the essence of the
process of incorporating digitalization in the field of transport and energy. In
that regard, the advantages of this process, as well as the main goals of
introducing the online approach in the conditions of the COVID-19 pandemic
have been determined consecutively. The impact of the use of contemporary
digital tools in transport and energy has been touched upoon. The short-term
benefits, as well as the long-term advantages of introducing work in an online
environment, as well as the overall digitalization of business processes in the
studied economic sectors have been defined.

The second chapter, which has an analytical nature, presents a detailed
analysis of the functioning of transport and energy during the COVID-19
pandemic. In that regard, the author makes a retrospective analysis of the state,
development and main parameters of the two sectors. A specific evaluation of
the impact that the pandemic has had on their activity has been made as well.

A prognosis for the development of transport and energy in the 2020-
2030 period has been developed in the third chapter. To that end, SWOT
analysis of the use of online environments for work, Foresight analysis of the
benefits of this activity, as well as STEEP analysis in the studied field have
been carried out. Specific measures and approaches for mitigating economic
slumps in transport and energy have been proposed.

The research in the dissertation work has been summarized in the
conclusion, and specific inferences and recommendations have been made.

Evaluation of the Relevance of the Topic
The topic of the dissertation work is particularly relevant, considering the
fact that the functioning of two of the primary economic sectors of the national



economy was severely impeded in the conditions of the worldwide COVID-19
pandemic. In that regard, PhD candidate Evelin Videnov proposes specific
measures for the development of transport and energy.

They are directly linked to achieving sustainable development of the
national economy.
