8. Information for the doctoral student

The author of the dissertation is a freelance doctoral student in the
Department of Transport and Energy Economics at the University of National
and World Economy (UNWE). The doctoral student holds a bachelor's and
master's degree in business administration. The doctoral student's professional
qualifications are quite broad, working consistently in the fields of finance,
tourism and trade. He is fluent in English and Russian. His scientific interests are
in the fields of energy and transport, which are the subject of research in the

dissertation.

9. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation consists of 229 pages, which include an introduction, three
chapters and a conclusion, a list of references, 10 tables and 50 figures. The topic
of the dissertation is relevant and important because it clarifies the impact of the
pandemic crisis related to COVID 19 on the entire spectrum of public life and
paves the way for profound changes and the implementation of new technologies
that contribute to the growth of the digitalization of the economy.

The author's goal is to analyze the effects of digitalization in the Transport
and Energy industries, to overcome the declines in the work process and outline
their future development. The object of the study is the economic benefits of
deploying work online, and the subject of the study is overcoming the negative

impacts through new approaches in transport and energy.



The first chapter of the dissertation clarifies the essence of digitalization
and its impact on transport and energy, as the isolation of workers in a virtual
environment has a positive effect on the development of communications and
labor productivity. The main stages of digitalization are presented, and in the
process of working with online platforms, useful models for the organization of
the work process and for the implementation of technological innovations are
discovered for the company.

The second chapter explains in depth the development of the Transport and
Energy sectors before, during and after the pandemic crisis. The effects of the
pandemic on the subsectors of these sectors and their development thanks to the
introduction of digital technologies are analyzed.

The third chapter is dedicated to the effectiveness of the implementation
of digital technologies on transport and energy through the Foresight analysis,
which provides in-depth information that allows for in-depth economic analysis
and scenarios of future development of the sectors.

The conclusion presents the main results and provides answers to the tasks

set in the dissertation.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

e The dissertation highlights important results regarding the multifaceted
connections between the emergence of the pandemic crisis and the
expansion of the online approach in work processes at the company level
and at the national level.

e A scientific and applied scientific contribution to the economic literature
is the clarification of the current state and future projects in the "Energy"
and "Transport™ industries, based on new methods of connections between
the provision of this type of service, suppliers and consumers. A
comparative analysis of the resource capabilities between EU member
states and Bulgaria has been made, which contributes to the enrichment of
the scientific and applied significance of the dissertation.



e The state of the sub-sectors of the Transport sector is explained in detail,
and on the basis of comparisons, Bulgaria's position in different modes of
transport is highlighted and the lack of investments in important modes of
transport for Bulgaria is emphasized.

e The state of the Energy sector during the pandemic crisis at the EU level
and its dependencies on energy carriers, as well as the difficulties in
overcoming the declines are explained in detail. What is interesting is the
delineation of the relationship between the development of energy and
digitalization.

¢ Indicators are derived, based on the applied methodology, for analyzing
the functioning of the Transport and Energy sectors before and after the
pandemic crisis, that allow the implementation of new models for
management and interaction between counterparties in the market.

4. Evaluation of publications in relation with the dissertation

The doctoral student has 4 publications: in the journal “Economic
Alternatives”, in the Yearbook of the UNWE, and in a book. They reflect the
doctoral student's achievements, mainly in the field of energy.

5. Assessment of the short presentation of the dissertation
The short version of the dissertation meets the requirements.

6. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

| have some comments to the doctoral student that do not detract from the
essence and scope of the work done.

In the first chapter, the clarification of digitalization needs a more specific
presentation of the new EU industrial policy, which is based on digitalization and
reform of European industry.

It is not clear which indicators refer to digitalization in companies and at
the national level.

The effects of the liberalization of electricity prices have had an entirely
positive effect in overcoming the decline during the pandemic crisis, and the

impact on consumers, especially in the EU and Bulgaria, could also be



highlighted.
There is a need for editing and ordering the interesting conclusions
presented by the author, since the dissertation analyzes several topics, each of

which is of particular specificity and importance.

7. Conclusion
According to the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff

in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 5, para. 3), | believe that Evelin lliev Videnov
has fulfilled all the necessary requirements in the performance of the dissertation
work.
