1. Information about the dissertation
The dissertation was enrolled and trained in a doctoral program at the
Department of "Economics of Transport and Energy of UNWE" in the scientific
specialty "Economics and Management (Transport)”, according to Order of the
Rector of UNWE No 3123/28.10.2021. The training was carried out as an
independent doctoral student on paid training in the period 2021-2024, with a
scientific supervisor Assoc. professor Vladimir Zinoviev, PhD.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation has a structure consisting of three chapters and six
additional parts, in the form of - introduction, table of contents, list of figures,
list of tables, conclusion and references. It consists of 229 pages, of which
introduction — 6 pages, main part — 190 pages, conclusion- 7 pages, list of used
literature - 224 titles, tables - 10, figures - 50.

Digitization, like many other activities, is an invariable part of alleviating
the negatives, of closing entire cities and countries to the movement of people
and goods, and creating unprecedented psychosis and subsequent isolation in
the society of every country. This undoubtedly also applies to the Republic of
Bulgaria, and in particular, the doctoral student researches the impact of
digitization in the "Transport” and "Energy" sectors, in the conditions of a
pandemic. In turn, the significance of the study is also determined by the fact

that there are already studies on the problem, but there is a lack of
comprehensive research on the impact of the digital environment on the
"Transport™ and "Energy" sectors, in the conditions of uncertainty caused by a
global pandemic. The work is a successful attempt to examine the issues in
detail, related to the introduction of digitization in the "Transport™" and "Energy"
sectors, which has been one of the most important tasks in recent years. It is
Important to note that the problems under consideration have not only
theoretical but also practical significance. What has been said makes the
relevance of the research indisputable and will contribute to the learning
process and future research projects dedicated to this topic in the country. In the
introduction, the goal and tasks that the doctoral student has set for himself with
the dissertation research are very precisely defined. This also applies to the
formulation of the object and subject of the work, the definition of the main
thesis and the used scientific literature from 224 sources - 35 in cyrillic, 182 in
latin and 7 internet sites.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The analysis of the dissertation work shows that the author has
observations in the problem area, expertise and theoretical training that allowed
him to fully and thoroughly develop the presented topic. Argued and using a
combination of scientific methods to prove its claims, the author manages to
defend the conclusions drawn and the proposed possible solutions to the
problem wunder consideration. In general, | consider that the analyses,
assessments, summaries and conclusions made in the dissertation are justified,
expedient, significant and particularly relevant and fully meet the set goals and
objectives.
