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2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation
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The relevance of the topic chosen by Maya Boycheva is beyond doubt. Because the
problem of our national identity and identification, of the common and the specific, with
which the Bulgarian passed the twentieth and began the twenty-first century, in recent years
has become more and more topical and has caused a serious public debate. The question
"Who am | and where is my place?" is invariably facing man, becoming the key to self-
knowledge. Close to it is the other big problem: whether only individuals lived in our lands,
or a mature community of people with their own face, traditions, customs, identity. In other
words, we can speak of characteristic features of human collectives - for example, in the case
of the Greeks, the Turks, the Serbs or the Bulgarians. If so, which are they? What are the
different conditions for their life and historical realization. A look at these difficult questions

is provided by the doctoral dissertation.

This study examines the functionality of the travelogue in close relation to the
complex nature of media as a social factor. The view is advocated that the analysis of the
travelogue as a media product, transferring but also generating meanings, should be located
in the field of the cultural studies approach to media studies. This implies an interpretation of
the meanings of the media product in close relation to the social context of its emergence. As
the doctoral student points out, the various journeys (the main structural element of each
travelogue) enable him to penetrate into the mysteries of the history, lifestyle, nature,
geography of the individual countries, to see them through the prism of the Bulgarian reality
and to draw appropriate conclusions. Moreover, the journey becomes a central axis around
which facts, observations, episodes are united. The constant change in the setting and the
recorded movement in time and space maximally expands the boundaries of the reality
depicted, making it practically unlimited in scope, open to countless facts, ideas, moral

lessons, even practical advice.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained

In her work Maya Boycheva has analysed the way in which English-language travel
writers construct the image of Bulgaria in different historical and political contexts; she is
looking for continuity or dissonance in the construction of this image. Maya Boycheva has

chosen travelogues with a variety of subjects and themes, offering different perspectives on
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our country. And also a direct personal expression of thoughts, emotions, moods in the
construction of the compositional structure. In this respect, the genre form of the travelogue
as a whole is also a boon, which makes it possible to undisguisedly assert positions, expose
views, even settle personal scores with opponents. Therefore, the dissertation illuminates the
complex nature of contacts between Bulgaria and the English-speaking world in the twentieth
century, examining the travelogue as a textual source for the various realisations of these
contacts.

The focus of Maya Boycheva's dissertation is the image of Bulgaria described in
English and American travelogues in the era of modernity and modernity. At the beginning
of this period (1900-1919) Bulgaria was a young, newly liberated nation in a hurry to shake
off the legacy of the Ottoman Empire. Authors (e.g. Reginald Wyon, Frederick Moore, Harry
de Wind ) ascribed different, mutually exclusive identities to Bulgaria. On the one hand it is
marginal, on the other hand it is a central social actor. This vision is not accidental. It is the
result of certain peculiarities of our political life. One of them has to do with the country's
catch-up modernization. After the liberation in our country, the state became the main
instrument for building capitalism and the proximity to the state sofa provided corresponding
economic opportunities.

Another image of Bulgaria is given by the British and American travelogues of the
1920s and 1930s. Here we can mention: Claire Sheridan, John Gunther, Maynard
Owen Williams. They experimented with impressionistic and analytical image building
of the country. A discourse in tune with the great themes that preoccupy Western society -
anxiety about the development of global modernity and the memory of war. Bulgaria is
present in the American media space mainly with conceptualisations around 'poverty' and
‘war', and in the British media space with conceptualisations around 'war’, ‘poverty’, but also
‘culture’.  The focus on poverty and weak power in Bulgaria is meant to alarm about the
danger of a new war, the source of which will be the Balkans again. Both signifiers are
linked to anxiety about the development of global modernity and the memory of war. In the
Bulgarian reality, the British or American subject seeks a revival of its shaken faith in the
values of civilization or signs of a new possible cataclysm. Why?

This was due to a number of objective reasons related to the fact that Bulgaria and

Europe as a whole between the two world wars found themselves in a radically different
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world from the pre-war one. The following two dilemmas emerge. The first: representative
democracy, as in England and France, or far-right, totalitarian, fascist dictatorships, is
the future. On this continent-wide front, in the 1920s and 1930s, the breath of an imminent
new world war began to be felt again in Europe. In turn, the victory of the October
Revolution in Russia led to the creation of the first state with the ambition to build a real,
socialist society. In March 1919, the Third Communist International was founded in Moscow.
It began to draw around it the left currents of world social democracy. Renamed as
Communist Parties, they adopted the ideology of Bolshevism and began its propaganda in
their homelands. On this basis, the contours of a second gigantic political dilemma are
emerging in Europe: is it in democracy or in a socialist society that the future of the
European nations lies? A dilemma that also had a great impact on public sentiment in post-
war Bulgaria. So in parallel with Bolshevism, between the two world wars there were fascist,
Nazi and other authoritarian, dictatorial regimes in Europe. Humiliated and ruined after the
two national catastrophes of 1913 and 1918, Bulgaria could hardly remain outside the
breeding and imposition of authoritarian forms of government.
At the end of the period under review (1990-2017), Bulgaria is an EU member state in
a hurry to shake off the legacy of its former Eastern bloc membership. | dare say that this is
one of the most interesting parts of Maya Boycheva's dissertation is the analysis of those
travelogues that reveal the social world of the Bulgarian after 1989: First of all, how
Bulgaria will find its place in the system of modern European and world capitalism. And it is
related to high labour productivity, competitiveness, skilful management, creating conditions
for the development of small and medium-sized businesses that guarantee social stability.
Deutero, Bulgarians are part of the largest ethnic group in Europe - the Slavs. They
occupy 3/5 of the territory of Europe and are about 2/5 of its population - nearly 300 million!
Despite their historical and cultural differences, the Slavs possess traits that make them
difficult to melt. One of them is a persistent individualism, a persistent ego that runs parallel
to a sense of community. Some Slavic countries (Russia, Bulgaria, Poland) have a forced
development that makes them pillars of European civilization.
Third, essential for the image of Bulgaria in the travelogues under consideration is
the answer to the question: what of our national character should we leave in the past? There

are several starting points here: individual survival; extreme individualism. In our country, as
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a rule, there is no idea of a common good and no collectivist feeling. The Bulgarian, if he
benefits from something, does it; if not, he lets things run their usual course; Eradication of
our Balkan cunning, which not infrequently passes into duplicity. Abandoning once and for
all the practice of what we say being at variance with what we do. Cunning is not a sign of
serious nations and contradicts the law of conservation of matter; gullibility will also not help
us in today's highly practical and highly selfish world! Europe's interests come before her
virtues. So it is Bulgarian national interests, not our virtuous naivety, that should be at the
heart of our attitude to EU member states; The Bulgarianisation of laws, their "pulling up™ to
serve certain corporate interests; Overcoming our proverbial patience, uncharacteristic of
most European nations. This would give us much more self-confidence, dignity, liberty.

It is no coincidence that in the British press in the period 2007-2014. Bulgaria is most
often mentioned in the context of the topic "migration”, as a country bringing uncertainty to
the Western world. The image of Bulgaria is metaphorically conceptualised as threat and
natural disaster. The country is presented as a dangerous scourge threatening the UK's social
security system. Another conceptualisation presents the country as uncomfortable home,
whose inhabitants are trying to leave it. Bulgaria is also presented as the poorest member in

the European family, and the authorities as powerless captives of organised crime.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

The travelogues that Maya Boycheva examines are a kind of manifestation of
different authorial styles. Most of them follow a pictorial line that explores the Bulgarian
spirituality, examines our political and cultural condition through the prism of comparison
with the characterology and worldview of other nations. Undoubtedly, their favourite theme
is the relationship between "us and the world"”, enabling the Bulgarian to know himself
among others. In this sense, Maya Boycheva analyses these travelogues not only and not so
much as a direct consequence of a specific journey and observation of certain sites, but rather
as an expression of a civic position, as a reaction to political events, as an attitude towards
social unrest and a sign of psychological states.

The authors manage to cross the boundaries not only physically but also spiritually, to

distance themselves from the described reality in order to look at it from the side, to compare
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it with the strength and weakness of the foreign, with its achievements and criteria for
democracy, culture, humanity. Maya Boycheva has shown how in their attitude to Bulgaria
the authors are guided by curiosity, interest inquisitiveness, but sometimes also by their
arrogance of the achievements of the English-speaking world. Thus the travelogues include
our country in the system of modern civilization without falling into sentimental wooing and
pompous rhetoric. Hence the specificity of the author-reader relationship. The author makes
the reader his companion, entrusts him with his secrets, includes him in the journey and does
not leave him out throughout the narrative. Maya Boycheva has singled out the journalistic
social line in the development of this discourse, which moves away from the contemplative-
descriptive beginning and has never been detached from social problems. These travelogues
have a lasting literary and media life not so much because they reflect unknown lands,
customs, traditions, but above all because they recreate another world: that of Bulgaria with
its anxieties, spiritual atmosphere and ideological tendencies.

Maya Boycheva's perspective of analyzing travelogues as "literature of fact”,
corresponding to the worldview of the contemporary reader, is a useful one. Distrustful of the
feigned passions and fictional events of recent decades, he turned his back on pure artistic
convention and turned his attention to non-fiction: travelogues, biographies, memoirs, essays.
Constantly republished, they are a reflection and a plastic narrative on the character of our
people, on the challenges of different historical and political narratives in the twentieth
century, a new look at our national identification. The works shatter false theses and notions
imposed for decades, evoke uninvited comparisons, and ultimately challenge our self-
confidence. Appropriately, the doctoral student points out that in most of the travelogues the
authors make their intimate experiences available to the readers, sometimes literally
"invading" the text with their selves, cluing us into the world of their personal excitements
and anxieties, making us witness their life and creative reckonings.

To some extent, the travelogues that are the subject of Maya Boycheva's attention
show the syncopations in our national destiny. Unlike the nineteenth century, from which we
emerged hopeful and optimistic, energetic and thirsty for freedom, the 1920s and 1930s were
not a particularly successful time for Bulgaria. At the end of the century, the negative change

of the Bulgarian civilizational genotype was already present: both that of the elite and that of
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the masses. More precisely, we observe: the progressive depletion of national energy;
permanent opposition at all levels: political, social, ethnic, economic.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The PhD candidate has submitted four publications that fully fit into the problem field
of the dissertation. The literature used is accurately and fully cited.
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6. Abstract evaluation

The abstract meets all academic requirements, synthesizes the main points of the
dissertation and presents it correctly.

7. Critical comments, recommendations and questions

I would recommend Maya Boycheva to publish the text in a separate monograph and
to write a second part dedicated to the image of Britain in Bulgarian travelogues.

8. Conclusion
