2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The dissertation presented by the doctoral student on "Students' social capital, social space,
and civic life in Sofia" is structured in four chapters, an introduction and conclusion, and
appendices in a volume of 153 standard pages.

The dissertation is a crossroads between ethnographic, socio-anthropological, and sociological
research for the study of youth, related to the creation, construction, and maintenance of social
capital.

At the beginning of the review, | will allow myself to share my satisfaction with the well-
applied ethnographic and at the same time, multidisciplinary approach to the topic of the
dissertation, given the specialization of the department in which the doctoral student is
enrolled.

Based on developments in ethnographic research, | could say that the proposed text is well
structured, with relevant purpose, methodology, hypotheses, and analysis.

Based on a longitudinal research basis, the dissertation reveals an additional value because the
longitudinal nature of the author's argumentation is built on long-term research and allows a
high degree of confidence in the results achieved.

The purpose, tasks, subject, object, and research methods are relevant.

The dissertation aims to investigate whether the reasons for low levels of participation of

young adults with higher education in Bulgarian civic life in Bulgaria after 1980, including



frustration with politicians and public institutions, doubts about the veracity of media reports
and low levels of trust in civic and political actors are still valid today.

The object of the dissertation is mainly current and graduate students in the last seven years in
Sofia and, to a lesser extent, graduates living outside Sofia, with the intention to trace their
participation in civil and political processes.

As described by the author, the observed group of young adults includes students and recent
graduates of both sexes, aged 19-36 years at the beginning of the observation period. The
members included are from the so-called Millennial generation, born between the 1980s and
the mid-1990s. Some informants were born on the edge between the end of the millennium
and the beginning of the so-called Z-generation (after 1995), while others graduated from the
university during the late communist period and witnessed the last years of the old communist
regime and the subsequent change.

Some of the respondents are at the upper end of the age range (i.e., they graduated from
university in the early and mid-30s) and are among the last generation to spend 1-3 years in
the communist youth movements Chavdarche and Pionerche, t. is. during the dying days of
the Communist government in the late 1980s, while others had heard only from family and
older friends about communist times and the period of “change"” (of the regime) in the early
1990s.

The subject of the dissertation is the interactions between persons from several social circles
to reveal their potential for influencing the structure of social capital and participation in the
civic and political life of young people: family, circle of friends, geographical area, family
stories, etc. This refers to the very structure of students' social capital - their bonding capital
(family and close friends) and their bridging capital (other friends, neighbors, and colleagues),
as it has been found that civic action takes place mainly within social groups (eg, pre-election
rallies, public protests, strikes, blockades, distribution of petitions, etc.).

The dissertation places particular emphasis in its subject area on the geographical space and
its influence. Explores how strongly, along with family and friends, is the influence of the
geographical space in which students and graduates reside and socialize. Explores the extent
to which it can affect the structure and maintenance of their social capital and the extent to
which this spatial environment can influence to provoke students' interest in civic and
political life in Sofia.

The "introduction” of social circles and the spatial geographical environment in the subject
area of research on the socialization of selected respondents in Sofia and Bulgaria to highlight

their possible influence on their participation in civic life is also a relevant research intention.



The dissertation uses several methods to achieve its goals.

First, longitudinal ethnographic observation of students from higher education institutions in
Sofia has been chosen as the main research method. The second method is a semi-structured
interview, and the third is "life stories” conducted in informal settings with representatives of
the generations after 1980. To determine the spatial settings of the socialization of students in
Sofia, mental mapping is used as a fourth method for tracking student movements, group
composition, gatherings, and visual identification of civic buildings and places.

The author conducted a follow-up of young urban residents with higher education in Sofia
within seven years. The targets have visited or have visited in the last 3-10 years one of the
two major universities in Sofia - the University of National and World Economy(UNWE) and
the old Sofia University(SU). Some students and recent graduates have spent a semester
abroad, mainly in Germany and the Netherlands, in the context of the EU's Erasmus program,
while others have moved from other Bulgarian universities in Sofia. Some researchers were
students during, part of, or throughout the observation period, while others graduated from
university after 2000, i.e., they had their socialization and education mainly in the post-
communist era. The observations also focused on students and graduates living in the wider
center of Sofia, including those living in some remote neighborhoods such as Knyazhevo.
Most of the students come from middle-income and higher-income families. Only two come
from working-class families or so-called "blue collars". 15 is the total number of informators.
The surveys were conducted both in real life and through social media. The social media
platforms that are monitored are Facebook and Instagram and are most often used by both
students of UNWE and students of SU.

The selected quality methods are not an end in themselves. They correspond to the issues of
the dissertation. Longitudinally conducted observation over seven years from 2012-to 2019
allows the dissertation to get a relatively complete picture of the changes in the interests,
attitudes, and social interactions of the subjects, to track changes in social contacts with a
view inside and outside the circle to their family, to provide a solid basis for argumentation
and verification. Due to the Covid-19 epidemic, the objectively necessary application of a
netnographic method for researching people on social networks enriches the research
methodology of the dissertation. The field survey was carried out within 84 months of
observation in Sofia, Lovech, Pravets, and Veliko Tarnovo.

The dissertation is logically based on several hypotheses.

The first hypothesis is that the strength of social capital affects respondents’ engagement in

civic and political life, whether sporadic or long-term.



An additional hypothesis is that students' trust and socializing preferences are still influenced
by the family discourse on communism and regime change and increasingly by discussions
with friends in the real or virtual world.
Another hypothesis is that social capital among students has not developed beyond social
"silos™ of trust and interaction based on kinship, school, or work.
The chosen methodology and research period allow for in-depth scientific conclusions and
analyses, which would be even more definite if the number of cases studied was higher.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results
Linking the models of social interaction between the respondents with their civic attitudes and
behaviors is based on the trust/distrust dichotomy. The choice is particularly relevant as it
considers the demands of values and social capital, the influences of parenthood, circle of
friends, social environment, etc.
The first chapter represents the theoretical and methodological platform of the chosen topic
and is based on the theorizing of relevantly included interacting subject areas in the triangle:
social capital - family - social environment. The dissertation does not disregard Hicks' broader
concept of human capital. Still, it relies on the description of social capital by Bourdieu and
Putnam and Torsello and Pappova in a context-specific to Eastern Europe. He also has in
mind Durkheim's ideas about the value of living in groups as an antidote to anomie and
Allport's concept of individualization. Uses Bourdieu's concept of the classification of capital
- including social, economic, political and cultural capital, the distinction between social
capital and human capital. Special attention is paid to Coleman (1988), focusing on social
groups themselves, including their structured units - families or households; or institutional
environment - clubs and associations, whether civic, sports-oriented, political, etc. Special
analytical attention is paid to contemporary Bulgarian authors Rakadzhiyska, Kovacheva,
Hristova, Kabakchieva, Mitev, Kabaivanov, Kanev, and well as more early Bulgarian
researchers - Chavdar Kyuranov and Zahari Staykov and others.
To determine the nature, strength, and duration of social capital and the models of
socialization of the respondents, in the dissertation, the author relies conceptually on the three
groups of social capital of Woolcock from 1998, namely bonding, bridging and a third sub-
group, “linking capital”, which is not examined, as it refers to hierarchical settings, for
instance in the workplace.
As a continuation of the first chapter is the second chapter, where the main emphasis is placed
on revealing the need and specificity of the longitudinal ethnographic observation. The other

two chapters present the wealth of results and analysis of the study, divided into two parts.



The first one analyzes the social context of the research - Bulgaria as a state and a nation. In
the second part - the results obtained from the study itself.

Research and analysis of the bonding capital of students within the family and close friends
of the structure of social capital of Woolcock have been made. Research and analysis of
bridge capital - other friends, neighbors, and colleagues from the workplace.

Reasonably, the author proceeded from the fact that civic actions are built and manifested
within specific social groups (e.g., election rallies, public protests, strikes, blockades,
distribution of petitions, etc.). The state of the relations of the surveyed persons in real life and
in social media was also studied. His intention was to find out whether group leadership and
social media influence the creation of social capital in specific environments outside the
perimeter of relatives, friends, and family.

The analytical tools used by the Ph.D. student are several types of analysis: language analysis,
spatial analysis, visual awareness, attention, and social media analysis. They are used to
interpret the language used by the respondents, their behavior and attitudes; their attitude to
family and family origin, the scope, nature, and time of socialization; their visual attention
and empathy for public events, buildings, and spaces, their mobility - including their civic
actions in public space.

In addition to everything achieved in the dissertation, new questions are raised for future
research.

The author reveals that 30 years after the fall of the communist regime in Bulgaria, a “high
level of mistrust continues to hinder the lasting formation and maintenance of wider bridges
and relationships among students and graduates in Sofia who know little or nothing about
communist life. This continuing distrust of each other and of civic and political actors in
particular, in turn, hinders sustainable civic and political activism among Sofia students. "
Lucien Peters highlights contributions that exceed the results from previous research on
similar topics; he discovers and confirms from a new angle already existing concepts. It is
about finding and reaffirming that "family, socio-economic background, and family history
are" factors linked to levels of engagement in civic and political life. They still play a role in
shaping students' civic and political life interests. He found that the lack of sustainable
leadership among students and the lack of inspiration from NGOs and political leaders for
students and graduates played a role in limiting participation in civil proceedings and reducing
it to the sporadic involvement in protests without prolonged activity. He found that macro-
and micro-spatial factors affect the scope, stability, and survival of students' social capital

over time. Highlights the proximity and accessibility of places in urban space as an important



prerequisite for triggering students' interest in civic and political events, that maintaining
interest over time depends very much on any visible leadership among groups. He also points
out that for graduates, the place of residence, after they have already started work, has played
a vital role in maintaining contact with other graduates from the same university environment.
Lucien Peters found that the proximity of their place of residence to public institutions played
a positive role in maintaining their interest in political life.
In addition to the emphasized categories of social capital, such as bolding and bridge capital,
the Ph.D. students discover a new category, which he calls flexible capital within social
capital. It refers to the potential short-term recomposition for participation in different circles
among students, depending on the goals pursued and the corresponding return.
He also discovered that family stories about Bulgarian mythology contain some potential for
influencing the structure of social capital and participation in civic and political life. In his
analysis of the pandemic period, Lucien Peters finds that in times of crisis, student social
capital is reduced to personal contact with extended family and friends to a large extent and is
replaced by online or telephone communications.

Despite the fact that the dissertation foresaw and used ethnographic
methods, which is why | should be reserved as a sociologist (quality methods in sociology are
also applicable in social anthropology, ethnography, etc.) I feel obliged to share that | was
introduced to a high-quality dissertation work both as an approach and a realization.
