1. Information about the candidate

The candidate has studied in a doctoral program at the Department of
Economic Sociology of UNWE in the scientific specialty “Sociology”
according to the Order of the Vice-Rector for Vice-Rector for Research and
International Affairs at UNWE. The education has been done in free form.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation
The dissertation provided for review is a work deep enough and

dedicated to an important topic for contemporary society. The issue of
involving young people in various civic and even political initiatives is



considered important and every step in this direction has the potential to
contribute significant benefits.

The work has all the necessary formal characteristics of a serious
dissertation. The style is at a high level, the statements are clear and
understandable. The conducted researches are independent and rich in terms of
tools used. My colleagues, who are narrow specialists in sociology would be
more specific and precise in their assessment of the methodology, from the
point of view of a specialist in a related field it is at a good enough level.

The used literature is well selected and creates preconditions for the goals
of the dissertation to be fulfilled. The main thesis of the study is formulated
correctly, however, below (p. 10) are given two more hypotheses that slightly
blur the focus - and in this sense it is appropriate to structure them.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results

The dissertation has enough achievements and advantages, which
definitely provide a basis for a positive position. On the one hand, they are
related to the relevance of the topic and the derived systematizations, and on the
other - to the content itself, which shows clear authorial positions, deep
knowledge, logical arrangement of theses and extremely solid argumentation.

The achieved results are definitely interesting, enough details and aspects
of socialization are presented, even on a daily basis. Particularly impressive is
the attention to digital communications, which occupy a significant part of
students' daily lives. However, it would be great to make these issues even
clearer, especially in the area of social media and especially those that are
leading for this generation.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and applied contributions

The contributions to the dissertation are not presented in a separate part,
but in the conclusion are presented the main statements that can claim such. The
position on the consequences of the lack of sustainable leadership and the
classification of Passive Bridgers and Active Bridgers deserves special
attention.

5. Evaluation of the publications provided

The publications on the topic of the dissertation presented are not
numerous, but they are closely enough related to the main are of research. This



shows a good focus on the candidate's scientific research. No information is
provided on citations to his publications.

6. Evaluation of Author’s abstract

The author’s abstract is informative, precisely prepared and with this
regard it is at the required level.

7. Criticism, recommendations and questions

The dissertation has a clear enough practical focus and raises important
guestions. However, especially on such a topic, it is extremely important that
the conclusions are based on a more stable theoretical basis. In this sense, |
accept that the theoretical part of the dissertation (Chapter 1) is important to be
expanded and enriched — not only as a volume, but also as a depth and
coherence of concepts.

8. Conclusion

Taking into account the contributions of the dissertation, the relevance
and specificity of the studied problems, the possibility of their application in
practice and everything else, my overall assessment of the text is positive. In
this regard, | would like to strongly recommend that the scientific jury award
Lucien Peters the Doctor's degree in 3.1. Sociology, anthropology and cultural
sciences.
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
