6. General characteristics of the dissertation
Globalization as a process of the increasing economic, social, technical, political and cultural
interconnections and relations between individual countries, organizations and people, is the factor,
determining the accelerated development of cultural tourism. Its main purpose is to acquaint people
with foreign cultural traditions, customs, art, history, worldview, religions and value system is always
to some extent a test of the intellect and character of tourists who are more mobile and spend more

money than ordinary tourists.

6.1. Evaluation of the topicality and significance of the topic
The relevance of the chosen topic is determined by the growing popularity of cultural tourism.
It occupies a leading position in the scale of experiences of tourists. On the other hand, this type of
tourism is also distinguished by its importance. As an alternative to mass tourism, it differs from other
alternative forms of tourism in that it provides the highest economic and social effect. In reality,
elements of cultural tourism are present in all other types of tourism, regardless of whether it is mass
or alternative tourism. It is no coincidence that the other name of cultural tourism is cultural cognitive

tourism.

6.2. Evaluation of the structure and volume

The dissertation paper submitted for review consists of four chapters, an introduction and a
conclusion. In the introduction part the candidate has substantiated the relevance and significance of
the topic and has defined the object and subject of the research, the purpose and tasks, the research
thesis and work hypotheses, the methodology, the main limitations and problems, the sources of
information and the approbation. The four chapters of the dissertation consistently examine the
theoretical foundations of cultural tourism, the effect of the globalization of this type of tourism, its
sustainable development in the global environment and its future prosperity. In the conclusion, the
candidate summarized her views on the state of cultural tourism, the effect of globalization on it and
its sustainable development now and in the future.

This structure of the dissertation gives a real idea of the content and the relationship between
the separate rubrics of the paper work, taking into account the functional dependence of the text and
its semantic subordination. The structure makes it possible to be established whether the necessary

organic unity of the constituent parts of the paper and their mutual connection, conditionality,
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purposefulness and determination is ensured. It defines the connections and relations of the concepts
and judgments included in the dissertation, used to discuss one or another regularity and the
substantiation of one or another statement.

The dissertation is prepared in a volume of 395 pages of computer typed text. Of these, 300
are the pages of body text, 8 — pages of introduction, 5 — pages of conclusion, 16 pages contain the
used resources and 50 pages are appendices. The main text includes 7 tables, 55 figures and 11 graphs.
The appendices include 23 tables, 16 figures and 26 graphs.

The bibliographic apparatus of the scientific work includes 355 sources. Of these, 50 are in
Cyrillic (including 48 in Bulgarian and 2 in Russian) and 203 in Latin (200 in English, 1 in German, 1
in French, 1 in Spanish and 102 — Internet resources).

The candidate presents her work in a book body with a volume of 395 pages. This volume
gives her the opportunity to systematize and present knowledge in the field she studied and to build the
content of scientific research, applying appropriate means of knowledge. The used auxiliary device

illustrates and complements the text and most importantly, provides the necessary reliability.

6.3. Evaluation of the object and the subject of the research
The object of the study is cultural tourism, and the subject of the study is the new paradigm.
In this way, with the subject is established a wider range of questions and with the object is identified
their manifestation in a specific area. In other words, the object is defined as a more general structure

of questions, and with the subject these questions are focused in a specific area.

6.4. Evaluation of the main purpose and the research tasks

The main purpose of the dissertation is to analyze and evaluate the new paradigm of
cultural tourism in the context of globalization and on this basis to reveal opportunities for future
development of sustainable cultural tourism.

Defined in this way, the purpose adequately characterizes the specific subject definition of the
research process and its implementation. During its decomposition, the candidate has formulated the
following tasks:

1. Theoretical analysis and clarification of the vision for the global transformation in culture
and the concept for the new paradigm of cultural tourism;

2. Research of the role of digitalization and information and communication technologies

for sustainable development of cultural tourism;
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3. Study of the interaction between globalization and cultural identity;

4. Analysis and assessment of the sustainable development of cultural tourism in the world,
Europe and Bulgaria.

5. Analysis and evaluation of the role of the International Folklore Festival “Sea of
Rhythms”, Balchik for the promotion of regional cultural identity and achieving sustainable cultural
tourism based on the results of an empirical study.

6. Development of an author's model for popularization of the regional cultural identity and
achievement of sustainable cultural tourism.

7. Derivation of the main trends and challenges for the development of sustainable cultural
tourism.

8. Opening opportunities for the future development of sustainable cultural tourism in the
global space.

Defined in this way, the tasks should reflect the main aspects of the research, the
implementation of which allows achieving the set purpose, resp. confirming the set thesis by the

candidate.

6.5. Evaluation of the methodological tools

To achieve the purpose and perform the related tasks, the candidate has applied a systematic
approach, induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis, comparative analysis, statistical methods,
SWOT analysis, the method of observation and the method of expert evaluation.

A survey was conducted among the participants in the International Folklore Festival "Sea of
Rhythms™ on a representative sample of 210 respondents. The survey was administered by the face-
to-face method.

Together, used the methods meet the requirements of modern methodology and its
applicability for analysis and evaluation of the paradigm of cultural tourism.

6.6. Assessment of the candidate’s awareness
The candidate shows good awareness of the researched topic. Apart from the content of the
dissertation, this is also evident from the bibliographic apparatus, including 350 titles of the used
literature resources. She has studied information from international and national organizations. In
particular, these are the publications of Eurostat, European Travel Commission, National Statistical

Institute, Ministry of Tourism, industry associations and others.
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7. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific results

The dissertation paper includes researches on a wide range of issues of theoretical,
methodological and applied nature in connection with the paradigm of cultural tourism. In this regard
it is presented the current state of cultural tourism. The emphasis is on world heritage as an expression
of global culture. It has been proven the contribution of cultural tourism as a factor for sustainable
economic development. A special place is given to the role of digitalization and information and
communication technologies.

Studied are the effects of globalization on the sustainable development of cultural tourism.
Cultural diversity is reviewed as a key resource for the sustainable development of tourism. It is
analyzed the interaction between globalization and cultural identity. It is highlighted the connection
between cultural identity and cultural tourism. The emphasis is on the main features of the identity-
based economy. Discussed are the manifestations of globalization in cultural practices.

The candidate has performed an analysis and assessment of the sustainable development of
cultural tourism in the global environment. The state of the old and new wonders of the world has been
studied. The top destinations are considered, according to the number of world heritage UNESCO sites.
A special place is given to the forecasts for the development of international tourism in the world by
2030. The development of sustainable cultural tourism in the top 3 destinations in Europe is assessed,
according to the number of world heritage sites on the UNESCO list. The emphasis is on the
contribution of the tourism sector to the Bulgarian economy. Emphasized are the strengths and
weaknesses, opportunities and threats to sustainable cultural tourism in the country.

The dissertation reveals the possibilities for the future development of sustainable cultural
tourism in the global space. The current policies for development of sustainable cultural tourism are
considered. A special place is given to the trends and challenges for the development of sustainable
cultural tourism. The significance of the European Capitals of Culture project has been clarified. The
concept of transnational cultural routes has been introduced as a new approach to heritage and cultural
identity. The importance of various initiatives, projects and programs as a means for future sustainable
development of cultural tourism has been proven.

The results achieved by the candidate give me a ground to believe that the main purpose of
the dissertation is achieved. The research tasks are fulfilled. The research thesis is confirmed. The

formulated working hypotheses are proven.
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8. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

Among the whole avalanche of different and imaginative challenges we face today is the one
related to the paradigm of cultural tourism. The need for new analyzes and summaries becomes vital.
Vital, because the new paradigm is needed for the purposes of cultural tourism no less than the new
forms and approaches for practical action in the current conditions. These are the considerations of the
candidate, focusing on the study of this problem, the solution of which leads to results that represent a
contribution to science. This contribution is specified as follows:

Based on a theoretical analysis, the vision for global transformations in culture and the
concept of the new paradigm of cultural tourism are clarified. The role of digitalization and
information and communication technologies for sustainable development of cultural tourism has been
studied. It has been studied the interaction between globalization and cultural identity. It is clarified
the connection between cultural identity and sustainable cultural tourism in the context of local and
global development. A new approach to cultural identity as an identity-based economy is presented.
Based on the results of an empirical study, it was implemented an analysis and evaluation of the role
of the international folklore festival “Sea of Rhythms” — Balchik for the promotion of regional cultural
identity and achieving sustainable cultural tourism. A model has been developed to promote the
regional cultural identity and achieve sustainable cultural tourism. It has universal character and
can be applied in any region according to the specific conditions. The condition of the sites of the world
cultural heritage under the protection of UNESCO has been diagnosed and prescriptions have been
given, facilitating the access of tourists to these sites. The tendencies in the development of the cultural

tourism and the protection of the cultural resources are determined.

9. Evaluation of the dissertation publications
In the dissertation are presented 38 publications, including one monograph, one book, 16
scientific articles and 20 scientific reports. The monograph, which is not presented as a major
habilitation thesis, is published in English by Avangard Prima in 2017. The book is presented as a
dissertation for acquiring of the degree Doctor of Science. It was also published by Avangard Prima
in 2020. Scientific articles are 16, 11 of which are in English, 2 in French and the remaining 3 in
Bulgarian. The scientific papers are 20, of which 6 are in English, 1 in German, 1 in Spanish, 1 in

Russian and 11 in Bulgarian. These publications were printed in the period 2012-2020.
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The presented 38 publications cover the whole range of possible publications, starting from
the monographs and going through the articles to the scientific reports. Most of the publications are in
English, published in university and other prestigious publishers.

It can be assumed that these publications are sufficiently representative to publicize the

candidate's achievements to the academic community and business stakeholders.

10. Evaluation of the abstract of the dissertation

The abstract of the dissertation is prepared in a volume of 50 pages of printed text and it fits
in the provided for this purpose volume. It consists of six parts, referring to the general characteristics
of the dissertation, its structure and content, a synthesized presentation of the research, a reference to
the contributions, a list of publications and a declaration of academic loyalty.

The abstract of the dissertation is logically proved. Its composition is well thought. The
necessary architectonics in the arrangement of the text material is observed and sufficient attention is
paid to its spatial structuring. For greater clarity, the first and second parts of the abstract are structured

in paragraphs.

Conclusion

It is commendable that in a situation of new realities and social needs, in which each thesis
has an antithesis, the candidate has prepared a dissertation on “A new paradigm of cultural tourism
in the context of globalization”. Nevertheless, the dissertation presented for review is distinguished
by its conceptual connection, research trend and applied orientation. The information used by the
candidate is up-to-date, accurate and defensible. The ideas, concepts and point of view of the author
are well presented. Observed are the proportions in the ratio between the main, additional and
explanatory text. The thematic selection provides a systematic and comprehensive view of the
research. The content is distinguished by its clear purposes, well-formulated basic ideas, precise and
easily defined new terms, concepts, concepts and last but not least an accessible style of presentation.
All major issues concerning the paradigm of cultural tourism have found a place in the paperwork.
The candidate concretizes them with questionnaires, concepts, models and other methodological tools,
clarifying what to keep from the present and how to overcome the discrepancies between the old and
new concepts of cultural tourism.

My general assessment of the dissertation, based on the scientometric criteria and

indicators of the importance of the chosen topic, its structure and content gives me reason to assume
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that it contains the provisions of Art. 12 (3) of LDACRB? and Art. 37 (1) of the Regulations for its
application theoretical summaries and solutions to a significant scientifically applied problem,
which corresponds to modern achievements and represents a significant and original contribution to
science. These are also my considerations to propose to the esteemed members of the scientific jury to

award Prof. Dr. Tanya Petrova Parusheva with the scientific degree “Doctor of Science”.
