Professor Dr. Tanya Parusheva completed her higher education in 1982 as a
,master” in , Economist-Accountant” at VFSI , D.A.Tsenov”- Svishtov (now the
Academy of Economics). In 2001 she was awarded ESD ,,Doctor” by the Higher At-
testation Commission at the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria (diplo-
ma Ne 27214 / 14.05.2001) in a scientific specialty 05.02.18 ,,Economics and Man-
agement (by economic sectors)”, after a defense dissertation on the topic: ,,Tourist
motivation (theoretical and applied problems)”.

Prof. Parusheva's professional career began in 1990 as a part-time lecturer in
English at the Institute for Postgraduate Qualification at the University of National
and World Economy as well as at the University of Forestry - Sofia. From 1993 to the
present she works on a basic employment contract at the University of National and
World Economy as a lecturer in department ,,International Tourism” (later ,,Econom-
ics of Tourism”).

2. General haracteristics of the dissertation presented

e Volume, structure.

The dissertation of Prof. T. Parusheva has a total volume of 395 standard
pages. Its main text is 314 pages and includes an introduction (8 pages), an exposi-
tion (300 pages) in four parts (chapters) with a total of 12 paragraphs (with 3 sub-
paragraphs each) and a conclusion (5 pages). The list of used literature (16 pages)
includes 355 sources, of which 50 (14%) in Cyrillic, 203 (57%) in Latin and 102
(29%) from the Internet. They are appropriately selected and correctly cited (in-
cluding figures and tables) in a total of over 700 footnotes. The illustrative and ev-
identiary material is presented within the exhibition (7 tables, 55 figures and 11
graphs) and in appendices (23 tables and 16 figures, 26 graphs and 2 question-
naires), which part is 50 pages. For the convenience of the reader the tables, the
figures and graphics are presented in lists of titles and pages before the main text
of the dissertation. A detailed list of abbreviations used is also proposed.

We definitely think that the above characteristics of the peer-reviewed dis-
sertation define it as a serious scientific work, structurally well balanced, with a
pronounced compositional integrity, correct methodological and logical structure
and stable information base on which to build research theses and determine the
arguments for proving them.

e Rating for: relevance of the topic, the purpose, tasks, the object, the

subject, the main thesis of the dissertation.

The relevanseof the topic in Prof. Parusheva's research is determined by the
existence of an objective public need for a new paradigm for sustainable develop-
ment of tourism (with an accent on the culture of tourism), in the current condi-
tions of global political, economic and social crises. The expected effect of solving
the problems posed in the dissertation is measured by the preservation of universal
human values related to the cultural heritage and cultural identity of countries and
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regions in the modern globalized world.

The aim of the research in the dissertation is to determine and evaluate the new
paradigm of cultural tourism through analysis of the established realities, on the basis
of which to reveal the possibilities for its sustainable development in the future.

The formulated 8 specific research tasks correspond directly to this goal and
are a good basis for the author's approach to the construction of the conceptual ap-
paratus, the logical structure and study sequence. An important place in them is
occupied by the clarification of the vision for the global transformations in the cul-
ture and the concept for the new paradigm of the cultural tourism. Special atten-
tion is paid to the role of digitalization and ECT, the development of a model for
promoting regional cultural identity, identifying the main trends and opportunities
for future development of sustainable cultural tourism.

The object of research in the dissertation is cultural tourism, and its subject
- its new paradigm in the context of globalization. The main author's thesis is that
tourist destinations can adequately respond to the transformations caused by glob-
alization in the development of sustainable cultural tourism.

The presented findings give grounds for a positive assessment of the choice
of purpose, object, subject and the main research thesis in the peer-reviewed dis-
sertation. We define the results achieved in it as timely and useful for the sustaina-
ble development of Bulgarian tourism and increasing its competitiveness in the
tourism market.

o Assessment of themlevel of knowledge of the scientific literature and the

problems studied in the dissertation.

In developing her dissertation, Prof. Parusheva has used to the maximum extent
the achievements of modern tourismology. It has managed to achieve the specific for
this science combination of traditional and modern, as well as the application of the
interdisciplinary approach. This is evident both from the way the literary sources are
selected and from the references of a number of leading researchers in various scien-
tific fields - tourism, culture, politics, sustainable development, geography, marketing
and others. The fact that the main part of the used literature sources are directly related
to the object and the subject of the research is also indicative. In addition, it is worth
noting the fact that they are mostly from the last 5-10 years.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained

¢ Scientific and/or scientific-applied results in the dissertation work.

In accordance with the complex nature of the research in the dissertation of
Prof. Parusheva are made and argued by its author conclusions, which we assess as
significant scientific and scientific-applied results. Own and original definitions are
made for some of the used categories and concepts. There are critical analyzes and
evaluations of theoretical statements or legal provisions cited by the literature,
which we also define as useful scientific results.

In particular, in the reviewed dissertation, in our opinion, the following more
important results of scientific and scientific-applied results can be highlighted:
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[] the author's definitions of categories and concepts developed in accordance
with the objectives of the research, such as: ,,culture”, ,,sustainable cultural tourism”
and ,,digitalization in sustainable cultural tourism”, ,,a new paradigm for cultural
tourism” and clarifying the specifics of their content;

[ the universal model for popularization of the regional cultural identity and
achievement of sustainable development of the cultural tourism;

[] the scientific assessment of the effects of globalization on the development
of sustainable cultural tourism;

[ the conclusions and assessments from the analysis of the state and devel-
opment of cultural tourism in the global environment;

[1 the proposed policies and opportunities for sustainable development of cul-
tural tourism and assessment of its role as a means for future sustainable develop-
ment in the context of European integration;

[1 the results of the research conducted with participants and experts on the
occasion of holding a specific cultural event ,,Sea of Rhythms”.

e Evaluation of the methodology used and the limitations of the

conducted research.

The methods used in the development of the dissertation greatly contribute
to the realization of its goals and objectives. They are rationally and correctly ap-
plied in the research process. Along with them, we accept as relevant and in
unison with its object, subject and main thesis the restrictive conditions and prob-
lems indicated in the introduction to the dissertation.

o Assessment of the accomplishment of the set tasks and achievement of

the goal of the thesis.

The specified scientific results give us reason to conclude that the author
has achieved the goal and fulfilled the tasks set in the introduction to his disserta-
tion. As a result, we believe that his thesis is proven. Obviously, this is a large-
scale, in-depth and with significant achievements in enriching science and practice
in the chosen field of scientific work. His qualities prove that Prof. Parusheva not
only knows the current scientific literature on tourism, but also enriches and fur-
ther develops its important areas.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

e Evaluation of the contributions indicated by the dissertation (which of

the indicated contributions can be accepted).

In the on the reference for scientific contributions in the dissertation, as part
of his abstract (pp. 42-43), Prof. Parusheva presents them in the two main groups:
scientific and scientific-applied (4 in each of them, or a total of 8). | fully support
and accept them with the recommendation for a more synthesized and specific
formulation and presentation of some of them (eg under numbers 1, 3 and 5).

e Other contributions not specified by the dissertation, but established by

the reviewer (if any).
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We evaluate the presented scientific contributions as a natural result of the
long, in-depth and original research of Prof. Parusheva. They argue our conclusion
that her dissertation fully meets the requirements of Article 37 of the RIASDARB for
awarding the educational and scientific degree (ESD) ,,.Doctor of Science”, as: a) it
contains original in nature theoretical summaries and ideas for solving significant
problems related to the sustainable development of tourism in our country; b) it is the
result of a conscientious research of the author, which does not repeat elements of the
content of the dissertation for acquisition of ESD ,,doctor”.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

e General characteristics of the publications

The presented total of 38 publications are directly related to the topic of the
dissertation. This issue includes 2 monographs (1 not presented as a habilitation
work and 1 published in a book as a dissertation), 16 articles and 20 reports from
scientific conferences. Most of them (23 in total) are presented in foreign languages
(1 monograph, 11 articles and 6 reports in English; 2 articles in French and 3 reports
- in German, Spanish and Russian, respectively). All works have been published in
officially recognized and authoritative publishers in Bulgaria and abroad.

e Evaluation of the degree of dissemination of the obtained results in the

scientific literature.

We evaluate the publishing activity of Prof. Parusheva as extremely high.
She shows not only the sustainability of her research interests in the field of
cultural tourism, but also the development of ideas and the introduction of new
problems in her research. The results of the research have been tested and
present the scientific and scientific-applied significance of the development not
only among the academic community, but also among a wide range of
stakeholders in the tourism business. The author's professional expertise is
complemented by his long-term participation as a consultant in international
research projects in the field of research at the Sozopol Foundation - a
consultative partner of UNESCO. The author also participates in the work of the
National Council for Marketing and Advertising in Tourism at the Ministry of
Transport of the Republic of Bulgaria.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

e Assessment of the correctness and the degree of reflection of the

content of the dissertation in the abstract.

The abstract is developed in a volume of 50 p. in Bulgarian and a duplicate
version in English. It provides a general description of the dissertation, presents
its structure, synthesized content, reference to the contributions, list of
publications and declaration of academic loyalty. It correctly reflects the main
problems and results that the author has discussed and interpreted in his
research. Our general assessment of it is that it covers the requirements for this
part of the dissertation.
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7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

Appreciating the professional training and expertise of Prof. Tanya Parusheva, |
believe that her theoretical and empirical analyzes, summaries and proposed solutions
on the new paradigm of cultural tourism in the context of globalization are original
and extremely useful for the theory and activity of their practical implementation
within the framework of the national tourism policy. At the same time, | share my
conviction that every significant scientific work must have the potential for future
development and improvement. Therefore, | would recommend, in her future
scientific activity, Prof. Parusheva to continue her research on the possibilities for
adapting cultural tourism trips to the conditions of the coronavirus.

The researched issues provoke questions to Prof. Parusheva. We will allow
ourselves to put two of them for comment in the process of defending her
scientific work:

a) How (or in what aspects) did the KOVID-19 pandemic affect cultural
heritage sites ?
