2. Information about the Dissertant

Prof. Dr. Tanya Parusheva has presented her dissertation work for
discussion at the “Economics of Tourism” department, “Economics of
Infrastructure” faculty, UNWE, in accordance with Article 39 of the
RILDASRB. The dissertation work defense procedure has been revealed on the
basis of a resolution by the Department Council (DC) of the “Economics of
Tourism” department (Protocol Ne 65/12.12.2020), as well as a resolution of
the Faculty Council (FC) of the “Economics of Infrastructure” faculty
(Protocol Ne 12/12.01.2021).

In 1982, Tanya Parusheva graduates the “D.A. Tsenov” Higher Financial
and Economic Institute, obtaining a Master’s Degree qualification as
“Economist-Accountant”. In 1993, after winning a competition, she is
appointed as a regular assistant in “Marketing and Management in Tourism” at
the “International Tourism” department, UNWE — Sofia. The course of Tanya



Parusheva’s academic development at the UNWE is as follows: she is
appointed as Senior Assistant in 1995, and Chief Assistant in 1999; in 2001 she
acquires the ESD of “Doctor of Economics”; in 2006 she wins a competition for
acquisition of the academic rank of “Associate Professor”, and takes up the
academic position of “Professor” in 2011. During the 2004-2019 period Prof.
Parusheva has worked as Scientific Secretary of the “Economics of Tourism”
department, as well as Deputy Dean of Research and Development for the
“Economics of Infrastructure” faculty at the UNWE during the 2007-2015
period.

Professor Dr. Parusheva’s teaching activitie and research and
development activities are aimed towards the problems of globalization in
tourism, cultural tourism, management of spare time, social psychology and
tourist behavior, the hotel industry and the restaurant industry. She has a total of
123 scientific publications in the aforementioned fields. During the 1993-2020
period Prof. Dr. Parusheva has taken part in 28 research and development
projects — 16 international and 12 national. She has headed two of the
international projects and taken active participation as an expert-consultant and
lecturer in the rest. She has also taken part in a number of scientific forums in
Bulgaria and abroad.

It should be noted that Prof. Dr. Parusheva has conducted a significant
amount of specializations and training in Bulgaria and abroad, which is directly
related to her successful work with students, PhD candidates and post-graduate
students. She has been a scientific advisor to over 200 graduates, manager of
learning practices, Master’s Degree programmes and specializations for the
UNWE’s Economic and Social Committee (ESC), as well as 8 PhD candidates
with successful defenses.

Prof. Dr. Parusheva is a member of numerous scientific and professional
organizations, including the editorial board of the International Journal of
Balkan Ecology — a scientific journal indexed in world famous databases.

2. General Characteristics of the Presented Dissertation Work

The structure of the dissertation work consists of an introduction, four
chapters and a conclusion. The total volume is 395 pages, with 7 tables, 55
figures and 11 graphics illustrated in the main text. Additionally, there are 3
appendices which contain 23 tables, 16 figures and 26 graphics.

The list of the cited literary sources includes 355 titles. 50 of them are in
Cyrillic — 48 Bulgarian and 2 Russian; 203 are in Latin — 200 English, 1
German, 1 French and 1 Spanish. 102 online sources of information have also
been used for the research.



The topic of the dissertation work is particularly timely due to the
growing influence of the effects of globalization processes and cultural tourism
on the successful stable development of global tourist destinations in recent
years. The significance of the study is manifested in the preservation of the
cultural heritage and the cultural identity of countries in the global world.

The work has a good structure, maintaining the necessary logical
connection between individual chapters. The introduction outlines the goal,
objectives, subject and object of the study. The conceptual framework
presented by the author in the introduction substantiates the necessity for
studying the new paradigm of cultural tourism in the context of globalization. It
Is a solid foundation for complex empirical study on the development of stable
cultural tourism in the global environment.

The main goal of the study is to analyze and assess the new paradigm of
cultural tourism in the context of globalization, uncovering possibilities for the
future development of stable cultural tourism on this basis.

The thesis of the dissertation work, which should be proven by the
author, has been defined, namely:

e Globalization gives rise to new transformations in the development of
stable cultural tourism. Tourist destinations can meet challenges by
implementing new modern approaches for protecting and preserving cultural
resources for future generations.

In regards to that, four working hypotheses have been presented as well.
The research methods have been indicated and certain limitations of the study
have been set.

Chapter One examines the theoretical basics of cultural tourism in the
context of globalization. The author puts an emphasis on the modern
dimensions of cultural tourism and global heritage as an expression of global
culture. The impact of cultural tourism as a factor for stable economic
development has been determined.

Chapter Two looks at the effects of globalization on stable cultural
tourism and touches upon the role of cultural diversity as a key resource for the
stable development of tourism. Special attention is given to the interaction
between globalization and cultural identity.

Chapter Three analyzes and evaluates the stable development of
cultural tourism in the global environment. The trends in this field are analyzed
on a global scale and in the Top 3 destinations in Europe, according to the
number of cultural heritage sites protected by UNESCO. Special attention is
given to the stable development of cultural tourism in Bulgaria.

Chapter Four determines the guidelines for the future development of
stable cultural tourism in the global space by looking at the policies in that field.
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The conclusion summarizes the research in the dissertation work by
indicating specific inferences and recommendations.

There is a certain correlation between the topic, subject, object, goal and
hypotheses in the dissertation work. This is determined by the fact that the
subject and object, which are the sources of the formulated goal aimed at
proving the hypotheses, are set within the topic.

6. Assessment of the Obtained Scientific and Scientific-and-Applied
Results

The main scientific and scientific-and-applied results achieved in the
study can be summarized as follows:

e Author’s definitions have been formulated, which enriches the theory
in the field of cultural tourism in the context of globalization. Emphasis is
placed on global heritage as an expression of global culture. The contribution of
cultural tourism as a factor for stable economic development has been proven.
The role of digitalization and information and communication technology in the
field of the studied problems has been given a special position.

e The effects of globalization on stable cultural tourism have been
studied and the interaction between globalization and cultural identity has been
analyzed in detail. The connection between cultural identity and cultural
tourism has been underlined.

e The stable development of cultural tourism in the global environment
has been analyzed and assessed. Prognoses for the development of international
tourism in the world by 2030 have been given a special position. The
development of stable cultural tourism in the Top 3 destinations in Europe has
been assessed, according to the number of cultural heritage sites in the
UNESCO list. Emphasis is placed on the contribution of the tourist sector on
Bulgaria’s economy. The strengths, weaknesses, possibilities and threats to
stable cultural tourism in the country have been emphasized. A new author’s
model for popularizing regional cultural identity and achieving stable cultural
tourism has been developed on the basis of the conducted empirical study.

e Possibilities for the future development of stable cultural tourism in
the global space have been uncovered. Current policies in that field have been
examined. The trends and challenges that stable cultural tourism faces have
been given a special position. The significance of the “European Capitals of
Culture” project has been clarified. The concept of transnational cultural routes
has been developed as a new approach to heritage and cultural identity. The
importance of various initiatives, projects and programmes as a tool for the
future development of cultural tourism has been proven.
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Based on the obtained scientific and scientific-and-applied results, it can
be inferred that: the main goal of the dissertation work has been achieved; the
set research objectives have been completed; the research thesis has been
confirmed; the formulated working hypotheses have been proven.

7. Assessment of the Scientific and Scientific-and-Applied
Contributions

The dissertation work showcases numerous scientific and scientific-and-
applied contributions which can be summarized as follows:

A. Scientific Contributions

e The vision for global transformations in culture and the concept of the
new paradigm of cultural tourism have been clarified on the basis of a
theoretical analysis. Author’s definitions for the terms “culture” and “stable
cultural tourism” have been developed, which enriches the theoretical
knowledge in that field.

e The role of digitalization and information and communication
technology for the stable development of cultural tourism has been researched
thoroughly. The theory has been expanded through an author’s definition of the
term ““digitalization in stable cultural tourism” and its peculiarities.

e The interaction between globalization and cultural identity has been
studied. The connection between cultural identity and stable cultural tourism
has been clarified. A new approach to cultural identity as identity-based
economy has been presented.

B. Scientific-and-Applied Contributions

e A model for popularizing regional cultural identity and achieving
stable cultural tourism has been developed. It has a universal nature and it can
be applied in any region in relation to specific conditions.

e The stable development of cultural tourism in the global environment
has been assessed on the basis of a thorough analysis. The state of selected
global cultural heritage sites and elements protected by UNESCO has been
studied. The stable development of cultural tourism in Europe, Bulgaria and on
a global scale has been studied as well.

e In-depth analysis and evaluation of the role of the “Sea of Rhythms”
International Folklore Festival in the town of Balchik for popularizing regional
cultural identity and achieving stable cultural tourism have been carried out on
the basis of results obtained from an empirical study.

e The main trends and challenges that the development of stable
cultural tourism faces have been systematized. The main quantitative and
qualitative trends, as well as the challenges that the preservation of cultural
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resources faces, have been determined. The changes in tourist demands towards
the cultural product have been emphasized.

e Possibilities for the future development of stable cultural tourism in
the global space have been uncovered. The advantages of significant concepts
such as European capitals of culture and transnational cultural routes have been
indicated. The variety of initiatives, projects and programmes for the future
development of the sector has been emphasized.

8. Assessment of the Publications on the Dissertation

Prof. Dr. Tanya Parusheva’s high publication activity on the studied
problems is impressive. More specifically, it should be noted that for her
participation in the competition she has presented 38 publications published in
6 languages, namely:

e atreatise which is not presented as basic habilitating work, published
in English;

e a book which is presented as dissertation work for awarding the
academic rank of “Doctor of Sciences”, published in Bulgarian;

e 16 scientific articles — 9 in English, 2 in French, 2 bilingual, i.e. in
Bulgarian and in English, and 3 in Bulgarian;

e 20 scientific reports published in unrefered journals with scientific
review or published in edited collective volumes.

| find that the publications are directly connected to the topic of the
dissertation work. The verification for the fulfillment of the group of “D”
indicators for the minimum national requirements along Acrticle 2b, Paragraphs
2 and 3 of the LDASRD about citations, enclosed with the documents for the
procedure, makes it evident that 200 points have been scored; for reference, the
minimum requirement along indicator 12 — citations in treatises and collective
volume with scientific review, is 100 points.

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If I may, | would like to recommend that in her future work the author
study how protection of heritage has progressed thanks to cultural routes and
their role as a new category of global cultural heritage.

9. Conclusion

In light of the detailed analysis, | issue a positive assessment regarding
the dissertation work presented for defense. | find that the work fulfills the
criteria of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, as well as the Regulations for Organizing and Holding Competitions
for the Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and Academic Positions at the UNWE.
