1. Information about the author of the dissertation

The author has presented her dissertation work for discussions with
Department of Economics of Tourism, Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at
UNWE according to art. 39 of Regulations for application of the Law. The
disclosure procedure for the defense of the dissertation was applied on the basis
of: decision of the Department Council of the Department of Economics of
Tourism (Protocol Ne65 / 15.12.20) and of the Faculty of Economics of the
Faculty of Economics and Infrastructure (Protocol Ne12 /12.01.21).
Professor PhD Tanya Parusheva is a prominent longtime lecturer in the
Department of Economics of Tourism at UNWE.



Since 1993, passed in succession all scientific positions, professor - since 2011,
doctor - since 14.05.2001 (Diploma Ne 27214). Testimonial for the qualities of
Prof. D. Parusheva as a teacher are: - the number of lectured disciplines in
which she is a titular (over 14 in EQD (Educational Qualification Degree)
Bachelor's, 3 of which in English to students majoring in ,,Tourism Economics
by Teaching in English Language" as well as foreign students in the Erasmus +
program; more than 10 in EQD - Master's, including a program with double
degree in ULCO; - 8 are the universities and branches, where she teaches on a
second employment contract or as a visiting professor; guidance on over 200
diploma theses of students; participation in 5 trainings and specializations
abroad; issued 10 textbooks (2 of them in English).

The substantial and diverse scientific research activity of the author is
well demonstrated by her 123 publications, 7 of which monographs, 7 studies,
38 articles, etc .; management of 11 doctoral candidates, 8 of which resulted in
successful defense; participation in numerous international and national
scientific forums; leadership and participation in 28 science research projects,
16 of them being multinational.

Along with her teaching and research activities, Prof. Parusheva performs
major executive functions at UNWE as Deputy Dean of the Faculty of
Economics of Infrastructure; member of the Supervisory Board of UNWE;
Member of the Faculty Commission for Promotion and Evaluation of Research
(FCNONID) of the Faculty of Infrastructure Economics at UNWE, member of
the National Council for Marketing and Advertising in Tourism at the Ministry
of Tourism of the Republic of Bulgaria and others.

The brief summary about the dissertation author and the initiation of
the justification procedure of the dissertation, reveal that all criteria and
requirements are covered.

2. Brief description of the presented dissertation

The presented dissertation encompasses 395 pages. It incorporates an
introduction (8 pages), an exposition in four chapters (300 pages), a conclusion
(5 pages), references (16 pages) and 3 appendices (50 pages). The main text
illustrates 7 tables, 55 figures and 11 graphs. The appendices contain 23 tables,
16 figures and 26 graphs. The bibliographic apparatus includes 355 titles. 50
of them in Cyrillic, incl. 48 in Bulgarian and 2 in Russian; 203 in Latin, incl.
200 in English, 1 in German, 1 in French, 1 in Spanish, and 102 Internet
sources. The literature sources are sufficient in number, correlated



to the volume of the work, appropriate publications are selected according to
the subject of research, the citations are correct. The comprised documents and
internet sources provide a rich contemporary base for development, in the
context of the objects covered.

The structure of the doctorate is logical and well balanced; it
corresponds to the set research tasks, the implementation of which is guaranteed
by the content of the study itself.

The subject matter of the dissertation is assessed to be exceptionally
relevant, by reason of the necessity to comprehend and comment on the main
types and forms of tourism, in this case the cultural, in this present-day global,
dynamic and paradoxical world. The growing pace of progress in cultural
tourism and its approach to mass tourism raises serious questions related to its
sustainable growth, preservation of cultural identity and cultural diversity with
Increasing exposure to tourism products. In that regard, we consider the matter
to be correctly, clearly and precisely defined: the prime objective, the eight
research tasks, the object and the subject of the development. The main
research thesis as well as the four working hypotheses.

The structure and prominent content of the presented doctorate display a
diverse and detailed insight into the issues, recognized by the dissertation
author, both internationally and nationally. This validates the excellent
knowledge of the discussed subject and its components, which is a logical result
of the choice and in-depth analysis of the used scientific literature.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientifically-applied
results

The introduced extensive work includes serious scientific and
scientifically applied results. Along with the enrichment of a number of
theoretical formulations, associated with aspects of cultural tourism and the
new paradigm, there are available methodological achievements in connection
with an algorithm for promoting the regional cultural identity and realizing
sustainable cultural tourism. The theoretical formulations and model are
meaningful in an attached plan through guidelines for expansion.

The results obtained in the dissertation are based on adequately combined
and precise methodological toolkit, including a variety of scientific approaches
and methods consistent with the purpose and research objectives of the
development. It is believed that the use of this toolkit by Prof. Parusheva
facilitates to prove the thesis and especially the implementation of the tasks and



main goal of the development. Similarly, in the context of the subject and
objects of research, completely accepting the limitations, presented by the
author, in addition to the central problems.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientifically-applied contributions

In the process of fulfilling the main objective of the doctorate, by solving
the indicated research tasks with assistance of scholarly communication and the
methodological toolkit, the author reaches the realization of a number of
scientific and scientifically-applied contributions. That leads to full acceptance
of the scientific inputs systematized by Prof. Parusheva, related to the
enrichment of the theory and the composition of a generally applicable author's
model. Completely agree with the scientific and applied contributions related to
the analysis of the objects of research and empirical studies. In summary, the
specified inputs increase the functionality and applicability of the vast work.

5. Evaluation of publications related to the dissertation

On the dissertation, Prof. Parusheva introduces an impressive list of 38
publications, related to the dissertation, which in count and in structure,
substantially exceed those required by the procedure. In addition to a book
published on the doctorate, a separate monograph has been issued, which is not
a habilitation thesis. The publications are evaluated as appropriate in terms of
subject matter, published in renowned publishers, some of them in 6 different
languages in total, which contributes to the widespread promotion of the
author's achievements among the scientific community and the audience of
experts and specialists.

6. Evaluation of the auto-abstract

The presented auto-abstract is in a volume of 100 pages, bilingual (and in
English) and absolutely correctly and fully reflecting the structure and content
of the dissertation, including all mandatory components.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

The dissertation is a large-scale study of significant issues. Prof.
Parusheva is considered to have substantiated with arguments the new paradigm
of cultural tourism in the context of globalization. The concept introduced and
the results of the complex empirical study of the development of sustainable
cultural tourism in the global environment are a significant contribution to
tourism science and practice.



My personal recommendation to the author, for future work, would be to focus
her research interest on studying the degree of evolution, in which the COVID-
19 pandemic would be influencing the formation of trends related to cultural
tourism. For dignified justification would ask the dissertator the following
question: What are some of the latest future trends related to, in terms of
the development of sustainable cultural tourism?

8. Conclusion

The dissertation work of Prof. PhD Tanya Parusheva: "A new paradigm
of cultural tourism in the context of globalization" is relevant, timely, valuable
and useful for tourismology and its applied aspects, research. The work, based
on the problems treated, is the first of its kind, in the national specialized
literature and is an in-depth, multifaceted and modern study, logically arranged,
written in a high scientific style and terminological vocabulary. These findings
give me grounds to grant an immensely positive assessment of the presented
doctorate and to vote with a firm "'yes" for the award of the degree ""Doctor
of Science" in the field of higher education 3.
