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1. Information about the D.Sc. candidate

The D.Sc. candidate has presented her dissertation thesis for
consideration at the Department of "Economics of Tourism" within the Faculty
"Economics of Infrastructure™ at UNWE according to art.39 of the Rules for
Implementation of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (RILDASRB). The procedure for defense of the
dissertation thesis was opened based on : decision of the Department Council of
Department "Economics of Tourism" Ne 65/15.12.2020) and decision of the
Faculty Council on the Faculty "Economics of Infrastructure” (Ne
12/12.01.2021) at UNWE.

2. Summary of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation "New paradigm of cultural tourism in the context of
globalization" is characterized by a balanced structure and sufficient volume,
distinguishing it as a comprehensive and complete scientific research. It
contains a total of 395 pages. It is structured in an introduction (8 pages), a
presentation in four chapters (300 pages), a conclusion (5 pages), reference (16
pages) and 3 appendices (50 pages). The work impresses with precise
illustrations of theoretical and applied formulations in the main text through 7
tables, 55 figures and 11 graphs. The appendices contain 23 tables, 16 figures
and 26 graphs. A rich bibliography has been used and correctly presented,
including 355 titles in 6 languages - 48 in Bulgarian, 2 in Russian; 200 in
English, 1 in German, 1 in French and 1 in Spanish. The author used 102
internet sources. The style of the text is at a high scientific level. The layout of
the dissertation thesis is perfect.

The author convincingly argues the relevance of the topic through the
role of the effects on the process of globalization and cultural tourism for the
sustainable development of world destinations. The topic corresponds to the
search for an answer to the important question of preserving the national
cultural heritage and national cultural identity in the global world.

The dissertation has a specific object of study and that is cultural tourism
as a sector of the global tourism industry.

The subject of research reflects a significant scientific problem ,which is
regarded as the paradigm of cultural tourism in the context of globalization.

The main goal of the dissertation is clearly and precisely formulated - "to
analyze and evaluate the new paradigm of cultural tourism in the context of
globalization, and on this basis, to reveal opportunities for future development
of sustainable cultural tourism.” The goal is appropriately specified in 8



research tasks, which allow the author to develop fully and comprehensively
the selected topic.

The research in the dissertation work is based on the thesis that
globalization modeles in a peculiar way the development of sustainable cultural
tourism and challenges destinations to protect cultural resources.

The defense of the scientific thesis is successfully realized by testing 4
working hypotheses, which reflect significant content aspects of the researched
scientific issues.

In the presented dissertation work the author demonstrates a high degree
of knowledge of the scientific literature in the field of cultural tourism. Both
secondary and primary sources of information are used in a balanced way. The
study critically reflects and comments on the achievements of the leading
researchers from Bulgaria and abroad in their scientific works on the issues of
tourism development in the conditions of globalization.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific
results

The dissertation contains results from scientific and applied scientific
research on the transformations of cultural tourism under the influence of
globalization. Theoretical knowledge is enriched by displaying the author's
definitions and upgrading concepts about terms such as: , culture”; "New
paradigm of cultural tourism in the context of globalization™; "Sustainable
cultural tourism"; "Digitalization in sustainable cultural tourism"”, "modeling
the popularization of regional cultural identity through sustainable cultural
tourism"; "Opportunities for future development of sustainable cultural tourism
in the global space”; "Cultural exchange between world destinations through
cultural tourism".

The goal of the dissertation is achieved through a wide range of research
methods and approaches: systematic approach, induction and deduction,
analysis and synthesis, comparative analysis, statistical methods, SWOT
analysis, method of observation, survey, method of expert evaluations. A
questionnaire has been developed and an empirical study with a representative
sample of 210 respondents has been conducted about the role of the
International Folklore Festival (IFF) "Sea of Rhythms", Balchik to promote
regional cultural identity and achieve sustainable cultural tourism.

While developing, the dissertation work, significant main limitations
have been correctly taken into account and introduced: the theoretical analysis
reflects the global transformations in culture and cultural tourism; the empirical
analysis covers selected sites and elements of the world cultural heritage under
the protection of UNESCO; the time period for analysis of cultural tourism in



the global environment covers the time until the beginning of the COVID-19
pandemic; the empirical study of the IFF "Sea of Rhythms", Balchik includes
the specific period of the festival.

4, Evaluation of the scientific and applied scientific contributions

The dissertation work "New paradigm of cultural tourism in the context
of globalization" contains significant scientific and applied scientific
contributions as follows:

e Scientific contributions:

First, through a comprehensive theoretical analysis, the vision of the
global transformations in culture has been formed and the conceptually new
paradigm of cultural tourism in a global environment has been synthesized.

Second, the place, role and impacts of digitalization in the development
of sustainable cultural tourism have been defined.

Third, the specifics of the relationship “globalization - cultural identity -
sustainable cultural tourism" have been explored and revealed and a new
approach to understanding and using cultural identity as an identity-based
economy has been outlined.

Fourth, a universal model has been developed by the author for
popularizing the local cultural identity and developing sustainable cultural
tourism.

e Applied-scientific contributions:

First, the sustainable development of cultural tourism in the conditions of
globalization in the world, in Europe and in Bulgaria has been researched,
analyzed and evaluated.

Second, the state of selected sites and elements of the world cultural
heritage under the protection of UNESCO has been explored.

Third, the role of the International Folklore Festival "Sea of Rhythms",
Balchik for promoting local cultural identity and achieving sustainable cultural
tourism has been studied, analyzed and evaluated.

Fourth, trends and challenges for the development of sustainable cultural
tourism, corresponding to the protection of cultural resources and the
requirements of tourists to the cultural product have been identified.

Fifth, opportunities for future development of sustainable cultural tourism
based on good practices such as "European Capitals of Culture" and
"Transnational Cultural Routes" have been identified.

5. Assessment of the dissertation publications

The candidate presents a total of 38 publications directly related to the
dissertation thesis. A published monograph in English, which is not submitted



for acquiring another scientific degree - Parusheva, T. (2017). Cultural
Tourism: Markets and Strategies, “Avangard Prima” Publishing House, Sofia,
161. ISBN 978-619-160-750-1, a book that is presented as a dissertation work
for acquiring science degree "Doctor of Science"- Parusheva, T. (2020). “New
Paradigm of Cultural Tourism in the Context of Globalization, Avangard Prima
Publishing House, Sofia, 394 pp. ISBN 978-619-239-470-7, 16 scientific
articles published in non-peer-reviewed journals with scientific review or
published in edited collective volumes and 20 scientific reports. Nine of the
articles are in English, 2 in French, 2 bilingual - in Bulgarian and English, and 5
of them have been published in foreign journals. From the reports, 6 are in
English, and one in each Russian, German and Spanish. All presented
publications are related to the topic of the dissertation, and analyze current
aspects and problems of culture and cultural identity, cultural heritage, cultural
tourism on a global or local level. 20 of the D.Sc. candidate’s publications are
cited in monographs and collective volumes with scientific review, as 12 of the
citations are in publications indexed in world databases RSCI / RINC, Index
Copernicus International (ICV 2016 - 74.6), and 8 in CAB Abstracts, EBSCO
Publishing and others.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract has been prepared in Bulgarian and English, contains all the
necessary elements and accurately reflects the content of the dissertation.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

The research
contains valuable author's conclusions and recommendations. | strongly believe
that the development of the new paradigm of cultural tourism in the context of
globalization reflects modern achievements and represents an original
contribution to the science and practice of tourism. The work was prepared
independently and does not literally repeat the theme and a significant part of
the content of the work, presented for acquiring science degree "Doctor". The
dissertation fully meets the requirements of Act on Development of the
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Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB) and Regulations for the
Application of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (RAADASRB) and the decrees of the Regulations for
Organizing and Conducting Procedures for Acquiring Scientific Degrees and
for Occupying Academic Positions at UNWE.
