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2. Summary of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is in volume of 390 pages - standard machine-written. It contains
80 figures - copyrighted by other authoritative authors, as well as 7 datasheets.
Measured quantitatively, this is a good volume for a major doctoral thesis.

The structure of the dissertation consists of: Introduction - 6 pages; Chapter
One: Theoretical Methodological and Conceptual Introduction and Systematic
Study Design - 76 pages; Chapter Two on the EU's external geo-economic and geo-
political system environment and the EU's response to that external environment
and the effects on the EU-produced crisis and faults leading to phase transition and
systemic transformation - 110 pages; Chapter Three on the Internal Environment
and the Imbalance in the EU System, the System-Forming Member States and the
Exit to a New Union Modus - 74 pp. The conclusion is concise - 3 pp.

A list with bibliography of the used literature - 199 sources is attached. It shows
76 sources in Bulgarian and Russian, as well as 90 more sources in English and
German. There are also 33 documents used, official reports and political statements.

It can be argued that a broad knowledge of the scientific literature and the prob-
lems studied in the dissertation have been demonstrated. Literature sources are used
correctly, with appropriate references.

There are 80 figures and diagrams in the text (some of them are explicitly shown
as "author's development™). In my opinion, this is a particularly valuable and mod-
ern element in the work. The figures and diagrams not only visualize the approach
and the analyzed problems, but also clearly and conceptually explicate the system
dimensions - both in structural and functional perspective. This visualization is an
organic part of the overall look of this research work. In some places, the visualiza-
tion in diagrams and figures brings further clarification of the embedded meaning of
the author in his corresponding analyzes.

Actuality of the topic and issue

Undoubtedly, the topic and problematic of the dissertation is acutely actual, also
in scientific thinking and theorizing. After the financial and economic crisis of
2008-9, and after the crisis in Ukraine and Syria of 2014, and after the refugee crisis
in Europe and other continents of 2014-15, and following the precedent of Brexit
from 2016-19, and after the compressed epochal transitions from the two-, one-, to
multi-pole world order, and after the apparent value and symbolic exhaustion of the
globalizing model since 1990, and in the politically-elective turbulent 2018-19 years
- after all that in a tangled knot and a hot whirl, the subject of this work is extremely
relevant and steam. It is a response to the "lever" from public practice to academic
thinking and new social / social modelling.

My colleague Chankov has obviously worked for at least 3-4 years to offer us his
current work. But over the years, its subject matter has not only lagged behind in its
relevance, but on the contrary. 1 am convinced that the events of the current 2020
will be included into a monograph.
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The aim of the dissertation is to investigate the interplay between two things: (1)
the social / social system of the European Union, which is obviously in a state of
compressed transition and radical transformation, and (2) its external environment,
which it has been comprehensively destabilized and even militarized, and as such is
increasingly aggressive in its interference with intra-European structures, in the
functioning of institutions and the economy, and in relations within the EU - among
the community of its integrated peoples, in the delicate cultural mix between them.

As a result of this comprehensive and large-scale study, the aim is to make a rea-
soned and reliable FORECAST for the future EU development. It is a theoretical
and political model of this future state of the EU. Or at least to outline clearly the
prerequisites for such modelling and then for practical development.

This is undoubtedly an ambitious goal. And in the spirit of realism, his colleague
Chankov is cautious about restricting himself: declaring that he only looks at things
in the short term. This probably means 10 years ahead, by 2030. Let me point out
that this is essentially self-limiting, since the overall horizon of analysis is defined
as achieving a "new EU equilibrium" - which is essentially a long-term perspective.

Object and subject matter of the study.

The title has been adjusted from the original version. The correction is through
the key concept of "structural transformation™. The term is well-found and intro-
duced, insofar as it synthesizes the hypothesis of a "phase transition" and transforms
it into the EU system, explicates the so-called "nodes of contradictions", the ball of
external and internal forces and factors that facilitate or hinder this traumatic pan-
European process insofar as it addresses the need to search for and find a new and
more sustainable EU functional modus in the third decade of the 21st century.

The object of the dissertation is "The EU as an open social system"”. | would say
"public”, not "social" system. But again these are thin terminological specifications.

The subject of the crisis of the EU, around and inside it. So critical that it leads to
a "phase transition” and to a system-wide transformation to a new sustainable sys-
tem model. A situation leading to a new EU constitutional treaty that optimizes the
Lisbon Treaty, changes its subsystem of institutional power, reinforces the so-called
"Iinterstate modus" in it, along with the now dominant "federally centralized modus"
its combination with the power of the 'intergovernmental modus' in the structuring
of power and governance in the EU system. In my view, the new EU model will be
a hybrid model between these three abstract and idealized modules of institutional
integration - in order to make it possible to target effectively, to achieve a high level
of governance in at least the so-called areas of 'shared competence'. "As well as
preventing destructive trends within the Union.

SUBJECT to the thesis is a specific study of the transport and energy factors for
the current and forthcoming transformation of the EU - as an economic, infrastruc-
tural and political construction. In this particular dimension, the dissertation is an
examination of the EU's level of completion as a public and institutional system so
far - in the dialectical combination of the ‘completeness’ of construction, on the one
hand, and the fact that the EU is and will be a very complex and dynamic "open"
social, political and economic system.
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Here the author's request is at a high methodological and analytical level. It im-
presses me a lot. All specific analyzes, incl. in the fields of the energy and transport
systems of the EES, they are addressed in the wider systematic prism - again not
only within the EU but also globally and geo-strategically. This is undoubtedly the
merit of this dissertation and research. More generally, the subject of the analysis is
the state of the external and internal environment, and in particular the degree of EU
dependence on external factors.

Not only internal Integration but also internal desintegration impulses in the EU
are analyzed. The systematic boundaries for the action and impact of these impulses
are clearly outlined. The subject is the study of the external environment as a dy-
namic one, releasing the point of equilibrium, moving to impulsive crisis and heter-
ogeneity. At the same time, huge energy is being accumulated for the bifurcation
collapse / explosion and, accordingly, for the next phase transition and the achieve-
ment of a new qualitatively different EU equilibrium.

The above is an attempt at my synthesized definition of the subject in this work.
Although the author did not say so directly. And he dispersed it in his definition of
the subject, then in formulating the tasks and hypotheses, and finally in the three
groups of questions that this work deals with.

The main point is that the EU is a too heavily dependent on its environment so-
cial system - with critically reduced sovereignty. Critically diminished EU sover-
eignty for defending its interests and values, its cultural and traditional identity, as
well as critically weakened reflexes for defending its specific identity. It is about its
complex identity - economic and political, ideological, cultural, religious, legal and
ethical. As a result, Europe and the EU are in a state of a complex structural crisis.
And this crisis has already gained energy and critical mass, reaching the "phase
transition" and transforming the Union from the previous model to some new model
and mode of sustainable existence.

The argumentation of such a research thesis and hypothesis implies a systematic
approach. A systematic approach, armed with a methodological toolkit of at least a
few basic sciences, such as sociology and macroeconomics, such as cybernetics and
synergetics, such as geopolitics and international relations theory. In fact, this is an
attempt to apply in the concrete analysis the so-called "holistic method", with the
argument that Chapter One begins with. From this purely theoretical and methodo-
logical point of view, the present work is a great challenge. Because, insofar as it is
a synthesis, it is a dialectical synthesis at the macro-theoretical level, so that it can
then be applied to the concrete dimensions and pragmatism of the real process in the

In the early concept of holism, I only wish | could see more authors such as Au-
guste Comte, Max Weber, Emile Durkheim. All three are not one of many interest-
ing scientists. All three, each in their own right, set a long scientific perspective In
development, opening in a new direction the vent of application of the systemic and
dialectical approach. They are really classics and are among the "fathers of sociolo-
gy" and systematic scientific knowledge of society, institutions and man. Comte,
for instance, because of his "collective organism and “static and dynamics" in the
social system / organism. Weber should be included because of his theories on insti-
tutions and bureaucracy, on the economy and social character, because of the power
and universality of religion and the church as a public regulator and integrator.
Durkheim because of his theory of "collective consciousness”, of anomies as a Sys-
tem-wide state of crisis in society and the accumulation of energy for a "phase tran-
sition” to a new model of the system, and also for his views and postulates about the
method in science.

Without exaggeration, let me also mention here the management theories of the
First and Second Scientific Management - "Taylorism" and "Human Relations",
from the beginning of the XX century. Just after them, a special order came from
the Norwegian-Wiener program team to create a new science for complex and dy-
namic systems and for the information through which they work and develop (the
book is from 1948). And then the meta-macro-theory of the sustainable society of
Tallcot Parsons since 1951. It is mentioned on separate pages, but it is not used as a
key and methodological, although it is built on a cybernetic principle. | think this
paradigm and macro-model for society has an exceptional heuristic power over the-
ories of lower structural order (“realism", "idealism", "constructivism" in politics),
as well as in practical applied analyzes - and it is precisely in our perspective of dia-
lectic and the transitions between resilience and crisis of the system. | also miss the
use of the heuristic development of this meta-macro-system model in Bulgaria, of
Mikhailov and the leading group of Bulgarian sociologists then - the year is 1965.
This theoretical model, which explicitly explains the mechanism of self-balancing
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within a system, of the mechanism of self-change and self-development, when it is
objectively necessary and impossible to function the old way.

Further, in the later conception of the World System, as a specification of the
general approach of holism, | would like to see a slightly more enlightened and al-
ready specifically implemented concept of Immanuel Wallerstein for the World
System. It is an American creation from before and in the early two decades of
Globalization. It is seemingly un-deologized, but it is essentially a concept of the
New World Order as a structure and structure of the world empire in the One-Pole
World of the United States.

It is built through the center and concentric circles and periphery. And it is pre-
cisely such a project to overcome the current crisis in the EU. | would cite the Wal-
lerstein model as a key methodological tool. This is applicable in the current analy-
sis, both on EU external environment logic and on EU internal environment logic.

Let me summarize this point and say that here we can look for clues and unclear
things - both at the high level of abstract methodology and modeling, as well as in
applied analyzes of system-forming interactions in the EU, of bureaucracy in the
Union's power structures, in the locality of energy and coal and steel (ECSC) policy,
in the economic system modes 1.0, and then 2.0, and then 3.0, and finally 4.0.

We can refine the applied analyzes on dichotomies in interactions between colos-
suses in international relations such as the US and Russia, China and Japan, Germa-
ny and France. Already in the particular pragmatism of immigration pressure and
Europe's inundation with foreign civilizations, about the power and insatiability of
TNCs, about cultural diversity in Europe, which grows into an uncontrolled cultural
kaleidoscope and chaos, which in turn triggers powerful counter-current impulses
towards conservatism and xenophobia.

But giving my recommendations for correction and further development, | think
we should not miss the main thing - the object of study is large-scale, the process of
vision is multifaceted, the problem is with multiple latent factors and difficult to
measure projections, the perspective is overloaded with multivariate. In this logic, |
personally admire the author's experience, the formulation of his demand, the theo-
retical architecture of the research, as well as the vast empirical material that he has
attempted to synthesize and present in his logic. This scientific work is a good expe-
rience, despite all the supplements we could offer here.

CHAPTER Il is dedicated to the EU's Environment. Not only because of its pow-
erful impact, but also because of the EU core’s dependence on the World Order, on
the crisis in that order and the elements of chaos in international relations. BUT also
because of the fact that the EU itself, at the outset, is the product of "public engi-
neering” from outside originators and screenwriters.

Outside, not only the impulses of integration after the opposing Second WW have
been set, but also the specific legal, political and economic-economic FORM of Eu-
ropean Western integration - only a few years after the Second WW.

Now, there are clearly again external scenarios for Europe - clearly visible for at
least the last 5-7 years. And it is these external influences and impulses that disrupt
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the EU's equilibrium and homeostasis - not only as compressed dynamics but also
as producing instability in the system as a whole.

That is why we have reached turbulent election 2019 and the current epidemic
2020. Therefore, there is already a real split / fracture in Europe - a split between
two conceptually contradictory ideas about Europe as a social-state-system. That's
why it came to BrExit, and in 2020 similar impulses in other countries came.

The initial external direction of the European integration process is a principle
statement in this study. | added a little bit of myself in the specific formula, but |
think that's essentially the author's idea.

The author first deals with the so-called “primary external environment” - in the
field of coal and steel, energy and energy cross-border projects. This is not acci-
dental. Insofar as all this is basic to the economy, it is also a node of crises and con-
tradictions related to ecology, depletion of natural resources, international racketeer-
ing through gas, nuclear energy, energy sufficiency and (in) dependency, transport
factors and links. All this has a system-forming and system-deforming force in the
EU as a whole, and in the delimited economic zones of the EU.

The analysis here is in the broader view of the over-economizing of EU public re-
lations, of the financial-economic and corporate dominant in its governance. It is
this structural distortion that leads to the general systemic crisis in the EU, and to
the so-called 'phase transition', which is taking place and will take place after the
period of accumulation of a huge critical mass of conflict in the EU.

Historically, particular attention has been paid to the EU in the phases of Econo-
my 2.0 and Economy 3.0. Not as such, but as an economically centered prism (in
my opinion it is inaccurate to say "macro-frame") of European integration. The
phase transition to Economy 4.0 was then justified, with the corresponding rejection
of the so-called Washington Consensus matrix, ideologically and powerfully ruling
in Europe for the past 2.5 decades.

The EU-US relations are specifically analyzed, with the "blurred border" between
them, and the tendency for the EU to be sealed as a subsystem in the "Anglo-Saxon"
global macro-system (I would say "'neo-liberal-western-empire").

Appropriate analysis is also made of geographically and civilizational distant
China and Japan, as well as of Russia - as a contradictory close external factor. The
‘open system' is discussed, with mutual interplay and complementarity of markets
and production. Bilateral relations with Turkey and other countries in Eastern Eu-
rope and the Caucasus are analyzed. Through energy policy and relations, this is not
only basic but also the systematic process can be clearly explained.

There is an interesting and debatable assessment that the EU has now reached its
"thermo-dynamic" external limits. That it has exhausted its potential for enlarge-
ment, for the association of new countries and peoples. This is most clearly seen in
relations with and against Turkey. The EU could not bear Turkey as a geo-political
burden and risk, incl. in her role as a "valve" for new immigration wave to Europe
from radically different regions and countries. | supportsucha thesis and prognosis.

| take the view that the EU is now trapped against so-called "refugees"”. Trapped
by the lack of a uniform and effectively implemented policy. On the contrary, there
has already been a socio-political split between Member States. The trap is also due
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to the idea that such immigration could offset the demographic shortage of labor in
the critical low segment of the European precariate (according to Guy Standing).

The overall conclusion is that the EU is placed from its external environment in a
WORLD phase transition. This is particularly clear now, in 2020. It is precisely this
external and irresistible imperative and decisive force and factor both for the inter-
nal phase transition and the internal transformation of the Union as a public-state
system.

The second chapter presents as a whole the author's idea and conception of the
general state of the EU as a system and the imperatives for change from its external
environment. Towards it, Europe is either in the status and role of a dependent sub-
system, or is borderline with other geo-political systems, or is a independent partner
within the newly emerging multi-polar world order.

The author outlines in sufficient detail the complexity of the picture, the multi-
faceted nature of the challenges, the multidimensionality of the EU's current inabil-
ity to adapt itself to the changes and to remain useful to itself and the Member
States. The analysis is consistent, clearly emphasized in its specificity, the chosen
systematic methodological approach is heuristically and fully implemented here.

CHAPTER 3 is dedicated to the EU's Internal Environment. In fact, the internal
structure, the balance or imbalance between Member States, as well as between the
core and the periphery of the EU. Particular emphasis here is placed on cultural
compatibility between peoples with different civilizational projections on Europe,
the EU and their future. The work logically ends with a discussion of basic views -
theoretical and specifically pragmatic - about the future model of the EU: on the one
hand, the views of the (pro) European elite, the official elites now, and on the other,
the Eurosceptics, incl. those in Eastern Europe and Bulgaria.

The analysis emphasizes the internal heterogeneity and the need for compensa-
tion relationships and a balancing mechanism. Here again, the main thesis is that the
EU is developing under economic dominance so far, and cultural compatibility is
something undervalued and overlooked as a generator of conflict and dysfunction.

| fully support this thesis. It is theoretically a return to the systematic nature of
the social process. The cultural sphere of society cannot be neglected or underesti-
mated. Technocrat economists are always confused when trying to do so. They still
do not understand on what civic basis the so-called "political populism™ is emerg-
ing, they do not understand how in our post-post-modern era the peoples massively
revert to cultural conservatism and patriotism from the 1980s.

Theoretically here I would draw attention to specific theories for people and civil
society, incl. at the class and nation levels, these are the theories of the so-called
"social character" of peoples and classes, of ethnic and religious communities. It is
precisely these phenomena that have now civilly confronted multiculturalism, the
policy of blending peoples across Europe, and have now stood up and are now find-
ing a powerful political and party form.

| would also add here to the author's thesis about the importance of culture that
the EU integration process favors or is hampered by the two cross-cultural phenom-
ena: on the one hand, the cultural arrogance of the western core, and on the other,
the underdevelopment complex in peripheral countries, especially those who have
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been crushed under the propaganda stigma of being "ex-socialists”, “ex-
communists”. Now, the powerful patriotic-nationalist alternative bases also on this
basis, it is essentially a revanchist wave, moving from the periphery to the EU core.

The author develops his interpretation of the enlargement of the EU to the East,
on the basis that it was done through an over-economized and neoliberal, essentially
neo-colonial approach. And that is precisely that harmed the interests of the periph-
eral Member States and their peoples. And that was what they perceived as a threat
within the EU so far, and they responded with their instinct for self-preservation as
peoples and nations.

In the above perspective, it is a rehabilitation of cultural conservatism and a
clearly manifested national identity. Along with maintaining a liberal political and
party superstructure. And the combination of the two leads to an effort to secure the
corporate-oligarchic economy and turn to the so-called "socialized economy", under
the partly protectionist control and regulation of the sovereign own state.

The author views regional policy as a means of cohesion. At the same time, it
seems to me, precisely regional differences are now generating a growing mutual
misunderstanding, disagreement in the EU, generating an ideological crisis in the
Union and calling into question the current neoliberal ideological platform.

Examples of transformation scenarios articulated by European elites are: "Europe
at different speeds”, "Europe with variable geometry"”, "Menu of Europe", "Five
scenarios for the future of Europe"”. This as confirmation and practical mods of the
author's thesis for the phase transition in the EU system, and for the transition to a
new model and modes of institutional integration and systemic functioning.

The thesis is repeated with new concrete practical projections that the systemic
impulses in the EU are strong and still strong enough, but they remain centered in
the fields of economy and finance, corporate freedom and market dominance. But
not yet in the field of culture and cultural identity of the peoples in our common Eu-
rope. Cultural identity as opposed to the mainstream as a pan-European cultural
identity as trans-national and post-historical (in Fukuyama logic, again from the US
as an external environment, since the early 1990s). This is essentially a continuing
self-politicization of economic ties and growth - omitting the so-called "senior poli-
cies" (Stanley Hoffman).

| agree with the author's summary conclusion that the EU governance system is
not catching up with time, it does not respond adequately to crises and challenges
after 2008-9 and especially after 2014-15 breaking years. In this sense, the Lisbon
Treaty of 2007-9 is rather a completion of the previous phase in the evolution of the
EU. Rather than being a macro-framework and a building block for the phase transi-
tion to a new sustainable and homogeneous EU state.

According to the author, the new Economy 4.0 is about systemic cohesion in the
internal market, about an effective common foreign trade policy, about new solu-
tions to the security and armed forces of Europe - in NATO, along with NATO,
without NATO.

The concluding argument is that the new Europe will function on the basis of ir-
rational information. | understand this as the power of latent-value cultural phenom-
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ena, according to the sociological system model of Tallcot Parsons 70 years ago. |
accept it in the author's thesis as "Irrational impulses - from below and from within
peoples and societies, in order to achieve a new European racionalism™. (This was
stated by my colleague Chankov of the internal defense, May 29)

| conclude with the thesis that in the future, the EU will function through a strong
nucleus, along with peripheral pulsations in specific cases and problems, in specific
situations. And this will be a flexible form of integration around the EU's core-to-
beyond.

In general, the third chapter is pragmatically specified. The author's attempt here
Is to sort out the array of empirical phenomena and make sense of the systematic
perspectives of the methodology introduced at the outset. I think it's well enough
done to give a positive assessment of the author's contributions.

3. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

My colleague Chankov formulated 5 major contributions in is through this disser-
tation.

The contributions are formulated concisely but accurately. | accept their justifica-
tion given the structure and approach, the theoretical toolkit, the original analyzes
made, the extraordinary wealth of conceptual visualization.

Two of the formulated contributions are theoretical and methodological - 1st and
2nd. To the former, | would add to the "integrated approach,” interdisciplinary. My
colleague Chankov uses resources from 5-6 fundamental social sciences.

The third contribution is practically applied. But again, not only in the enormous
scale of the economy, but also in geostrategic plan and perspective.

But on the other hand, it is pragmatically orient-
ed towards energy security and transport infrastructures.

The 5th contribution is also pragmatic, but again it is on a macro-system scale.
Especially after looking at a balanced model for the viability of East-West relations.
This is on a large scale.

4. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The scientific publications of the applicant presented in this competition - qualita-
tively and qualitatively - correspond to the competition for doctor of sciences.

In 2019, the book "Building the EU Internal Market" is published. Impact of ex-
ternal and internal factors, compensatory relationships. ”This book has been limited
to 2005, but it is undoubtedly the basis of the present dissertation of my colleague
Chankov.

An additional 19 articles and scientific reports have been published since 2010, as
well as 20 more from previous years. Most of the publications of the last 10 years
are in English, representing the colleague with dignity before and among the inter-
national collegiate community.

The abstract presented is 54 pages in Bulgarian, plus a translation into English.
Contains a personal declaration of authorship of the thesis. 5 author contributions
have been formulated in and through this work.
