1. Information of D.Sc. Candidate

The D.Sc. candidate has presented his dissertation thesis for consideration at
the Department “Economics of Transport and Energy” within the Faculty of
Economics of Infrastructure at UNWE according to art. 39 of the Rules for the
Implementation of the Academic Staff Development Act of Republic of
Bulgaria. The opening of a procedure for defence of the dissertation thesis was
made based on: decision of the Department Council of Department “Economics
of Transport and Energy” (Ne881/25.02.2020) and decision of the Faculty
Council (N 6/31.03.2020) of Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at UNWE.

Georgi Chankov graduated in International Relations in 1989 at the
University of National and World Economy. From 1995 to 1999 he worked as
an assistant at the Technical University - Sofia, Faculty of Economics.



Since 1986, after winning a competition, he has been selected as an assistant
in the Department of International Relations at UNWE. His academic
development is at the University of National and World Economy - respectively
a choice of senior assistant and chief assistant; defending her dissertation and
obtaining her doctorate in economics (2008) and winning a competition for
associate professor in the same department in 2012. From 2004 to 2017, Assoc.
Prof. Chankov has been scientific secretary.

Assoc. Prof. Chankov's teaching and research activities are in the field of
geo-economics and geopolitics, incl. European integration. He has participated
as a member and leader in 8 research projects, including international ones. He
iIs the head of UNWE's Europe-China Research Center. Member of the
Knowledge Society and BESA research organizations and of the editorial board
of the International Journal of European Studies.

He has specializations in Germany and Slovakia, incl. as guest lecturer. He is
the author of 50 scientific publications - monographs, textbooks, books and
articles, incl. abroad.

2. Summary of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is structured in an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion, incl. a long list of literature. The main body of work is a volume of
390 pages, to which are added 80 figures and 7 tables. The individual parts of
the work are well balanced in volume and are aimed at the consistent realization
of the main goals of the study.

The conceptual framework of the dissertation is set out in his thesis input.
My rating is high, and the reasons for this rating are:

Arguments for the relevance of the problem of clarifying the logic of the
development of the European Union and its interaction with the transport and
energy sectors are presented, seeking a development model that would stabilize
these two economic sectors internally and offer a suitable development model
for Bulgaria based on its geopolitical position.

Virtually every major national transport and energy project is linked to
decisions made in the EU. Suffice it to mention the Macron plan, the South
Stream project, the gas hub, etc.

The objectives of the study and their specific tasks, with the groups of
research questions, are defined in a precise and detailed manner; the subject and
the subject of the dissertation research are correctly defined.

A research thesis in dissertation is clearly defined, along with working
hypotheses that fully fit the title. The research thesis is that in the presence of a
clear relationship between European policies and the development of business

life in Bulgaria, the most favorable models must be found in order to optimize
our business life in accordance with European policies.

This seemingly obvious thesis has its own specifics, and again | will give an
example of the Macron plan and the behavior of our carriers. At the meetings
between our carriers and MEPs, which | attended, 2 opinions were formed:

1. Complete opposition to the Macron Plan and

2. Rejection of certain parts of it which were extremely unacceptable for both
our carriers and most carriers from Eastern Europe.

The opinion was formed that we should completely oppose the plan, thus
depriving Bulgaria of the support of some Eastern European countries and,
overall, the plan was adopted without changes. On this basis, | believe that the
author's thesis about finding a model defining the optimization of relations and
interaction between overall European policy and national economic activity is
extremely important, timely and, as far as | know, no one has explored this
problem.

It can be summarized that the conceptual framework introduced in the
introduction is a very good basis for a large-scale study of significant issues,
both scientifically and applied.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained

The dissertation contains scientific and applied results in the field of general
methodology, the theory of integration as a subdomain of geoeconomics and
geopolitics. Formulated and refined is a complex theoretical approach,
applicable to the study of processes in the EU, taking into account the
experience from the previous application of related traditional approaches; a
distinction is made between the fundamental and applied theories used so far.

The usefulness of the above result is also expressed in the fact that the
methodological approach created is of practical applicability in the analysis of
any complex social system, and its application may go beyond the author's self-
imposed and correctly observed time constraints.

After a thorough theoretical synthesis, the author proposes in his work his
own definition of the concept of "integration”. The other concepts used in EU
system analysis have been refined, first and foremost the concept of "EU
system environment". The main factors in the EU environment and their impact
on the integration process have been identified and analyzed. The heterogeneity
of the EU internal space from a cyber / managerial point of view has been
refined and studied.

A significant result lies in the approach proposed by the author to analyze the
energy and transport factors at two levels: - abstract-theoretical as an element of
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the author's complex theoretical approach to integration;

- Practically applied with the influence of energy and transport factors on the
development of the integration process and setting a spatially determined model
of unification under conditions of structural crisis and phase systemic transition.

What is new is the author's conceptual vision of the role of the One Belt -
One Road strategic project as an infrastructure basis for the new system of
international relations, synthesizing optimal energy and logistical and transport
opportunities for the stabilization and development of the European Union, incl.
to Bulgaria.

A useful scientific result is: the short-term forecast for the development of
the EU, taking into account the action of the factors mentioned in the title, and
the outlined viable model of the system, which gives the opportunity to develop
strategies for successful involvement of Bulgaria in the further development of
the integration project.

Essentially, the results of the dissertation summarized in the review are an
indication of the contributions (scientific and applied). They are the basis for
the conclusion that this is a large-scale, in-depth and with significant
achievements in enriching the science and practice in the field of integration
research, which successfully completes the tasks assigned to him and ensures
the achievement of the main goals of the dissertation.

The author Assoc. Prof. Chankov is an established scientist and researcher in
the field of the dissertation. The content of the paper gives good reason to
conclude that not only is he well-versed in current scientific literature, he
correctly and successfully analyzes a wide range of sources on the subject, but
also enriches and further develops important theoretical aspects of it.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

In the abstract of the work, Prof. Chankov presented his own view of the
contributions contained in the dissertation, which | appreciate as his real
achievements. In my review, | appreciate your contributions to the dissertation.

A. Scientific contributions

1. There is evidence of theoretical contributions, namely: complementing and
refining basic concepts and concepts in applying a systematic approach to the
analysis of complex social systems such as the European Union; uncovering
significant relationships and relationships between energy, transport and other
factors affecting systemic equilibrium in a cybernetic model;

2. An original pyramidal model of a theoretical approach to integration with
a solid formal basis has been developed.
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B. Scientific and applied contributions

1. The current system of international relations has been critically analyzed,
and an alternative model for its structure has been analyzed based on the
Chinese EPEG project.

2. The EU's energy and transport policies have been critically analyzed and a
new, spatially and energy-determined model for the evolution of the Union has
been proposed,;
