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1. Information of D.Sc. Candidate

The D.Sc. candidate has presented his dissertation thesis for consideration at
the Department “Economics of Transport and Energy” within the Faculty of
Economics of Infrastructure at UNWE according to art. 39 of the Rules for the
Implementation of the Academic Staff Development Act of Republic of
Bulgaria. The opening of a procedure for defence of the dissertation thesis was
made based on: decision of the Department Council of Department “Economics
of Transport and Energy” (Ne881/25.02.2020) and decision of the Faculty
Council (M 6/31.03.2020) of Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at UNWE.

Georgi Chankov graduated in International Relations in 1989 at the
University of National and World Economy. From 1995 to 1999 he worked as
an assistant at the Technical University - Sofia, Faculty of Economics.

Since 1986, after winning a competition, he has been selected as an assistant
in the Department of International Relations at UNWE. His academic
development is at the University of National and World Economy - respectively
a choice of senior assistant and chief assistant; defending her dissertation and
obtaining her doctorate in economics (2008) and winning a competition for
associate professor in the same department in 2012. From 2004 to 2017, Assoc.
Prof. Chankov has been scientific secretary.



Assoc. Prof. Chankov's teaching and research activities are in the field of
geo-economics and geopolitics, incl. European integration. For the first time he
introduces lecture courses on the subject "European Civilization and Culture" in
Bulgaria. He has participated as a member and leader in 8 research projects,
including international ones. He is the head of UNWE's Europe-China Research
Center. Member of the Knowledge Society and BESA research organizations
and of the editorial board of the International Journal of European Studies.

He has specializations in Germany and Slovakia, incl. as guest lecturer. He is
the author of 50 scientific publications - monographs, textbooks, books and
articles, incl. abroad.

2. Summary of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation submitted meets the formal requirements for the award of
Doctor of Economics degree in the professional field ,,3.8. Economics": 390
pages, with 80 figures and 7 tables and a solid bibliography of 201 titles:
monographs, articles, official documents and publications in in Bulgarian and
other languages. The text is divided, relatively evenly, into three chapters with
an introduction and a conclusion.

The problem elaborated in the dissertation is an actual and significant one,
given the new processes and tendencies in the economic development and
political events in the European Union after 2008, which directly affect
Bulgaria. The time elapsed between the start of the work and the moment of
public protection did not reduce the relevance of the questions raised. The
transition to a new system of international relations analyzed in the work is
accelerating in the context of a pandemic and mass restrictions, and this makes
the need for its reflection even more urgent.

The purpose of the dissertation, as outlined in the introduction, is to analyze
the European Union as a transitional social system, to examine the interaction
between this system and its environment, to clarify the role of energy and
transport factors in integration process, to evaluate short-term projections for
the future development of the Union and to propose a theoretical model for
successful integration into the new economic transport and energy infrastructure
of the world economy.

The goal is formulated in too much detail and is a set of several related goals.

The following tasks have been set in accordance with this set of objectives:

1. Developing a specific theoretical approach and defining a working
conceptual apparatus applicable to the study of other social systems;

2. Assessment of the EU's completeness as an open system and its
dependence on external factors;

3. Defining the concept of the "EU system environment";



4. Analysis of the condition of the environment and interior space, incl. the
role of energy and transport factors in the process of systemic formation;

5. Drawing the system boundary taking into account the internal integration
impulses;

6. Analysis of the opportunities and risks offered by the One Belt - One Road
project for inclusion in the common Eurasian space.

The dissertation deals with the EU as an open social system.

The subject of the dissertation is the interaction caused by the internal
factors between the elements of the European Union system, incl. from an
energy and transport point of view, and the response of impulses coming from a
dynamic environment.

The main point is that the EU is an unfinished social system in a state of
structural crisis, dependent on the environment and vulnerable to external
impulses.

The subject matter of the title is too extensive and the list of references in this
case may be too long. The degree of knowledge of the scientific literature and
the researched issues is sufficient for solving the set tasks, which is evident
from the listed Bulgarian and foreign authors. Emphasis is placed on works of a
formal nature, at the expense of those of practical application.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained

During the work the following was done:

1. Formulated and refined is an applicable to the study of processes in the EU
complex theoretical approach based on the systemic and refined concepts used
in the EU systematic analysis.

2. The heterogeneity of the EU internal space from a cyber / managerial point
of view has been analyzed.

3. The phase transition in the medium is described and the impact of the
energy and transport factors is studied, incl. of the One Belt - One Road
strategic project on the development of the integration process.

4. Taking into account the effect of these factors, a short-term forecast for EU
development has been made: a viable model of the system has been outlined.

According to item 1, the result obtained is purely scientific in nature and has
methodological value. The theoretical and methodological basis of the
dissertation is formed through the application of systematic, dialectical and
problem-chronological approaches. On this basis, an authorial, complex
approach is applied to the study of processes in the EU, distinguishing
fundamental from applied theory. This result covers important areas of the
public domain and may be universally applicable to the study of any public
system.



The results under items 2, 3 and 4 of the achieved results are scientifically
applicable - they can serve as a basis in the development of energy and
transport policies, in the modelling of EU governance, as well as in the
clarification of a strategy for the utilization of membership of Bulgaria in the
Union.

There is a clear logical connection between the methodology that has been
properly established and used, the accomplishment of the set tasks and the
achievement of the goal of the dissertation.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

With best arguments for an authoritative scientific achievement of a
contributory nature may claim:

* The aforementioned integrated approach to integration, incl. the inclusion in
it of high-level energy and transport factors of systematic and cybernetic
abstraction;

* Analysis of the Chinese OBOR project as a potential infrastructure basis for
the new system of international relations and the opportunities it presents to the
EU and Bulgaria;

* The predictive spatial determinant model for EU development;

The remaining claims for scientific contributions fit in and are partly covered
by the above: the refinement of scientific concepts used is part of the task of
developing a comprehensive approach to the problem, and the analysis of the
Union's internal space flows to the prognostic model for the development of the
Union.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

The publications cited in the abstract show sufficient prior preparation of the
author on the issues presented in the dissertation, incl. a systematic approach to
integration, knowledge of the EU's energy and energy markets, for the one-on-
one strategic project.

6. Evaluation of the Author’s extended summary
The abstract (50 pages) accurately reflects the content of the dissertation.
