1. Details about the dissertation author

The dissertation author has submitted for discussion his Dissertation Paper at the
Human Resources and Social Protection Department of the General Economics Faculty of
the UNWE in pursuance to Art. 39 of the Implementing Rules on the Development of
Academic Staff Act. This dissertation-paper defence procedure was launched on the
following grounds: decisions of the Department Council (Minutes of Meeting No. 4, dated
13" Dec 2019) and Faculty Council (Minutes of Meeting No. 12, dated 17" Dec 2019).

2. Brief description of the Dissertation Paper submitted

The Dissertation Paper is structured as follows: introduction, five chapters,
conclusion and list of references. It totals 236 pages.

The relevance of the topic is beyond dispute both from a theoretical and from an
applied- research point of view. Even though serious texts are in place, the interrelation
between culture and economy in the theoretical publications is not sufficiently elaborated on.
The relevance of the topic is further enhanced by how Bulgaria is placed in Europe and
globally in terms of its values and levels of social trust.

The goal of the Dissertation paper is clearly formulated; the Candidate’s efforts and
contributions merit the award of a Doctor of Science academic degree. Seven objectives are



set resulting from the goal of the Dissertation Paper. The object and subject of the latter are
clearly and precisely formulated. The dissertation author works to prove seven main thesis
statements. Very good familiarity with the relevant scientific literature is to be observed. The
list of references contains over 150 items (out of which 24 in Bulgarian and 126 in English).

3. Evaluation of the obtained basic-research and applied-research
results

The Dissertation Paper is a step in the theoretical and practical developments in the
Culture — Social Trust research field. An important aspect is that these concepts are regarded
both in a macro-social context and in their relation to economy, and in terms of how they
relate to the individual mechanisms of perception and motivation. This is also the basis for
the analytical reflection on the value system of the Bulgarians, including the way social trust
operates on Bulgarian terms.

The objectives of the study are achieved; the author’s hypotheses are duly tested out;
the author’s thesis is defended. The study shows convincingly that between national culture
and national economy there are important interrelations along the lines of effectiveness,
growth and specificities. The author goes in depth in interpreting culture and offers original
interpretations. The thesis statement goes that through its value tools culture mediates and
influences the mechanisms of perception and motivation and operates as a strong motivator
for social and economic behaviours. The conclusion about generalised social trust as an
infrastructural element of cultures is valuable. This stance has both theoretical and
methodological dimensions to it. It can be incorporated in models that go to explain the
different effectiveness of the same economic measures and policies in different cultural
environments.

In the Dissertation Paper characteristic features of the Bulgarian national culture and
the Bulgarian social trust are analysed in comparison to other European cultures. For this
purpose the author has processed correctly a large set of representative primary data lifted
from the European Social Surveys (ESS). Aspects of some dominant values of Bulgarians are
analysed; the mechanisms of their operation are disclosed. Individual attention is paid to the
reasons behind their formation. The emphasis on the markedly low levels of generalised
social trust and a series of more private trusts with Bulgarians has its own heuristic value.
This Thesis can inform various social and economic policies and practices in Bulgaria.

The methodology used in the Dissertation Paper is adequate and contains own
contributions. The limitations are defendable; they are phrased correctly.

The objectives set have been achieved, as well as the goal.

4. Evaluation of the basic-research and applied-research
contributions

Prof. Marin Paunov’s contributions of primarily theoretical nature in the submitted
Dissertation Paper include the following:



The main topics and viewpoints of the discourse on the interrelation between culture
and economy are analysed and summarised, both historically and from the perspective
of modern times; key historical concepts and modern approaches are reflected on and
systematised. The understanding of culture and its place both in society, and in relation
to economy, is enriched and further developed; a new, deeper understanding of the
essence of culture and its meaning is offered.

An original understanding and explanation of the mechanism for culture impacting on
behaviour is drawn out and convincingly justified by the author primarily on the basis
of the link homeostatic imbalances — motivation — values — behaviour.

The Candidate elaborates on the nature of generalised social trust as a bedrock
characteristic of society. He draws out in an original way and proves the role of this
kind of trust as an infrastructural element of cultures significantly related to a number
of their private dimensions (power distance, individualism vs collectivism, ambiguity
tolerance). This is both a theoretical and a methodological contribution.

In summary the dissertation author’s applied-research contributions are as follows:

Based on most up-to-date and voluminous data and in comparison with other EU states,
the author analyses the specifics of the Bulgarian value system using Schwartz’s value
sets, together with their more specific manifestations and the reasons behind them.

The levels, dimensions and social and economic outcomes of the Bulgarian social
distrust — both generalised, and in its specific manifestations — are studied; based on
this, issues are raised and conclusions made concerning the levels of economic
development and the nature of social dynamics.

The most significant courses and directions of the wide public debate required to cope
with the Bulgarian value crises and solve the problem with values and trust in
Bulgarian reality are mapped out through the prism of the channels most largely
responsible for building values and trust - family, the media, the church, school.

5. Evaluation of the publications relevant to the Dissertation Paper

The author has been working on topics related to the Dissertation Paper for over 20

years now. His publications are widely known and used by the research community. For the
purposes of the Defence Procedure the author has highlighted some of his publications with
most direct bearings on the topic of this Dissertation Paper. Fifteen texts are listed (4 of
which in English and 10 in Bulgarian). Out of these publications 4 are monographs (some of
them issued many times) which have practically acquired the status of standards?. Two of the
publications are scientific studies published in UNWE’s Scientific Papers. Four scientific
articles are included (one of which published in SCOPUS). Four international conference
contributions (reports) are listed too (including in Madrid and Lisbon).

The publication activity is fully sufficient. The quality of the published texts is high.
The requirements for public availability of the findings in Bulgaria and abroad are met.
