presented by Assoc. Prof. Evgeni Georgiev Evgeniev for awarding the Ph.D. of the scientific
degree in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Economics and Labor
Organization"

The presented dissertation work is in a total volume of 236 pages, incl. 176 pages of text.
Structured in the Introduction, six chapters and Conclusion. It complies with the requirements
laid down in Art. 5, para. 3, item 1 and 2 of the Rules. It includes theoretical summaries and
solutions of major problems for our modern economy and its enterprises - the organization of
work and does not repeat the topic and content of the dissertation thesis presented by the

author for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree "doctor".
I Actuality:

The problem of labor, in its different dimensions, has not lost its relevance from the time of
Aristotle, through the representatives of the classical political economy, the Capital of Marx, to
the modern Economics of Labor. The reason is that work has always been and remains a major
factor in the process of public production. The high dynamics of technological change in recent
decades and the introduction of highly automated and robotized manufacturing systems have
not diminished the importance of this factor, on the contrary, its role is growing. Another issue
is that quantitative and qualitative changes in the organization of production have been and

continue to influence the nature and forms of manifestation of labor and the labor process.

The modifications under consideration of the system of production relations have their
specificities in the context of the transition to a market economy in the former socialist
countries. There is also a specific feature at the national level, as the changes in Eastern Europe
were made with different dynamics, with particularities in the processes of privatization, with a
different role of the state and non-governmental organizations, with different potential for the

impact of business, state and professional labor organizations. In this sense, the proposed



specific study of the categories and relations under consideration in the specific Bulgarian

conditions has a high degree of relevance and fills a certain gap in our economic literature.
1. Thesis, object, subject, purpose and tasks of the study

Assoc. Prof. Evgeniev argues that "some of the scientific basis and the instrument of the
organization of labor activity in our country do not fully meet the contemporary market
conditions, which requires the adoption of appropriate measures for its improvement and use".
The formulation of the thesis is, in principle, correct, but it is not sufficiently clear which part of
the scientific basis and exactly which tools require improvement. Although these details are
dealt with in separate chapters, they are not reflected sufficiently convincingly in the thesis.
Because hardly anyone doubts that the scientific basis and the organization of the labor activity
really do not meet the modern market conditions. If they were responding, our economy would

not be last in the EU on labor productivity and competitiveness.

The subject of research (the organization of labor activity in Bulgaria), the subject of research
(the essential elements of the work activity and its organization and their alignment with the
overall organizational activity of the enterprise as well as the challenges for their development)
and the purpose of the study and the problems of the organization of the labor activity of the
modern stage of socio-economic development of the country and on this basis to indicate the
possibilities for its improvement) are formulating exactly plus sufficient exhaustive. Prof.
Evgeniev has systematized six basic research tasks arranged in logical sequence and
interrelation. Undoubtedly, the ultimate task of "Identifying and defining the main challenges,
opportunities and prospects for the development of work and its organization" is most
important because it is related to the expected outcome of the study: to make

recommendations for improving the organization of the labor activity.

Essentially, task execution is differentiated in the six relatively independent chapters. The first
one is adequately focused on the comparative analysis of what has been achieved in the
specialized literature on this subject. In the other chapters, the study moves on the principle of
building knowledge on the chosen subject, and this gradual incorporation gradually involves its

different dimensions and mutual dependencies. From this point of view, it can be assumed that



the structure of the dissertation responds adequately to the objectives and tasks of the

analysis.
1l. Methods, restrictive conditions
For the research in the dissertation thesis three basic methods were chosen:
A. The method of expert assessments;
B. The statistical method and
C. The Sociological Method.

But the author has clearly underestimated this crucial element of each dissertation because the
methods are only stated without answering a number of questions, such as: why exactly these
methods were chosen, where and how it is intended to be applied in the different parts of the
study, what are the expected results. Furthermore, the notions of "statistical" and
"sociological" methods require specification, as there are many different methods of study in
statistics and sociology. No distinction has also been made between the "method" and the

"survey methodology".

Three restrictive conditions are indicated. The first ("In analyzing the demographic and
macroeconomic trends we have stopped on those which we think have an impact on labor
activity and its organization at national level") and the third one ("Mostly officially published
statistical data were used in the last Statistical Yearbook of NSI although we have followed not
few research and publications of individual authors and institutions that differ from each other
and some even contradict ") are acceptable and well-founded. But, in my opinion, the accepted
second constraint ("We have not entered the specifics of the organization of labor activity in
individual enterprises, nor do we give examples of this because the diversity is too great and
would lead to unnecessary dilution of the exhibition") is debatable. Dissertation work would
have a higher value if several examples of the real economy were introduced. They could be
from different sectors or from one selected sector, but show how changes in the organization

of work in a particular company lead to increased production efficiency, improved working



climate, better personal satisfaction, n. or to compare different patterns of work organization
organization in companies in the same industry in order to derive their advantages and
disadvantages. A clear benefit would be the comparison of firms in the same industry but in
different EU countries. This can also be considered as a recommendation to continue this

analysis in future research.
V. Level of Critical Analysis of Used Literature

A total of 76 literary sources were used. 61 of them are in Bulgarian language, incl. 11
translation by foreign authors. It is positive that enough publications of Bulgarian researchers
have been used. This is a definite plus. Reliable sources of statistics can also be identified, which
also adds to the conclusions of evolving trends, structural changes, attitudes, changes in
absolute levels, as well as given dependencies. However, two facts can not be overlooked:
Firstly, the total number of cited sources, despite their good selection and significance, should

be greater.

The number of foreign authors used may be satisfactory - 26. The author of this dissertation
thesis should take this into account in the future expansion of this study. There is a particular
potential in hundreds of Internet-accessible articles, reports and research for specific
companies in individual countries. For example, a more detailed comparative analysis of
publications on the issue of Change Management, which is generally focused on the
organization of the labor process, would further increase the level of this study. Prof. Evgeniev
has achieved good quality critical analysis of the main productions of individual economic
schools and individual and foreign authors. In most cases, his author's position and assessment

is well articulated.
V. Contributions to dissertation work

The contributions made by the author of the dissertation are six, as follows: 1. The general and
the difference between the term "labor" as an economic category and the term "work activity"
are articulated and formulated; 2.The main changes in the work activity were analyzed and an

example model for adapting the enterprises to them was proposed; 3. Describe the main



activities in the four main directions of the enterprise's organizational activity; 4. Working
conditions are defined and analyzed as a relatively separate part of the organization of labor
activity and a factor for its effectiveness. Guidelines have been defined and substantive
proposals for its development have been made; 5. Specific suggestions have been made to
improve work in the field of social partnership, based on a specific sociological survey; 6. The
challenges outlined in the dissertation thesis and summarized in seven strands in the last sixth
chapter can be used in the development of a long-term National Strategy for the Development

of the Republic of Bulgaria.

In my opinion, contributions of 2.5 and 6 can be accepted as essential contributions to the
applied theory of work organization. The contributions 1, 3 and 4 are predominantly
descriptive, although the author has demonstrated opportunities to specify the categorical
apparatus and has drawn some additional features. | would like to highlight the contribution to
defining the challenges in the field of work organization and the policies by which they can be

addressed.

The autorepret is responsible for the form and content of the dissertation and faithfully reflects
its main analyzes, conclusions and suggestions. The six publications made are sufficient and
directly correspond to the content of the dissertation, reflecting the main achievements of the
dissertation. The main publication is a monographic "Organization of Labor Activity in Bulgaria"
and was published by the prestigious publishing house "Prof. M. Drinov "at the Bulgarian

Academy of Sciences. A certain minus is that there is no publication in foreign publications.

In conclusion, weighing the merits and imperfections in the dissertation, | propose to the

scientific jury to award the scientific degree "Doctor of Sciences" by Prof. E. Evgeniev.
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
