1. Information for the dissertant

Andrey Bundjulov graduated from the Sofia University "St.Kliment Ohridski",
specialty "Philosophy"”, specialization "Sociology" in 1976. That same year he was appointed
as a trainee-assistant at the Centre for Theory and Management of the Ideological Process at
the Academy of Social Sciences and Social Management. In the period 1978-1988 he was
Assistant Professor in Sociology of Social Management at the Department of Sociology at
Sofia University "St.Kliment Ohridski”. The professional career of A.Bungjulov continued
(1990-92) as a research fellow at the National Centre for Public Opinion Research and since
1992 - as an associate of the Institute for Social Critics. In 1996 he obtained a Ph.D. degree
in Sociology. Since 1997 A.Bungjulov has been a lecturer at the Department of Ethnology

and Sociology at the Plovdiv University “Paisii Hilendarski”. In 1999 he was elected



associate professor in the same department, lecturing in sociology of politics and sociology
of history. Since 2007 he has been associate professor at the Department of Economic
Sociology at the University of National and World Economy. A.Bundjulov is the author of
more than 30 scientific publications - monographs, books, studies and articles. He has
participated in 11 scientific research projects and 14 scientific conferences.

A.Bundjulov submitted his dissertation thesis for discussion at the Department of
Economic Sociology at the University of National and World Economics according to Art.
39 of the Regulations for the Application of the Act for the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (RAADASRB). The initiation of the procedure for the
defense of the dissertation thesis was implemented on the basis of a decision of the Economic
Sociology Department (Protocol No. 251 / 14.03.2019) and a decision of the Faculty Council
of the Faculty of General Economics (Protocol No. 3 /02.04.2019) at the UNWE.

2. Summary of the presented dissertation work

Dissertation is ambitious and impressive not only in quantitative terms but mostly as
a conceptual and strategically oriented text with the intention to develop a new sociological
field, defined as the historical sociology of political visibility. The multilayer interactions and
interlaces, mutual mediations and transformations of the political forms of power, the images
of political visibility and the spheres of publicity are thematised. The perspective of the
author goes beyond the conventional view of the political sociology as an independent
discipline and focuses on the presence of politics in other social fields and on how it builds
on their institutions and political-administrative apparatuses.

One should respect the author's attempt to rationalize, summarize and present
systematically his over thirty-years empirical and theoretical studies of the “power-visibility-
publicity” relations as "different modes of functioning of historically specific intermediary
structures, social systems and fields that intersect and mutually mediate themselves" (p.12).
This effort implies and explains the multi-layered nature of dissertation work, covering
various interrelated topics and levels of analysis, placed in a very broad theoretical and
methodological context - the theory of social space, field and habitus (P.Bourdieu);
M.Foucault's idea of heterotopic spaces; the theory of intermediary structures;
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phenomenological visibility studies; "imagined communities” (B.Andersen); network
approach and ANT theory (Br.Latour) and others. This approach strongly testifies to the
author's vast erudition and deep intellectual penetration into the dissertation topic. At the
same time, it is possible to trace the original author's insight and his discerning
interpretations, which follow clear thematic lines in the whole dissertation and reveal its logic
and theoretical conception. They are explicitly stated in the dissertation thesis - "the
constitution of appearances, visibility and images of visibility through power and vice versa
as processes of historical transformation of different types of intermediary structures; the
analysis of public spaces with their inherent fields and modes of vision as heterotopic spaces
of symbolic power; the inversion of power-visibility that occurs with the emergence and
development of boundlessly expanding structures in the modern, late and post-modern
capitalist society"(p.18).

The content of the dissertation consists of a preface, a methodological introduction,
three parts, ten chapters and a conclusion, five figures and two pictures and has a total
volume of 475 pages. The bibliography includes 364 titles, including 56 in English and
French and 22 in Russian. Its structure is well thought out and logically organized, the
author’s statements and conclusions are supported by strong arguments, and the style of the
thesis is a model of scientific discourse. The purpose, object, subject and main research
hypotheses and assumptions of the dissertation are clearly defined in the preface. In the
comprehensive, but necessary and useful introduction, the research field is justified, the used
conceptual-analytical "grid" is presented, the methodological framework and instruments of
the dissertation are outlined. The first part focuses on the problem of the reflexivity of the
sociological study of power and politics. The concepts of “political”, “politics” and “political
power” are distinguished and some of the most influential conceptualisations of power have
been critically analysed (Weber, Elias, Schmitt, Foucault, Bourdieu). The modern contexts of
the inversions "power - visibility - politics - economy" are introduced. The second part deals
with some basic concepts, used by the author: heterotopia and utopic, heterotopic and tropic
effects, which describe the public spaces as spaces of symbolic power. They represent the
historical transformations of the regimes and the images of visibility/publicity - the ancient
"spectacular publicity”; mediaeval "representative publicity”; the "mirror ceremonial

publicity” of the court society; "liberal bourgeois publicity” at the beginning of modernity;
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anonymous modern publicity. A special emphasis is placed on socialist heterotopia as a space
of symbolic power and its over-ideologized and over-visualized publicity. The third part
analyses the changes in the late post-Stalinist socialism and the beginning of the post-
socialist social transformations with their characteristic features of power and the constructed
images of visibility (the “struggle for the past”, the crisis of the “biographical machines” and
the succession of the elites, the “double rejection”, the transformations of the networks and
the intertwining of the inherited and the new social connections and network structures,
capital restructuring and conversion, etc.). In this context, the question arises about the

historical boundaries of capitalism and the future of the modern world.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained

I will only highlight the most important achievements of the author, which give me
solid grounds for supporting the dissertation:

Firstly, the dissertation and the research perspective have an original and innovative
character. The goals set are fully achieved and the main conclusions are convincingly
defended. The preliminary hypotheses and assumptions of the dissertation are well verified.

Secondly, the author demonstrates wide-ranging erudition, excellent knowledge and
skilful analytical use of a huge amount of scientific literature on the dissertation topic. The
ability of the author to systematize and critically evaluate various theoretical concepts and
methodological approaches to understanding, explanation, research and conceptualization of
the “power-visibility-publicity” triad makes an excellent impression.

Thirdly, a new problem field has been developed, localized in the border area
between the sociology of politics and the sociology of publicity - the "historical sociology of

political visibility". Main conceptual tools ("appearances",

visibility"”, "images of visibility",
etc.) are developed, grounded on the theoretical paradigms of phenomenological analysis of
visibility, socio-analysis and psychoanalysis, the theory of intermediary structures, network
analysis.

Fourth, the mutual mediations of the political and economic field are analysed in the
context of the transformations of modern capitalism, having the effect of spreading economic

logic in all social fields, including in the political field as phenomena of political fetishism. It
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is shown how different modes of visibility/publicity are produced through intertwined and
mutual mediations of different symbolic forms - economic, political, religious, and legal.

Fifth, conceptual distinctions have been made between the utopic, heterotopic and
tropic effects in the public space, defined as a space of symbolic power. The historical
structural transformations of publicity (mirror, panoptic, anonymous, etc.) has been traced.
The socialist Stalinist model of power has been considered as a heterotopia with specific
network patterns, related to the negation of modern mediation structures, the hampering of
legal regulation, and the coexistence of ideology and discipline.

Sixth, the perceived notion of post-socialist social transformations as a "transition
from totalitarianism and the state economy to democracy and market” has been
problematized and interpreted as an ideological image of visibility. It obscures the complex,
multifaceted and structured, institutional and networked social transformations at different
levels, as well as the rational economic, political and legitimation strategies of the social
actors. These processes are described by the notions of "political-economic symbiosis™ and
"conversion molecules” through which networks of the "former regime" are disintegrated,

transformed and reconfigured in post-socialist social space.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

| accept the description of the scientific contributions presented by the dissertant (pp.
63-65 of the author’s abstract), which adequately reflect his research achievements.
Contributions with methodological, theoretical and meta-theoretical character could be
identified in the dissertation thesis. The dissertation research enriches the available
knowledge, the methodological approaches, the conceptual interpretations and the apparatus
in the thematic subject area. A broad theoretical framework is proposed for exploring the
historical transformations of political regimes through various types of publicity, structural

transformations of publicity, historically specific images of visibility.

5. Assessment of dissertation publications

A list of 11 author's publications related to the dissertation topic (two of which are in
a foreign language) has been presented. The author's publications are sufficient in number,
they meet professional quality standards, and have received recognition in a critical academic

environment.

6. Author’s abstract assessment

The abstract (68 pages) fully and accurately reflects the content and the results
achieved of the study. It also presents correctly the contributions of the dissertation thesis
with a theoretical and scientific-applied character, as well as a list of publications of the
dissertant on the subject of the dissertation.

A reference for the fulfilment of the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b,
para. 2 and 3 of the ADASRB has been applied, according to which it can be concluded that

these requirements have been met.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

I highly appreciate the author’s work on the dissertation, carried out from his own
original theoretical and methodological perspective, situated in a multidimensional and
multi-layered disciplinary context. | would ask only two questions to the dissertant that are
implicitly incorporated in the dissertation text but the answers could be additionally
elaborated:

First, what are the key institutional and network power resources of the politically
delegitimized party nomenclature and of the security services at the beginning of the post-
socialist social transformations that allow for the realization of the political-economic
symbioses, capital conversions and the formation of the so-called "national capital” and "new

political elite"?
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Second, are there structural reasons stemming from the development and
transformation of post-socialist institutional and network power configurations, which could
explain why the initial legitimation strategies of the “new/old” elites associated with the
recognition of the "European values of market economy and liberal democracy” have

evolved towards “traditional, christian and nationalistic values" in recent years?

8. Conclusion

The dissertation has been elaborated in compliance with the normative requirements
for awarding the scientific degree "Doctor of Sciences"”, as reflected in the Act for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations
for its Application adopted by the Council of Ministers and the Regulations for the
organization and conducting competitions for acquiring academic degrees and for taking
academic positions at UNWE.

Based on the merits of the dissertation and the creative achievements of the author,
given his broad knowledge of the subject and his contribution to the development of a new
disciplinary sociological field, I consider that the dissertation thesis "Power and Visibility.
Towards a Historical Sociology of Political Visibility" meets the requirements for awarding a
scientific degree "Doctor of Sciences"” to Andrey Bundjulov, and I call upon the members of

the distinguished scientific jury to vote accordingly.
