1. Information about the dissertant

The dissertant has submitted his dissertation for evaluation at the Department of
Statistics and Econometrics, Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics of the
UNWE in accordance with Article 39 of the Regulation on the Application of the
Law on Academic Staff Development. The launch of the dissertation defense
procedure was done on the basis of the decision of the Department Council
(Protocol No. 1 / 30.01.2025) and the Faculty Council (protocol No. 2 /
20.02.2025).

The dissertant was born in 1979 in Sofia and graduated from the National High
School of Trade and Banking in 1998. In the period 2002-2006 he worked at the



National Statistical Institute as an expert, as well as in the period 2014-2016 as a
Head of the Department of General Methodology and Analysis. In the period
2006-2013 he used to work at Market Links Co. Ltd. (Sofia) as a statistician. He
obtained a PhD degree at the Department of Statistics and Econometrics in 2010.
He worked in the same department as an Assistant Professor (since 2006) and
Senior Assistant Professor (since 2010); since 2017 he is with the same
department as an Associate Professor. Dr. Naydenov was elected as the Head of
the department in 2022.

2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation

The submitted dissertation has a total length of 238 pages, of which 223 pages of
main text, 8 pages of bibliography and 7 pages of appendix. Structurally, the
thesis consists of an introduction, four chapters and a conclusion. The list of
references used contains 55 titles in Bulgarian and 53 in English, together with
29 Internet sources. There is a considerable illustrative material, including 62
diagrams and 140 tables.

The relevance of the chosen topic is indisputable - there is hardly any doubt that
domestic tourism is a key component of the aggregate tourism sector of the
Bulgarian economy, complementing international tourism, and moreover — its
development is a sustainable indicator of the dynamics of the living standards
and purchasing power of the resident population of the country. A systematic
study of the characteristics and dynamics of this segment would provide
important analytical information to support the justification and formulation of
public policies to stimulate the development of this tourism segment.

The object of the dissertation relates to a complex of aspects of domestic tourism,
including the Bulgarian citizens doing tourist trips within the country, along with
the statistical indicators allowing to assess the status, dynamics and factor
influences of certain variables on the development of domestic tourism. On this
basis, the subject of the study is defined in a multidimensional way, namely the
characteristics of the population-object of the study, its behavior and satisfaction
from the domestic travel, the practices of organizing and conducting domestic
tourism, the dynamics of the indicators of the development of this subsector, etc.
The time scope of the study is defined in the limiting conditions, namely the
period from 2012 to 2023.

The defined subject and object of the dissertation directly correspond to its main
objective, namely to overcome the fragmentation of the study of the phenomenon



of domestic tourism by applying a holistic approach to the analysis of its status
and dynamics through the methods of descriptive, diagnostic and predictive
statistical analysis. The objective is achieved on the basis of analysis of reliable
empirical data with high methodological quality, where seven research tasks are
successively executed for the thesis development.

An ambitious research thesis is formulated, which advocates the view that the
Bulgarian scientific literature lacks an up-to-date, in-depth and comprehensive
statistical study of the status, dynamics and factorial conditioning of domestic
tourism. At the same time, a detailed study of this segment, carried out using rich
modern tools of the statistical approach and based on a reliable empirical base,
has the potential to provide useful scientific and applied results on the subject.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied results

Undoubtedly, the relevance of the studied issue stems from the constantly high
role and importance of the tourism sector for the development of the Bulgarian
economy and its sustainable integration into the European Economic Area. An
important point here is the provision of useful empirical information of an
analytical nature to support the rationale and decision making on public policies
regarding the focused segment of the tourism market in Bulgaria, and in
particular their regional aspects. It is important to bear in mind that potential
Imbalances exacerbate various inequalities, bringing to the fore specific problems
whose solution requires adequate information provision.

The conducted scientific research on the state, characteristics and dynamics of
domestic tourism in Bulgaria testifies to the successful use of the capability of
the statistical methodology to provide reliable information of undeniable utility
for applied sectoral analyses. On this basis, | believe that the results obtained
have the potential to support the scientific justification of sectoral policies. The
presentation shows that the dissertant is well informed about the research
approaches to applied statistical analysis, using correctly and purposefully key
statistical indicators for the state and dynamics of aggregate characteristics of
domestic tourism in Bulgaria. A significant range of thematically relevant
Bulgarian and foreign specialized literature sources have been studied, the
systematization of which contributes to the relevance and scientific justification
of the conducted analysis.

The overall impression of the paper is very good, having a clear style of
exposition, correct terminology, and application of adequate conceptual



apparatus. The volume of the dissertation meets the usual requirements for such
a scientific work in the scientific field 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences".
The chosen statistical methodology provides the possibilities to extract various
characteristics of the target populations, as well as to assess patterns of a
persistent trend in the dynamics of the selected key indicators. Appropriate tables
and relevant graphical representations have been used to illustrate the nature of
the visualized information. The content of the dissertation undoubtedly testifies
to the knowledge and skills possessed by the dissertant to conduct independent
applied research at the required high scientific level, obtaining useful analytical
results and testing research hypotheses.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

| fully accept the scientific contributions of the dissertation as formulated in the

reference list attached to the abstract. They reflect the new scientific and applied

results obtained from the dissertant's research work on the chosen topic. Special
emphasis should be placed on the following scientific contributions:

- Based on a critical analysis, the existing information base and officially
available statistical indicators (designed to reflect essential characteristics of
domestic tourism in Bulgaria) have been systematized.

- An author's system of key indicators is proposed for measuring significant
aspects of the state and dynamics of domestic tourism in Bulgaria, with
optimal information provision at both micro and macro levels.

- A complex model of the perception of key latent factors of the consumer
satisfaction with summer domestic holiday tourism in Bulgaria is proposed.

There are also a number of applied contributions related to the successful
approbation of the system of key indicators (including assessment at low regional
level /municipal/) as well as the impact model, and important conclusions on the
current state and dynamics of the domestic tourism segment are proposed.
Recommendations and guidelines for decisions at national and company level are
formulated concerning the development of domestic tourism in Bulgaria. Taking
into account the co-authorship protocols attached to the accompanying
publications, there is no doubt that the contributions mentioned above are a
personal achievement of the dissertant.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

Eight scientific publications are attached to the dissertation, including one single
authored article and seven other articles published in specialized journals (six of
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which indexed in Scopus or Web of Science). These publications substantially
reflect the achievements of the dissertation, meeting the minimum scientific
requirements for a dissertation in Scientific Area ““3. Social, Economic and Legal
Sciences”. No unacceptable violations of the usual rules of scientific ethics were
observed. | would recommend to the author that after the eventual defense, the
work should be published as a stand-alone book on the basis of a defended
dissertation.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The presented abstract is of optimal length and structure, reflecting the main
aspects of the dissertation to the required extent as well as the results obtained
therein.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

The thesis submitted contains in a highly structured form new scientific results
obtained by the dissertant as a result of his active participation in research
projects with a specific thematic focus on domestic tourism in Bulgaria. The
dissertation testifies to its author's ability to formulate specific research questions
and hypotheses, identifying opportunities for seeking empirical support within
the framework of available scientific and information resources. | have no
specific criticisms, but | would recommend the dissertant to seek further
opportunities to disseminate the obtained research results in prestigious scientific
journals at home and abroad.
