1. Information about the dissertation candidate

e The dissertation candidate has submitted his dissertation for discussion at
the Department of Statistics and Econometrics at the Faculty of Applied
Informatics and Statistics of the University of National and World
Economy in accordance with Article 39 of the Regulations for the
Implementation of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria.
The disclosure of the dissertation defense procedure was carried out on
the basis of: a decision of the Department Council of the Department of
Statistics and Econometrics (Minutes No. 1/ 30.01.2025) and a decision
of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Applied Informatics and
Statistics (Minutes No. FS-2/20.02.2025) at the University of National
and World Economy.

e Brief biographical information
The dissertation candidate has been a lecturer in the Department of
Statistics and Econometrics at the University of National and World
Economy - Sofia since 2006 to the present, and has been an associate
professor since 2017, and head of the department since 2022. In addition,



from 2021 to the present, he has held the position of Chief Secretary for
Analysis and Control of Academic Activities at the same university.

He has also held the following positions: Head of Department at the
National Statistical Institute, Statistician at Market LINKS Ltd., Expert at
the National Statistical Institute. The dissertation candidate holds a
bachelor's and master's degree in "Statistics and Econometrics™ and is a
PhD in "Statistics and Demography"

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

e The dissertation work contains 237 pages and consists of a preface,
introduction, four chapters, conclusion, sources of information and
appendix. The text uses 62 figures and 140 tables.

e The relevance of the topic is undeniable, considering that the

development of tourism in its various forms is embedded in a significant
part of regional development strategies. The favorable climate of our
country, the diverse relief, the presence of a large number of historical
monuments, mineral springs, architectural landmarks, rich local traditions
and customs, the multitude of natural phenomena and eco-trails make a
large number of destinations attractive for tourism.
The initiative to visit 100 selected national tourist sites also contributes to
the development of domestic tourism. The improvement of
accommodation conditions in new hotels, guest houses, renovated chalets
and improved campsites makes domestic tourism competitive with travel
outside the country. Last but not least, the costs required for domestic
tourism meet the capabilities of an increasing part of the population.

e The purpose and objectives of the study are clearly defined.

e The main thesis is focused on obtaining more comprehensive and in-
depth information on the state and development of domestic tourism
through the application of an appropriate set of statistical methods. Its
proof would improve the information security for businesses when
necessary to make strategic management decisions.

e The object and subject of the dissertation work become clear from its
title. The object of research interest is the territory of the Republic of
Bulgaria with its tourist sites and places of accommodation, and the
subject of research is the state and dynamics of domestic tourism carried
out by Bulgarian citizens, whose profile is very complex and
significantly affects the motivation for tourism.The author has explained
in detail the multifaceted nature of the study, arising from the



multifaceted nature of tourism, the diverse factors that affect it, and the
manner of presenting the available information.

Six research hypotheses have been formulated, which are realistic and
contain rich opportunities for developing comprehensive and in-depth
analyses of the problem under consideration.

The sources used include 55 titles in bulgarian, 53 in latin and 29 internet
sites. The selection of sources is appropriate. A significant part of them
are contemporary and include publications by leading authors in the field
of tourism and statistics. The information sources used are correctly
cited.

When summarizing the available experience, an analytical style
dominates, and due attention has been paid to good practices, traditions,
and the potential for future development of domestic tourism - both
short-term and long-term, with cognitive and recreational purposes.

The emphasis is on the most attractive and preferred destinations for
tourism with the necessary depth and research precision. The main
factors influencing the choice of tourism as a form of holiday recreation,
as well as the choice of a specific tourist destination, are discussed.
Attention is paid to the impact of crisis circumstances /the Covid 19
pandemic/ on the quantity and peculiarities of the organization of tourist
trips in the country.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The results achieved in the dissertation are distinguished by originality,
usefulness and novelty. A comprehensive and in-depth analysis of the
state, dynamics and factor conditions of domestic tourism has been
carried out, observing the basic principle in statistics of the priority of
gualitative analysis over quantitative.

The introduction skillfully presents the relevance, purpose, objectives,
subject and object, and the main thesis of the study.

The first chapter is fundamental. Based on well-researched experience
from publications by other authors, the problems have been revealed and,
with a clear vision of the need for analytical information to solve them,
appropriate indicators have been selected, key categories have been
defined, and the opportunity to choose a set of statistical methods with
appropriate cognitive capabilities has been provided.

In the second chapter, the characteristics of the group of methods, the
sources of information are conscientiously outlined and the arguments for
the selection of software products suitable for the implementation of the
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analysis are highlighted. The detailed methodological justification allows
for continuity in the sense of conducting comparative studies in the future
using the same methodology. It can be accepted as a model for the
flawless configuration of the methodological aspects of a similar type of
research with the possibility of application in another subject area. It is
Impressive that a representative sample has been obtained, which,
together with some comprehensive data sourced by the National
Statistical Institute, allows for the application of a wide range of
statistical methods for analysis.

The third and fourth chapters of the dissertation present the results of the
actual analysis. A large number of one-dimensional distributions
according to the studied characteristics are appropriately presented in a
graphical manner. With professional competence, data on factor and
result values, located on strong and weak statistical scales, have been
combined, selecting the typical indicators for tourism that relate to the
motivation of tourists, their preferences, demographic profile, etc. A wide
range of statistical methods have been skillfully used to reveal the
presence of correlation dependence, seasonality, dynamics, and to form
clusters.The theoretical justification of the analysis is impeccable, and the
presentation of the results is understandable and of great practical
significance both for the education of students and for real business, for
municipal self-government bodies and for state institutions related to
domestic tourism.The dissertation candidate correctly chose to focus the
research on Black Sea domestic tourism due to the population's clear
preference for it. The time series have the necessary length and the
prerequisites for their use for the purposes of the analysis have been
carefully studied. Factors for which there is an indication of the presence
of multicollinearity have been eliminated.

The conclusion clearly and precisely outlines: the profile of bulgarians
engaged in domestic tourism, the main factors shaping their activity,
preferences and degree of satisfaction, and the necessary management
impacts at macro and micro levels for the successful future development
of domestic tourism in Bulgaria. The forecasts made by the author based
on models constructed by him are optimistic. The conclusion makes it
clear what can and should be done to achieve the desired upswing in
domestic tourism in the interest of both the municipalities and the state,
as well as individual citizens.

It is worth noting the successful layout of the many tables, diagrams and
cartograms in the dissertation.
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e Without a doubt, it can be stated that the goal and objectives of the
dissertation have been achieved.

All
articles are in english, which provides wide access to them. All articles are
current and were published in the period 2021 — 2024. In terms of content, the
articles correspond to the topic of the dissertation work and in some cases the
scientific results published through them exceed those presented in the
dissertation. The articles contain a large number of diagrams and cartograms,
which significantly contribute to the quick and accurate perception of the
presented research results. The articles have been published in prestigious
scientific journals.
The study has passed the peer review process and is due for publication in the
journal Economic Alternatives, for which an official note has been submitted in
2024,
The study is independent with author Alexander Naydenov.
Authentic tables and figures were used to present the relationship between the
studied quantities and the results of the calculation procedures.
The study is in english and is on the topic of the dissertation.
In all publications presented by the dissertationist, a large number of literary
sources were used, which is a guarantee of awareness and a broad view of the
problems studied.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions
It can be said that | have essentially no critical remarks. Small and
insignificant imperfections can be noticed in the text of the dissertation, which
do not change the impression of a thorough scientific work with undeniable
benefits for science and practice.
| mean, for example, that:

e In figure 1.1. on page 37 of the dissertation, the types of indicators for
measuring dynamics are presented as quantitative and value. Considering
the nature of the indicators included in the two groups, it might be more
appropriate to call them natural and value.

e In table P2 of the appendix on pages 235-236, the % sign in the table
cells is not necessary since it is in the header row and the year or period
to which the information refers is not visible.

I have no recommendations for the dissertation. The development is a model
of diligence, correctness and professionalism. I am convinced that it is the
author's personal work, since all sources used are cited correctly and collective
publications are accompanied by separation protocols.

| have the following question for the author:

e How, in his opinion, can the needs of the population with lower incomes,
who state that price is an obstacle to undertaking domestic tourism more
often, be met? The desire of hoteliers in the country to build high-
category accommodation that is globally competitive and successfully
attracts solvent foreign tourists is evident, but it is not always accessible
to bulgarian tourists.
