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1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The dissertation candidate has submitted his dissertation for discussion at the
Department of Statistics and Econometrics / Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics of
the University of National and World Economy in accordance with Art. 39 of
REGULATIONS ON THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF
ACADEMIC STAFF IN THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA ACT. The disclosure of the
procedure for the defense of the dissertation was carried out on the basis of: decisions of the
Departmental Council (Protocol No. 1/30.01.2025) / Faculty Council (Protocol No. FC-
2/20.02.2025)

2. Brief description of the presented dissertation work

The presented dissertation is 237 pages long, of which 220 pages are pure text, 8
pages are bibliographic references and 6 pages are appendices, which present statistical data,
results of the analysis of the empirical material and a description of the variables in a national
representative study of tourism in Bulgaria. Structurally, the Phd Thesis consists of a preface,
introduction, four chapters, conclusion, a list of 55 literary sources used in Cyrillic, 53 in
Latin and 29 Internet sites and appendices. The work is richly supported by visual means for
presenting statistical information, containing 62 figures and 140 tables.

The relevance of the dissertation is beyond doubt. Domestic tourism, including travel
within the country by resident people, has a significant impact on the economy of Bulgaria,



which is expressed in various aspects. On the one hand, it is a factor in the development of
regions and the increase in employment, on the other - it has a directly measurable financial
result related to the realization of revenues in the budget, and on the third - it contributes to
the development of infrastructure and the strengthening of local culture and heritage. The in-
depth study of the current state and dynamics of domestic tourism in Bulgaria, as well as the
assessment of factor impacts with the help of the rich and constantly expanding tools of
statistical science creates the necessary prerequisites for making adequate management
decisions both at the national and regional levels.

The object of the study is the population of Bulgarian adults at a given point in time,
which is analyzed using time series composed of basic indicators of domestic tourism and in
relation to the assessment of factor influences in the momentary and dynamic aspect. The
subject of the study covers the state of the specific characteristics of the adult Bulgarian
population determining its "behavior" as a tourist in its own country, the specificity in the
dynamics of the main indicators of domestic tourism with a key macro-level character and
the specific features of the influence of specific factors both in terms of the state of the
characteristics of the population under study and in terms of the formation of the specific
features in the dynamics of macro indicators. Directly related to the defined object and
subject of the research are the aim, objectives and research thesis. The main objective of the
dissertation is to overcome the fragmentation and insufficient depth of the study of domestic
tourism in Bulgaria by applying the methods of descriptive, diagnostic and predictive
statistical analysis on empirical data of proven origin and high methodological quality. The
fulfilment of the main objective is specified in 7 research tasks, which have been fulfilled
correctly. Five of them are of theoretical and methodological nature and are related to an in-
depth study of the research of domestic tourism in Bulgaria, presentation of the basic
concepts and terminological features related to the statistical study of domestic tourism,
consideration of the methodological foundations of the statistical approach for solving the
main problems in the study of the status, dynamics and factor conditionality of domestic
tourism, description of the main sources of data for conducting the statistical study and the
resources for the study of domestic tourism. The remaining two tasks are of practical-applied
orientation and are limited to the approbation of the methods of descriptive, diagnostic and
predictive statistical analysis on real empirical data with a view to the in-depth analysis of the
state, dynamics and factor conditioning of domestic tourism in Bulgaria and the formulation
of recommendations and guidelines for solutions related to domestic tourism in Bulgaria.
According to the main research thesis, the Bulgarian scientific literature lacks an up-to-date,
in-depth and comprehensive statistical study of the state, dynamics and factorial conditioning
of domestic tourism, and overcoming this "deficit" can be achieved by applying the methods
of descriptive, diagnostic and predictive statistical analysis on the available empirical data of
proven origin and high methodological quality.

The study examined scientific literature that is directly related to the implementation
of the set goal, research tasks, working hypotheses and research thesis. It covers both the area
directly related to the literature review of domestic tourism research in Bulgaria, and the
parts related to information provision, in which the sources are divided into two main groups
- micro and macro data , the conceptual apparatus in the field of domestic tourism and the
research methodology, covering the justification for the use of appropriate statistical tools in
assessing the status, dynamics and factor dependence of key indicators for domestic tourism.



3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

Assoc. Prof. Al. Naydenov, PhD has made significant efforts in relation to the issues
he has studied, revealing the peculiarities and specific features of domestic tourism, applying
appropriate statistical and econometric methods for analyzing the state, changes over time
and its factorial conditionality, analyzing in detail the specialized literature in the field of
domestic tourism research and successfully identifying the unresolved problems related to
the demand and supply of tourist services by the adult population in Bulgaria, making tourist
trips within the country. In terms of the style and language of the work, one can observe
correctly presented, stylistically and semantically clear information, which is considered in
the necessary depth and presented in a manner befitting a completed scientific work.

The main problems related to the information provision of the study of domestic
tourism, including the quality of data and the choice of appropriate statistical methods for the
analysis of empirical material are discussed. The structure of the information system for the
qualitative research of domestic tourism is presented, justifying the theoretical model of the
statistical research of the state, dynamics and factor conditionality of domestic tourism in the
Republic of Bulgaria applied in the development and recommendations and guidelines for
solutions related to the regulation, functioning and stimulation of domestic tourism in
Bulgaria are made. A theoretical review of the main statistical methods and analyses that find
practical application in the dissertation is made - descriptive analysis in statics and dynamics,
hypothesis testing, logistic regression, cluster analysis, factor analysis (explanatory and
confirmatory), study of dependencies (incl. with non-parametric methods), Cronbach's alpha
coefficient, regression analysis (incl. logistic regression), estimation of characteristics for
small subgroups and others.

IBM SPSS Statistics, IBM SPSS AMOS , R with RStudio graphical interface, QGIS
Desktop and online software Datawrapper.de were used in the processing and analysis of the
statistical data in this dissertation and in the visualization of the results of these analyses. In
the different parts of the dissertation, the stated aim and specified tasks are consistently
fulfilled. The limitations of the research are correctly stated and argued.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The dissertation contains scientific and applied contributions that build on the
theoretical and empirical research in the field of statistical study of the status, dynamics and
factor conditionality of domestic tourism in Bulgaria. They are correctly defined in the
abstract and correspond to the achieved results. Their number is reduced to 7 as three of them
are of theoretical-methodological nature and 4 are of practical-applied nature and refer to the
results obtained from the empirical study, The most important in my opinion are:

1. With the help of a specially developed theoretical model of the study, the methods
of descriptive, diagnostic and predictive statistical analysis on real empirical data have been
used and important conclusions have been formulated concerning the current state, dynamics
and factorial conditioning of domestic tourism in Bulgaria.

2. Based on data from the nationally representative sample survey and data on the
main socio-demographic factor variables from the 2021 Census, an assessment of the
probability of visiting a seaside resort in Bulgaria by each adult at the municipality level is
made.

3. A structural equation model is used to estimate the impact of key latent factors on
satisfaction with domestic summer holiday tourism.



4. Based on the results obtained from the empirical data analyses, recommendations
and guidelines are formulated for the optimal functioning of domestic tourism at the national,
regional and company levels.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The dissertation work is accompanied by 1 independent study and 5 co-authored
articles, published in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned
databases of scientific information and 2 co-authored articles, published in non-refereed
journals with scientific review. The publications are directly related to the topic, object,
subject and main thesis of the dissertation work and reflect the main ideas in the dissertation.
The attached reference shows that the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2
and 3 of the Law on the Promotion of Higher Education and Research of the Republic of
Bulgaria for the acquisition of the scientific degree "Doctor of Sciences™ have been met. Out
of the required 100 points for the group of indicators from group D, 104.1 points have been
achieved. The requirements for the indicators from group E have also been met. 7 citations in
scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific
information, have been attached, achieving 105 points out of the required 100. Considering
the performance of the points in groups A and B, | believe that the publications fully
correspond to the topic of the dissertation.

6. Evaluation of the autoref

The abstract is 60 pages long and accurately reflects the dissertation work, giving a
complete picture of the scientific research conducted. It is written in a concise and well-
structured style, which demonstrates the author's skills in presenting the main stages and
results of his research in a synthesized, balanced and compact form.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

| have the following recommendations for the dissertation autor:

1. In the analysis of such a large and heterogeneous statistical information, it would
be good to present the primary data in the main text of the thesis by means of tables in the
appendices. In this way, the perception of the quantitative material will be facilitated and the
reader will have a more complete picture of the analysed information presented by means of
time series.

2. In the factor conditioning analysis, it was found that out of seven factor variables,
three dummy variables to capture the impact of seasonality and one dummy variable to
capture the impact of the pandemic associated with the spread of the COVID-19 virus, only
the impact of total household cash income and the dummy variable to capture the impact of
the third quarter were significant in the final model. In the first stage, due to
multicollinearity, total household monetary expenditure (EXPEND), harmonized consumer
price index (HCPI) and average gross monthly wage (SALARY) are removed. This is quite a
correct response in the presence of multicollinearity, but an alternative approach could also
be applied. Rather than directly eliminating observed variables between which strong
correlations are found, these can be examined using factor analysis to uncover hidden, latent
variables and the factor loadings of these latent variables subsequently used in the regression
model. On the other hand, the observed factor variables could be tested for stationarity using
classical unit root tests, and if found, the analysis could be carried out using Johansen's
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cointegration approach (with first-order integration of all observed factor variables) or an
autoregressive model with distribution lags (ARDL approach), proposed by Pesaran and
Pesaran in the presence of both stationary and integrated first-order variables.

I have a question: in the introduction, when the restrictive conditions are elaborated,
it is reflected that due to the clearly expressed preferences of Bulgarian tourists to the sea
tourism in the country, the subject of analysis is the Black Sea domestic tourism, and the
other types of tourism (mountain, urban, rural, balneo, etc.), which have a significantly
smaller "weight" in the total tourist flow, fall outside the scope of this study. Later, it is
mentioned that according to the representative national survey, about 1/3 of the respondents
practice winter (ski) tourism. Does the autor have any information on the official data on the
share of mountain, urban, rural balneotherapy in total domestic tourism?

8. Conclusion

Considering the completed nature of the presented work, taking into account the
merits and positive aspects of the dissertation, | believe that the dissertation candidate
possesses theoretical knowledge and skills for practical application of statistical tools in the
study of the status, trends and factor determinants of domestic tourism in Bulgaria. On the
basis of all the above, as well as the fact that the author meets the minimum national
requirements under the Article 2b, paragraphs 2 and 3, of the Law on the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria for obtaining the degree of Doctor of Science, |
give a positive assessment of the dissertation and will vote for the award of the degree of
Doctor of Science in the professional field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty Statistics,
Econometrics and Demography to Alexander Tsvetanov Naydenov.
