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9. Information about the dissertation candidate

The dissertation candidate has submitted his dissertation for discussion at
the Department of Statistics and Econometrics of the Faculty of Applied
Informatics and Statistics of the UNWE in accordance with Art. 39 of the
PPZRASRB. The disclosure of the procedure for the defence of the dissertation
was carried out on the basis of: decisions of the Department Council of the
Department of Statistics and Econometrics (Minutes No. 1/30.01.2025) and the
Faculty Council of the Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics (Protocol
No. FS-2/20.02.2025) .



The author of the dissertation has a bachelor's and master's degree in
Statistics and Econometrics and a doctorate in the scientific specialty 05.02.06
Statistics and Demography. He worked as an expert and head of a department at
the National Statistical Institute, and is currently an associate professor at the
Department of Statistics and Econometrics at the University of National and
World Economy - Sofia.

10.Brief description of the presented dissertation work

e Structure, volume
The dissertation has a volume of 237 pages, of which 220 pages are the

main text, 8 pages are bibliography and 6 pages are appendices. Structurally, it
consists of an introduction (6 pages), an exposition in four chapters
(respectively 38 pages, 34 pages, 91 pages and 45 pages), a conclusion (5
pages), sources of information and an appendix. The structure is balanced, with
a focus on the analysis of the state and factor conditions of domestic tourism.

e Brief assessment of: relevance of the topic; goal; tasks; object; subject;
main thesis; degree of knowledge of scientific literature and the
researched issue.

The researched issue is distinguished by a high degree of relevance and
significance . In the conditions of globalization and crisis events (pandemics,
military conflicts, natural disasters), which suppress the movement of tourists
between countries, the role of domestic tourism is increasing, both in terms of
economic aspects related to the development of infrastructure in individual
regions, the creation of jobs and increasing the income and well-being of the
population, strengthening local and national budgets; so in social terms, due to
the strengthening of local cultural identity, the preservation and popularization
of cultural heritage, the strengthening of the national spirit and the development
of patriotic education of adolescents.

The aim of the study is clearly presented as “overcoming the
fragmentation and insufficient depth of the study of domestic tourism in
Bulgaria by testing the methods of descriptive, diagnostic and prognostic
statistical analysis on empirical data with proven origin and high
methodological quality ” (p. 5). It is implemented through seven research tasks
aimed at studying Dbibliographic and information sources, clarifying
terminological features and statistical methodology, building a research model,
testing the analysis methods with real data, formulating conclusions and
recommendations for the development of domestic tourism.

The object and subject of study are precisely defined by the author,
considering the complex nature of the studied mass phenomenon and the multi-
layered structure of the statistical predicate. The research thesis is clearly



formulated on the basis of an analysis of literary sources and information data
sets. The reviewed scientific literature on the topic of the dissertation work
shows a thorough knowledge of scientific developments in the problem area, of
the possibilities of statistical theory to provide adequate tools for a thorough
analysis of the various aspects of domestic tourism in statics and dynamics, and
of the statistical practice for collecting data and interpreting statistical
indicators.

11.Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

o A brief presentation of the main scientific and/or applied scientific results
achieved in the dissertation.

The author's in-depth study of domestic tourism in Bulgaria yields both
theoretical and applied scientific results . The most important of them can be
summarized as follows:

e The lack of in-depth, up-to-date analyses in the Bulgarian scientific
literature that address both the state and the dynamics of domestic
tourism, including the factors influencing this phenomenon, has been
identified.

e An original theoretical model has been built for the implementation of a
statistical study of the state, dynamics and factor determinants of
domestic tourism in the Republic of Bulgaria.

e The specific profile characteristics of the Bulgarian tourist were analysed:
age; completed education; type of settlement; marital status; household
size and their employment status.

e |t has been established that Bulgarian citizens prefer seaside summer
tourism to all other types, with the average duration of a seaside vacation
being about 7 days.

e Domestic tourists were grouped into 4 profile groups (family tourists of
retirement age; married couples of pre-retirement age; married couples
below the average age for the country; young families with one child ),
which are characterized by varying degrees of satisfaction and desire for
future vacations in the country.

e A general trend towards the recovery of domestic tourism after the
pandemic and a gradual increase in demand for tourism services is
shown, which is expected to continue in the future.

o A clearly expressed seasonality in tourism has been established - a boom
during the summer months and a significant decline at the beginning of
each calendar year.



e The main macroeconomic factors with a significant impact on the
population’s spending on domestic tourism have been derived, including
total household income, annual leave, and their "traditional” use during
the period July - September.

e A synthesized assessment of: the methodology used, the limitations of the
study, the fulfilment of the tasks set and the achievement of the goal of the
dissertation .

In methodological relation , the author uses to their full extent the
statistical approach to studying mass phenomena and specific statistical
methods, techniques and tools, including representative studies (microdata in
statics from a national representative study), logistic regression, factor analysis
and latent structural modelling, cluster analysis, analysis of dynamics (trend and
ARIMA models).
