1. Information about the PhD Student

The dissertation candidate has submitted his dissertation for discussion at
the Department of Statistics and Econometrics/Faculty of Applied Informatics
and Statistics of the UNWE in accordance with Art. 39 of the PPZRASRB. The
disclosure of the procedure for the defense of the dissertation was carried out on
the basis of. decisions of the Constitutional Court of the Department of
Statistics and Econometrics - Protocol 1/30.01.2025 / Faculty of Applied
Informatics and Statistics - Protocol No. FS-2/20.02.2025 at the UNWE.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation paper
The presented dissertation on the topic “Statistical Study of the Domestic
Tourism in Bulgaria — current status, dynamics and factor Influence” with
author Alexander Tsvetanov Naydenov is 237 pages long and structurally
consists of an introduction (6 pages), an exposition in four chapters (38, 34, 91



and 45 pages respectively), conclusion (5 pages), sources of information (8
pages), and appendices (6 pages).

The introduction well substantiates the relevance and significance of the
topic of the dissertation, namely that domestic tourism plays an important role
in the economy of Bulgaria, as it contributes to the development of the regions,
the increase in employment, the realization of budget revenues, the
development of infrastructure and the strengthening of local culture and
heritage. All formal requirements regarding the mandatory elements of the
dissertation have been met and the object, subject, goal, tasks, main thesis of the
study, and the scope of the study have been correctly defined.

It is very precisely justified that the object of the study has a complex
nature — “on the one hand, the object of the study is the totality of the Bulgarian
adult population at a given point in time, and on the other — the dynamic series
of key indicators in quantitative and value terms, concerning domestic tourism,
and on the third — the factor influences in a momentary and dynamic aspect”.
The author points out that the subject of the study has a multidimensional
nature, justifying three dimensions. The aim of the study is to overcome the
fragmentation and insufficient depth of the study of domestic tourism in
Bulgaria by testing the methods of descriptive, diagnostic and prognostic
statistical analysis on empirical data with proven origin and high
methodological quality. To achieve the goal, seven research tasks have been
formulated, which correspond to the set goal of the study and for the
implementation of which there is sufficient evidence in the presentation of the
dissertation work. After a thorough study of scientific publications and
conducted research, the author formulates his research thesis that in the
Bulgarian scientific literature there is no current, in-depth and comprehensive
statistical study of the state, dynamics and factor conditions of domestic
tourism, and overcoming this "deficit" can be achieved by testing the methods
of descriptive, diagnostic and prognostic statistical analysis on the available
empirical data with proven origin and high methodological quality". The author
defines six research hypotheses that should be confirmed or rejected in the
course of the study. The limitations of the study are very clearly defined,
emphasizing the statistical aspect and consistent with the available statistical
data.

The first chapter is devoted to examining the theoretical foundations of
the statistical study of domestic tourism and, more specifically, a review of the
scientific literature on domestic tourism and its importance for the Bulgarian
economy, structured in several directions - general characteristics of tourism in
Bulgaria, domestic tourism in the country as a whole, specific features of
domestic tourism in the country, the influence of various demographic, social
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and economic factors on domestic tourism, the influence of the COVID-19
pandemic on the phenomenon under study. The main concepts and
terminological features related to the object and subject of the study are
clarified. The specific key indicators are presented, serving to measure not only
its state at a given moment, but also the changes that occur in it over time.

The second chapter focuses on presenting the methodological
foundations of statistical approaches for solving basic problems in studying the
state, dynamics and factor conditions of domestic tourism. The possibilities for
applying the use of time series analysis methods are clarified (methods for
characterizing the general development, methods for modeling and forecasting
the development trend in time series, checking for "data quality”, the
distribution of the random component and residuals), methods for testing
statistical hypotheses, factor analysis, regression and correlation analysis, latent
structural analysis, analysis of dependencies in time series, cluster analysis. The
importance of information provision for the study of domestic tourism is
clarified. A theoretical model of the statistical study is presented, as well as the
resource provision of the study. The third chapter presents an in-depth analysis
of the state of domestic tourism in the country, a characterization of the profile
of the studied population, the specific features of summer (sea) tourism in
Bulgaria. The influence of demographic and socio-economic factors (gender,
age, completed education, marital status, place of residence, household size,
employment status) on key aspects of domestic tourism is analyzed, including
latent factors. Based on a wide range of variables, a detailed typology of
Bulgarian tourists practicing domestic holiday tourism in Bulgaria has been
carried out.

The fourth chapter is devoted to the study of the dynamics of the main
indicators of domestic tourism on a monthly, quarterly and annual basis. The
results of the study of the influence of the main macroeconomic indicators on
the trips of the Bulgarian population for the purpose of tourism are presented.

The conclusion presents the main conclusions from the research in a
synthesized form. The formulated conclusions correspond to the tasks set, show
their implementation and very accurately reflect what the author has done.

The bibliography includes a total of 137 literary sources, of which 55
titles in Bulgarian, 53 titles in Latin, and 29 Internet sites. The dissertation
correctly uses various terms, definitions, opinions, data, methods, etc., and is
reflected by citing the relevant page and in the list of literature used.

The author's writing style and the technical design of the dissertation are
at a very high level. The visual presentation is at a very high level - the
presentation presents 62 figures and 140 tables.
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3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The dissertation follows the set goal and research tasks. The structure of
the dissertation is not uniform, but this in no way affects the quality of the
dissertation. The author's conclusions and conclusions are reasoned and
supported by the results of the analysis. Assoc. Prof. Alexander Naydenov,
PhD, demonstrates a very good scientific style. The author has studied a
significant volume of literary sources and on this basis has characterized the
essence and features of domestic tourism in Bulgaria and has systematized the
main concepts related to the statistical study of domestic tourism. A thorough
justification of the information provision of the study has been made and on this
basis the limiting conditions of the study have been derived. A system of key
statistical indicators has been compiled to measure the state and dynamics of
domestic tourism.

A reasoned selection of the indicators to be analyzed has been made. An
appropriate research methodology has been used. The features of the studied
time series have been characterized and on this basis four main types of time
series have been distinguished. Appropriate statistical and econometric methods
for time series analysis, hypothesis testing, regression and correlation analysis,
latent structural analysis, etc. have been applied. Based on the in-depth
statistical analysis and the scientific interpretation of the results obtained,
conclusions, conclusions and recommendations have been formulated. The
author categorically expresses a position on the researched issues, formulates
conclusions, conclusions and recommendations. The formulation of conclusions
at the end of the paragraphs further increases the quality of the dissertation
work.

From the above, it is clearly seen that Assoc. Prof. Alexander Naydenov,
PhD, fulfills the set goal, research task and justifies the research thesis. The
author demonstrates exceptional skills in handling scientific concepts,
formulating generalizations, performing in-depth analyses, correct application
of statistical methods, interpreting the results obtained and formulating
conclusions and conclusions.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

As a result of the theoretical and empirical study of the state, dynamics
and factor conditions of domestic tourism in Bulgaria, the author has
established a number of regularities. The dissertation contains 7 contributions of
a scientific and applied nature, which enrich and build on the theoretical and
empirical research in the field of the application of statistical methods in the
analysis and assessment of the state, dynamics and factor conditions of
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domestic tourism in the country. The presented contributions are well
formulated and correctly reflect the author's research achievements. They can
be summarized in two directions - contributions of a theoretical nature and
contributions of a practical and applied nature.

The theoretical contributions are related to the clarification of specific
features of domestic tourism, systematization of the main concepts and
terminological features in the statistical study of domestic tourism, information
provision of domestic tourism research, offering a comprehensive system of key
indicators for measuring various aspects of domestic tourism in Bulgaria both in
statics and dynamics, using data at the micro- and macro-levels, a theoretical
model of the study is substantiated (contributions 1, 2).

The theoretical and applied contributions are expressed in testing the
methods of descriptive, diagnostic and prognostic statistical analysis on real
empirical data based on a specially prepared theoretical model of the study,
assessing the main indicators of domestic tourism at a low territorial level -
municipality, assessing the influence of key latent factors on satisfaction with
summer domestic holiday tourism by compiling and testing a complex model
(contributions 3, 5 and 6).

The practical and applied contributions are related to defining
conclusions and generalizations regarding the current state, dynamics and factor
conditioning of domestic tourism in Bulgaria and formulating recommendations
and guidelines for decisions concerning domestic tourism at the national and
company level based on the results of the analysis (contributions 4 and 7).

| believe that the contributions formulated by the author have been
actually achieved, demonstrate the main merits of the dissertation work, and are
related to the enrichment of existing knowledge and its application in practice.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The dissertation work is accompanied by 8 publications, of which 1 is an
independent study in the journal Economic Alternatives, indexed in Scopus, and
7 co-authored articles, of which 5 are published in scientific publications,
referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific information
(3 articles are indexed in Scopus, 2 articles are indexed in Web of Science), 2
articles are published in non-refereed journals with scientific review or
published in edited collective volumes. Correctly completed separation
protocols are presented for the co-authored publications. The presented
publications include important parts of the dissertation work and contain
significant results from the conducted scientific research, which gives grounds
to believe that the dissertation has been approved and popularized to a high
degree. The significance of the author's research is also confirmed by the
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citations report. From the report on the fulfillment of the minimum national
requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of the Law on the Higher Education
and Research of the Republic of Bulgaria for the acquisition of the scientific
degree "Doctor of Sciences" it is clearly seen that they have been fulfilled, and
In some sections they have even been overfulfilled.

6. Evaluation of the author’s abstract

The author’s abstract is developed in a volume of 60 pages and is well
structured, contains a general description of the dissertation work, the structure
of the dissertation work, a synthesized presentation of the dissertation work, a
reference to the main scientific contributions, a list of publications related to the
topic of the dissertation and sources cited in the abstract. The author’s abstract
is prepared excellently and corresponds to the content of the dissertation work,
reflects the results achieved by the author and the main points of contribution.

7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions

A detailed acquaintance with the dissertation work gives me reason to
summarize that there are no gaps, inaccuracies or contradictions in it. There is
an imbalance in the structure of the dissertation work, but this does not violate
the logical connection between the individual chapters, but rather strengthens
and emphasizes the importance of the analysis of the state and factor conditions
of domestic tourism in Bulgaria. The analysis of the state, trends and factor
conditions of domestic tourism in Bulgaria is an extremely topical topic, which
is why | recommend that the author continue his research in this area in order to
establish whether changes are occurring in them and what are the reasons that
gave rise to them.

1. In what aspects can the information provision of tourism research be
improved?

2. Based on the results of the study, what changes are necessary in the
policy being implemented in order to stimulate the development of domestic
tourism in Bulgaria?
