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The PhD candidate pursued his doctoral studies in the doctoral program at the Department of
Economics of Natural Resources, Faculty of Business at the University of National and World
Economy (UNWE), in the scientific specialty 3.8 Economics. His enrollment was based on
Order No. 2701/01.10.2024 of the Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs at
UNWE. The training was carried out in an independent (free) form during the period from May
2021 to May 2025.

Mr. Sokol Sallahu enrolled in the doctoral program at the University of National and World
Economy (UNWE) in 2021, specializing in Economics of Natural Resources. His academic
background includes two master's degrees: one in Agricultural and Food Economics from the
University of Pristina and another in Land and Water Resources Management from the
Mediterranean Agronomic Institute of Bari, Italy. He holds a Bachelor's degree in Agricultural
Economics from the University of Pristina. His professional record spans over a decade, during
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Notably, he has served as Director for Agriculture, Forestry, and Rural Development in the



Municipality of Skenderaj and as Project Management Consultant in the Municipality of
Prishtina. His work has focused on policy design, rural tourism, grant assessment, advisory
systems, and agricultural project coordination across Kosovo and abroad (e.g., Japan, Italy,
Bulgaria). Mr. Sallahu has fulfilled the requirements of his individual doctoral plan. His CV
includes several peer-reviewed publications, active participation in scientific conferences, and
the successful dissemination of research results. These credentials reflect his solid preparation
for a scholarly career and position him as a practitioner with notable contributions to Kosovo's
rural development. The candidate has fulfilled his individual study plan, including scientific
publications, conference participation, and international collaboration.
8. General Characteristics of the Dissertation

The dissertation is titled "Drivers and Challenges for Sustainable Rural Development in
Kosovo — on the basis of the Skenderaj Municipality.” It addresses a timely and complex issue
— the sustainability of rural development in a transitional and post-conflict society. The work
is structured into five chapters, including an introduction, literature review, research
methodology, results and discussion, and conclusions with policy recommendations. The study
spans 135 pages, supported by tables, graphs, appendices, and a comprehensive reference list.
The topic is of clear scientific and practical relevance. It addresses the sustainable development
of rural areas in post-conflict Kosovo, focusing on the Skenderaj municipality. The study aims
to identify the key drivers and obstacles for rural sustainability, within the context of European
integration and national policy frameworks. The research objectives and hypothesis are clearly
articulated, supported by a sound theoretical framework and literature review. The dissertation
demonstrates the candidate’s thorough understanding of the relevant literature, including EU
policy, rural development theory, and agricultural economics. The author sets out to analyze
the key economic, institutional, social, and environmental factors that both hinder and facilitate
sustainable rural development. The Skenderaj municipality is chosen as a case study due to its
high rural population and central role in Kosovo's agrarian economy. The objectives,
hypothesis, and research questions are clearly stated and logically derived. The theoretical
framework is grounded in development economics, rural sociology, and agricultural policy.
The literature review demonstrates familiarity with EU integration policies, CAP mechanisms,

and contemporary rural development models. Overall, the topic is well justified and of



significant relevance for both policy and science. In more indepth analysis, the information can
be summarized as follows:
The main objective of the dissertation is to assess the drivers and challenges affecting rural
development at the municipal level and evaluate the effects of public support measures (grants
and subsidies) on farm productivity and sustainability. This objective is achieved primarily in
Chapter three, where empirical data is analyzed using econometric methods.
The research hypotheses are:
1. Public support (grants and subsidies) has a statistically significant positive
effect on farm productivity.
2. Institutional weaknesses and infrastructure gaps are key barriers to sustainable
rural development.
3. Educational attainment and trust in institutions influence the success of grant
implementation.
All three hypotheses are tested and confirmed in Chapter three through primary data from
200 farmers, analyzed using OLS regression, descriptive statistics, and correlation matrices.
The analysis demonstrates a strong link between public policy measures and development
outcomes while highlighting critical administrative and social limitations.
Chapter one Literature Review explores key concepts in rural development, EU Common
Agricultural Policy (CAP), LEADER approach, and sustainability frameworks. It positions the
research within international and regional academic discourse and policy debates.
Chapter Two: Methodology details the research design, selection of variables, survey
structure, and analytical tools. The author describes how the questionnaire was developed, how
the sample was constructed, and the rationale behind the chosen methods.
Chapter three: Empirical Results and Discussion is the core analytical section where all
hypotheses are tested. The author discusses socio-economic profiles of the surveyed farmers,
explores correlations among variables, and runs regression models linking support instruments
to productivity metrics. The findings support the thesis that financial support correlates with
improved outcomes, yet institutional inefficiencies hinder full impact realization.
Conclusions and Recommendations synthesizes findings and provides practical policy
suggestions for improving grant schemes, enhancing administrative capacities, and aligning

national priorities with EU rural development objectives.
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Overall, the dissertation demonstrates conceptual clarity, methodological consistency, and
empirical relevance. The logical structure allows the reader to follow the development of ideas
from theoretical framing to applied conclusions. It is an important contribution to
understanding rural transformation in Kosovo and the Western Balkans.
9. Scientific and Applied Contributions

Mr. Sallahu employs a mixed-method approach, combining desk research, field data from 200
farmers, and econometric techniques such as correlation analysis and OLS regression. He uses
primary and secondary data to examine the effectiveness of grant schemes and direct payments
in enhancing farm productivity and sustainability.
The research design is well-conceived, and the analytical methods are appropriately chosen
and competently executed. The findings are consistent with the stated objectives and contribute
to a better understanding of the socioeconomic dynamics of rural Kosovo.
The dissertation presents scientific and applied contributions. The empirical research is based
on both secondary data and primary fieldwork involving structured questionnaires
administered to 200 farmers in Skenderaj. Quantitative methods include descriptive statistics,
correlation analysis, and OLS regression modeling to test the hypothesis that direct payments
and grants positively affect farm productivity.
Key findings include:

. Grant recipients show higher levels of farm investment, productivity, and

diversification.

. Lack of infrastructure, market access, and administrative capacity remain key
barriers.
. The level of education and institutional trust significantly influence farmers'

decision-making.

. There is a mismatch between policy objectives and implementation at the local

level.
The originality of the research lies in its micro-level approach, statistical rigor, and contextual
sensitivity. The author succeeds in connecting empirical data with broader strategic goals,
offering insights that are useful for improving Kosovo’s Agricultural and Rural Development

Strategy.
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10. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions
The dissertation presents a set of scientific and applied contributions, which can be categorized
into methodological, empirical, and policy-related achievements.
1. Methodological Contributions: The author designed and implemented a structured field
survey targeting 200 agricultural producers in Skenderaj municipality. The questionnaire
combines economic, institutional, and social dimensions, capturing nuanced perspectives on
rural development. The dissertation develops an econometric model based on Ordinary Least
Squares (OLS) regression to quantify the effect of public support (grants and subsidies) on
farm productivity. The statistical approach includes tests for significance, correlation matrices,
and cross-tabulation methods. This integrated methodological framework can serve as a
replicable model for rural development assessments in other post-conflict and transitional
regions.
2. Empirical Contributions:The study generates original primary data on farmers’
perceptions, behavior, and development outcomes—data that is largely missing from official
statistics and previous literature in Kosovo. It provides a detailed profiling of farmers in the
Skenderaj region in terms of age, education, production orientation, access to grants, and
infrastructural conditions. The findings demonstrate that recipients of grants or direct payments
achieve significantly higher levels of investment, farm modernization, and income
diversification compared to non-recipients. The research also reveals barriers to rural
development such as limited access to advisory services, weak institutional communication,
and lack of transparency in public fund allocation.
3. Theoretical Contributions: The author bridges gaps in the academic literature by linking
macro-level EU CAP policies with micro-level behavioral responses from farmers in Kosovo.
The work contextualizes rural development within the broader theoretical frameworks of
sustainability, post-conflict recovery, and decentralization. The concept of “institutional trust”
is employed innovatively as a key determinant of policy effectiveness—an area under-
researched in Southeast European rural development literature.
4. Policy and Practical Contributions: Based on evidence, the dissertation proposes concrete
recommendations to improve the implementation of rural support schemes in Kosovo. These
include enhancing local institutional capacity, improving information dissemination,

simplifying application procedures, and fostering better monitoring of support outcomes.The
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study encourages alignment of Kosovo's rural development policy with EU pre-accession
instruments such as IPARD. Specific suggestions are provided to local policymakers on how
to integrate rural tourism, advisory services, and education initiatives to foster more holistic
and sustainable outcomes.

5. Transferability and Innovation:The applied model, tools, and analysis are not limited to
Skenderaj but can be adapted to other municipalities in Kosovo and neighboring countries with
similar ~ socio-economic characteristics. The  dissertation emphasizes participatory
development, proposing mechanisms to involve rural stakeholders in the design and
monitoring of development strategies. His contributions are especially relevant to
policymakers and stakeholders in the Western Balkans. The research not only addresses
academic gaps but also proposes actionable insights.The contributions are relevant both for
academic discourse and for practitioners and policymakers working in rural development,

especially in post-conflict and transitional economies.

11. Evaluation of dissertation publications
Mr. Sallahu has published multiple articles in international journals and presented at several
scientific conferences. His works, including those in Economic Alternative, Journal of
Agribusiness and Rural Development, and various conference proceedings, reflect the
dissertation’s themes and findings.
The scope and quality of his publications demonstrate that the research outcomes have gained

visibility and recognition in the scientific community.
