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9. Information of the PhD student

The doctoral student has been enrolled in a doctoral program at the Department
of "International Economic Relations and Business," Faculty of "International
Economics and Politics™ at the University of National and World Economy
(UNWE), in the academic specialty "World Economy and International
Economic Relations," pursuant to Rector’s Order No. 989/12.04.2022. The
training was conducted in a full-time format during the period from March 22,
2022 to March 22, 2025.

The doctoral student graduated from New Bulgarian University in 2015 with a
qualification in "Graphic Design." He then continued his education in the
Master's program in "International Economic Relations™ at the Department of



"International Economic Relations and Business” and obtained a Master's
degree in Economics in 2021. In 2022, he became a full-time doctoral student at
the same department.

His professional career began in 1997, when he worked at a real estate agency,
and since January 2000, he has been working at the company "Integral
Systems" Ltd. He has not held any academic positions. The doctoral student has
completed his individual study plan and has logically progressed to the public
defense stage.

10.General characteristics of the PhD thesis

The dissertation submitted for review consists of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a list of references, and three appendices (with a total
length of 330 pages, of which the main content spans 298 pages). A total of 164
literary sources have been used, predominantly in Latin script, and throughout
the dissertation, a strong familiarity with the subject matter is demonstrated.

The topic of the dissertation presents a research challenge and is multifaceted in
nature. The doctoral student has managed to cover a substantial portion of both
the breadth and depth of the proposed research. Moreover, the role of
international strategic alliances is expected to grow in importance in the future,
which makes the topic increasingly relevant.

The introduction includes the main elements—relevance, object, subject, aim,
and tasks of the research. The research thesis is precisely formulated, as are the
three hypotheses. The research tasks are appropriately defined. The chosen
research methods are well-justified. The limitations introduced are necessary to
enhance the practical value of the dissertation.

At the beginning of the first chapter, the doctoral student focuses on entirely
theoretical aspects related to international strategic alliances (ISAs)—
definitions, theoretical frameworks, classification, formation and development,
the building process, and more. A positive impression is made by the
comprehensive knowledge of the relevant literature, including the author's own
summaries, comparisons, and analyses, which are presented in the form of
tables and diagrams. These demonstrate the doctoral student’s ability to detect
even subtle differences in how various authors interpret ISA-related concepts.

The second chapter emphasizes the formation of ISAs in their entirety and
complexity, with a more practical orientation—covering the process of creation



and development, management approaches, advantages, and limitations.
Providing a summary at the end of each chapter is a well-considered decision.

The third chapter holds the greatest practical and applied value. It presents in
detail the objectives and tasks, object and subject, methods and tools, research
procedure, etc. Of highest practical significance are the case analyses and the
analysis of the results from the empirical study.

The conclusion summarizes the key findings reached by the doctoral student. It
is followed by recommendations for future research.

The survey questionnaire included in the appendices contributes to achieving
the research objectives and supports the validation of the thesis. Appendices
No. 2 and No. 3 further enrich the practical section of the dissertation.

11.Assessment of the scientific and practical results

The presented dissertation holds high scientific and practical value, as it
addresses issues that are expected to become increasingly relevant in the future.

The main scientific and applied research contributions can be summarized as
follows:

« The author demonstrates a solid understanding of the relevant literature
and handles specialized terminology with care;

« The author shows commendable skills in analyzing and synthesizing
information;

« The research objectives and tasks are fulfilled through well-chosen
examples and the author's own conclusions;

. The research methodology is both interesting and thoroughly explained,;

« A large volume of empirical data has been collected and analyzed, and
the conclusions drawn from it represent a contribution to scientific
knowledge;

« The case studies discussed enhance the research, contribute to the quality
of the work, and help validate the research thesis;



« Many of the survey questions are well-selected and justified, and the
conclusions derived from them are of significant practical value;

. Recommendations are made for Bulgarian companies involved in
international strategic alliances (ISAs), which can be effectively applied
In practice;

« The scientific framework is used accurately and with a high level of
precision.

The dissertation contains scientific and applied research contributions that
enrich existing theory and practice.

As a result of the above, it can be concluded that the goals and tasks of the
research have been achieved, and the main thesis has been substantiated in
accordance with the formulated hypotheses.

12.Assessment of the scientific and practical contributions

In the author’s abstract, the author outlines the contributions of the dissertation.
These contributions can be accepted; however, they could be summarized into a
few main points and presented more concisely in the abstract, as well as listed
In a more succinct manner.

Additionally, the author has employed an appropriate combination of research
methods to demonstrate the relationships and interactions between companies
when forming and participating in international strategic alliances.

13.Assessment of the publications connected with the PhD thesis

The publications presented in connection with the dissertation topic meet the
required minimum. They demonstrate that the doctoral student has worked
systematically and thoughtfully on the subject matter. Additionally, through
some of these publications, the author's key achievements in the dissertation
have been made public.

The doctoral student has conscientiously presented the main issues and
achievements of the dissertation in the abstract. The most important results
from the application of the empirical research methods are also included. The
listed contributions correspond to the thesis, hypotheses, aim, objectives, and
outcomes of the research.
