Within the framework of the individual plan, the doctoral student has
completed the planned activities - taking exams and participating in seminars,
writing a dissertation and publications related to it.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work
° Structure, volume

The dissertation is in volume of 330 non-standard pages, including 45
figures, 22 tables and 3 appendices. A list of references containing 164 titles is
attached.

The structure includes an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and
recommendations for future research, a list of references and appendices. A
declaration of originality is presented.

° Assessment for: relevance of the topic; goal; tasks; object; subject; main
thesis of the dissertation

The relevance of the topic stems from the place of international strategic
alliances in international business. In the modern economy, the joining of
companies' efforts can create significant competitive advantages of a production
and technological nature. Strategic alliances and partnerships are an important
tool for the internationalization of business and increasing the competitiveness
of companies.

The aim of the dissertation is to analyze the role of international strategic
alliances in international business, the forms of strategic alliances and
partnerships and the factors that influence their effectiveness. The research
identifies best practices and strategies for forming and managing alliances and
partnerships that can lead to increased competitiveness in international markets.

The seven tasks defined by the dissertation author represent the stages of
the research process to achieve the set goal.

The object of the study is international strategic alliances created by
companies to expand their markets, improve their competitiveness, and achieve
strategic goals at a global level.



The subject of the study is the specific mechanisms, strategies and factors
that determine the success or failure of international strategic alliances. Motives
for forming alliances, management methods, challenges and risks associated
with their functioning are analyzed.

The main thesis of the dissertation is that international strategic alliances
are an important tool for achieving long-term and stable competitive advantage.

° Scientific literature used (assessment of the candidate's awareness of the
issues addressed in the dissertation).

The list of literary sources used includes 164 sources, of which 39 are in
Bulgarian and 125 in English. The Bulgarian sources include a large number of
textbooks by lecturers from the department and a spelling dictionary of the
Bulgarian language. The foreign language sources even include the Wikipedia
website. Source 39 in Bulgarian is also listed under number 149 in English.

The presented literature shows that the doctoral student is familiar with
the achievements in the researched field in Bulgaria. Monographic studies and
specialized articles in authoritative scientific publications, analyses and
assessments of international companies and internet sources on the issues under
consideration have also been studied.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results
° The emphasis is on the main scientific and/or scientific-applied results
achieved in the dissertation work.

The main scientific and applied results in the dissertation can be
summarized in several aspects:

First of all , the definitions of international strategic alliances existing in
the scientific literature, the criteria for their identification and their importance
for business internationalization are systematized,;

Secondly , the process of diversification and binding in the construction
of international strategic alliances and their specificity among other types of
international corporate cooperation is examined;

Thirdly , conceptual approaches and practical results from the
construction and management of international strategic alliances are
systematized, advantages and limitations in their functioning are presented;

Fourthly , an empirical study was conducted on the example of Bulgarian
and foreign companies with a developed author's methodology, a questionnaire
survey and interpretation of the collected results.

° Attention is drawn to the methodology used
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In developing the dissertation, theoretical approaches were used to clarify
concepts, models and factors that influence the formation and management of
international strategic alliances. Through a case study, the processes of building
and dynamics of strategic alliances, management methods, challenges and
achieved results were investigated. Surveys were used to collect empirical data
from managers and experts on the experiences, perceptions, and opinions of
alliance participants. In this way, the practices and results of the functioning of
international strategic alliances were assessed.

° An assessment is given of the fulfillment of the assigned tasks and the
achievement of the goal of the dissertation.

The system of research tasks proposed in the dissertation describes in detail the
sequence of stages and achievements of the research. In this way, the approved
theses confirm the fulfillment of the previously set tasks and hypotheses.

4, Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions
° Assessment of the contributions indicated by the dissertation candidate
The formulated contributions identified by the author of the dissertation
reflect conceptually the doctoral student's views on the achievements in the
dissertation work. The author emphasizes both the contributions of international
strategic alliances to the sustainability of the global economy, and the
contribution to the study of the practical behavior of companies that use
international strategic alliances to strengthen their positions in international
markets.

° The emphasis is on the main scientific and/or applied scientific
contributions in the dissertation.

The analysis of the emergence and activity of international strategic
alliances, their management and place in modern international business gives
reason to summarize the following main groups of contributions:

« Theoretical and applied approaches to identifying the emergence
and functioning of international strategic alliances are presented in detail. Their
role in business internationalization is defined in comparison with other forms
of international corporate cooperation. These contributions can be defined as
systematization and complementation of existing knowledge .

« Insights have been developed into the success factors of
international strategic alliances. The key role of cultural compatibility in
building management structures, effective communication, and resource
allocation has been highlighted. These contributions can be defined as
complementing existing knowledge .
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« Strategies for effective management of international strategic
alliances, goal setting, and the application of innovative technologies to enhance
the competitiveness of companies have been thoroughly researched. These
contributions can be defined as systematizing and supplementing existing
knowledge .

« A model for assessing the quantitative and qualitative characteristics of
the functioning of international strategic alliances has been developed. A
specific approach has been applied to argue and test the author's theses through
case studies that empirically complement the results of the analysis. These
contributions can be defined as supplementing existing knowledge and
developing a methodology for its application .

« Based on a study of contemporary challenges facing the global economy,
the dissertation examines risk management and the use of synergy between
partners to achieve greater efficiency. Recommendations are formulated for
Bulgarian companies for participation in international strategic alliances and
partnerships. These contributions have a specific scientific and applied nature .

6. Evaluation of the autoref
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° An assessment is given of the correctness and degree of reflection of the
content of the dissertation work in the abstract.

The abstract of the dissertation is 42 non-standard pages long. The general
characteristics of the dissertation are indicated, a brief content of the individual
parts and the conclusions on them. Proposals for future research are also
included in the reference for the contributions. The presented content shows the
problems correctly developed in the dissertation, which are illustrated with the
author's graphic solutions. The contributions in the dissertation and the
publications on the dissertation are indicated, as well as a declaration of
originality.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

Given the open-ended conclusion of the scientific study, defined as
"recommendations for future research," 1 would like to take the liberty of noting
some views on the current work.

First of all, I would recommend a more compact arrangement of the text and the
size of the pages to be in accordance with accepted standards. When formatting
paragraphs, there is a double format and indentation and line spacing.

Secondly, the use of abbreviations is too broad, even for simple things that can
be avoided editorially. This is still the author's choice, but a list of abbreviations
should be given at the beginning to familiarize the reader with the author's
writing methods.

Thirdly, after the table of contents there is a joint list of figures and tables.
Although original (perhaps to follow their place in the text), this is not accepted
- two separate lists are made - of figures and of tables.

Fourth, the sources of figures and tables are usually attributed to the author. |
would note that sources are those sources of data (conceptual and statistical) on
the basis of which the author constructed the figure or table. Particular
examples in this regard are tables 5, 8, 13, etc.

Fifth, a significant portion of the text tables and figures are followed by an
explanation of their content, which creates the impression of repeating what has
already been said.

Given the relevance and significance of the researched issues, | have two
recommendations — to present quantitatively the successes (failures) of an
international strategic alliance; to publish the results of the study in an
appropriate form in authoritative specialized periodicals in the country and
abroad.

The critical remarks and recommendations mentioned do not diminish the
quality and quantity of the results and contributions obtained.
