1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The dissertation candidate Valko Dimitrov Dzhankardashliyski has studied in the doctoral
program at the Faculty of International Economics and Politics for acquiring the ONS
"Doctor" in the professional field 3.8. Economics, doctoral program "World Economy and
International Economic Relations”, Department of "International Economic Relations and
Business” of the UNWE. The dissertation was discussed and admitted to defense at an
extended meeting of the Department of "International Economics and Politics" of the Faculty
of International Economics and Politics of the University of National and World Economy,
held on April 3, 2025.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation of Dr. V. Dzhankardashliyski has a volume of 330 pages, in which 31
figures, 24 tables and 19 pages of literature, including 164 titles and 3 appendices. The
structure of the dissertation work includes an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and
used literature with appendices. The Introduction defines the object, subject, goal and tasks,
methods and approaches, as well as limitations of the research. In the First Chapter, a critical
analysis of the main theoretical statements related to IAS is made. The categories and
characteristics of the different types of IAS are substantiated in the interest of interpreting
their role in the modern internationalization of business. The efforts of the doctoral student to
review the classifications of IAS are successful in favor of substantiating the systematization



of the theoretical and methodological approaches to IAS and their forms of functioning. In
the second chapter, attention is focused on an analysis of the processes of emergence,
formation and management of 1AS. Specific conclusions and recommendations are reached
regarding the advantages and limitations of IAS. The third chapter presents the empirical
study of international strategic alliances conducted on the example of Bulgarian and foreign
companies participating in them. The methodology of the empirical study is substantiated
and the conclusions and generalizations made are convincingly presented. It should be noted
that a summary of the analyses made is made for each chapter. The conclusion summarizes
conclusions and recommendations that emphasize the achieved scientific and applied results
of the doctoral student's research work. It is worth emphasizing that the dissertation work is
distinguished by the relevance of the topic of strategic alliances and partnerships in the
current state of globalization and deglobalization.

The doctoral student has reasonably formulated the goal and research tasks. The work proves
good knowledge of the issues of modern strategic alliances and strategic partnerships as a
particularly important tool for the internationalization of business in order to ensure access to
new markets. This is important for small and medium-sized enterprises that do not have
sufficient resources for the independent expansion of their trade operations. Through a
strategic alliance with local companies, they can overcome barriers to entering new markets.
It is positive that the purpose of the study of international strategic alliances and their role in
international business is to characterize the forms and mechanisms through which these
alliances function and contribute to the success of companies in the global economy. This
includes an analysis of the various forms of strategic alliances and strategic partnerships,
their advantages and disadvantages, the motives for the formation of ISAs, as well as the
factors that influence their effectiveness. The study seeks to identify the best practices and
strategies for forming and managing alliances and partnerships that can lead to long-term
growth and competitiveness in international markets.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

With his dissertation work, Dr. V. Dzhankardashliyski has achieved the following main
scientific and applied scientific results as follows: Seven research tasks have been
successfully completed, which include successively the stages of the research design of
specific steps and activities aimed at achieving the main goal of the study.

The first 3 tasks include research and an extensive review and analysis of: 1) various
theoretical models, motives and concepts for strategic alliances, 2) a study of empirical
studies and real-life cases that demonstrate how alliances are formed and function in practice,
and 3) an analysis of the different forms of management of strategic alliances: centralized,
decentralized, matrix, project-oriented and hybrid models.

In the continuation of the study, 3 more tasks were considered: 1) the challenges and risks
associated with the formation and management of strategic alliances were assessed; 2) the
participation of Bulgarian and Western companies in international strategic alliances was
examined; 3) the successes of strategic alliances and the factors that influence their
achievement were analyzed.

By completing the last - seventh task, the doctoral student V. Valko Dimitrov
Dzhankardashliyski achieved the development of practical guidelines and recommendations
for companies (Bulgarian and foreign) that want to form and manage strategic alliances. The
dissertation includes the analysis of specific tools and methodologies that companies can use



to improve their international cooperation strategies through alliances and partnerships in the
global market.

The well-founded formulation of the research object has allowed the doctoral student to
systematize the characteristics of international strategic alliances that companies form to
expand their markets, improve their competitiveness and achieve strategic goals at a global
level. In the context of the importance of international strategic alliances for more effective
and efficient use of resources, the chosen focus on the analysis of various forms of
partnerships between companies from different countries and sectors that combine resources,
technologies and expertise to achieve joint goals is of significant interest.

The subject of the research is focused on the specific mechanisms, strategies and factors that
determine the success or failure of international strategic alliances. Thus, by analyzing the set
of motives for the formation of strategic alliances and, accordingly, the applied methods for
their management, the dissertation focuses on the benefits, challenges and risks associated
with their functioning as corporate international partnerships.

The selected methodology has been justified and successfully applied and a research
methodology has been proposed, which includes the systematization of the goal-setting of the
work, the application of several related methods for collecting, processing and analyzing data
and the subsequent review and analysis of the results.

The applied research methods include theoretical and analytical systematization of basic
principles and hypotheses, on which survey and case-empirical studies of the features of the
functioning of international strategic alliances are based. The case study focuses on the in-
depth study of specific examples of ISAs, which illustrate theoretical concepts and support
the formulation of specific recommendations. The survey through structured questionnaires
aimed at managers and experts participating in the ISA allows for the collection of
quantitative and qualitative data on the experience, perceptions and opinions of the
participants in the alliances. Based on the survey, the practices and results of strategic
alliances were analyzed, which were examined in comparison with theoretical frameworks
and case studies. This method supports the validation of hypotheses and the formulation of
conclusions and recommendations.

The dissertation is based on 164 researched and cited literary sources, which are correctly
presented as used scientific literature. The dissertation contains a convincingly presented and
substantiated study of the main thesis of the doctoral student V. Dzhankardashliyski on the
importance of the ISA in the modern internationalization of business.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

* In the evaluation of the contributions indicated by the dissertationist, I believe that the
analyzed features of the ISA are objectively highlighted as scientific-applied results. In a
certain sense, however, the doctoral student V. Dzhankardashliyski admits mixing of
scientific contributions of a theoretical and methodological nature with scientific and applied
results, which prevail in the dissertation, and this should be distinguished more clearly in his
self-assessment.

My main critical remark concerns the Third Chapter of the dissertation, which presents the
empirical study of international strategic alliances on the example of Bulgarian and foreign
companies participating in them. In essence, | would recommend that the doctoral student
highlight the specific conclusions from the empirical study more clearly in this chapter and
thus emphasize the scientific applied significance of the study. In this way, the doctoral
student must avoid any mixing of scientific applied results with scientific contributions of a
theoretical and methodological nature. In their current form, these statements by the doctoral
student are not acceptable and raise questions about the more realistic assessment of the
applied contributions of the dissertation.

| would like also to pose a question to the doctoral student V. Dzhankardashliyski, which
concerns the impact of deglobalization on strategic alliances internationally. The question is:
to what extent will the deglobalization, as well as the fragmentation of the global economy
and the risks of a new mercantilism, be increasing global risks for IAS as strategic forms of
business internationalization?
