9. Information about the dissertation student

The doctoral candidate is enrolled in a full-time doctoral program in “World Economy
and International Economic Relations” (professional field 3.8 Economics) at the Department
of International Economic Relations and Business, within the Faculty of International
Economics and Politics at the University of National and World Economy (UNWE),
pursuant to Rector’s Order No. 989/12.04.2022. The training was conducted during the
period 2022-2025.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation work has a volume of 330 pages, including: an introduction (8 pages),
three chapters (278 pages), a conclusion accompanied by recommendations for future
research (6 pages), a list of references (19 pages), and appendices (12 pages). The main text
is supplemented with 45 figures and 24 tables. A total of 164 bibliographic sources have been
cited.

In the context of globalization and the rapidly evolving economic environment,
international strategic alliances (ISAs) have emerged as a key instrument for achieving
competitiveness, sustainable growth, and innovation capacity. Their in-depth study presents a
considerable challenge to researchers, owing to their multifaceted nature. As the author of the
dissertation astutely observes, their examination is of critical importance. First, because ISAs
facilitate the transfer of technology and know-how among the participating economic agents;
second, they can significantly reduce transaction costs associated with entry into new



geographic markets; and third, they play an essential role in the global economy by
enhancing the international competitiveness of national economies.

The research objective and the seven specific tasks set forth in the dissertation are
clearly and appropriately formulated. The central thesis and the three hypotheses presented
provide the theoretical-methodological and practical-applied foundation of the study.

To explore ISAs and their role in international business, the author conducted two
studies — one case-based and one empirical. The resulting data have been summarized using
methods of descriptive statistics.

The above substantiates my opinion that the dissertation is well-structured, timely,
relevant, and thematically coherent. | assess positively the well-reasoned selection of the
object and subject of the study, and | conclude that the stated research objective has been
successfully achieved. The tasks set have been fulfilled, and the principal thesis has been
convincingly substantiated.

The literature sources are appropriately selected and correctly applied.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The exposition of the dissertation clearly demonstrates the author’s ability to
interpret, systematize, and critically analyze the existing body of literature on the subject. In
this regard, the dissertation presents original perspectives on the comparative advantages of
strategic alliances versus strategic partnerships, the definition of international strategic
alliances, and other forms of cooperation bearing similarities to ISAs. A comprehensive
overview of the theoretical approaches to explaining ISAs is provided, alongside a typology
of ISAs based on their forms of collaboration, primary objectives, advantages, and key
success factors (Chapter One).

The author also outlines the motivations behind the formation and development of
ISAs and examines their governance structures, offering diverse personal insights into the
scope of the process involved in building international strategic alliances (Chapter Two).

The methodological framework adopted in Chapter Three effectively supports the
achievement of the stated research aim and objectives. Based on the case analysis and the
findings of the empirical study, the dissertation presents synthesized conclusions regarding,
inter alia, the differences between large and small organizations in their propensity to form
ISAs, preferences concerning governance models, investments made in employee training
and development, and the financial benefits perceived from participation in strategic
partnerships.

The dissertation offers valuable material for further reflection and undoubtedly serves
as a solid foundation for future research in the field.
