1. Information about the PhD Candidate
Albena Dobreva graduated from the Faculty of Law at the University of
St. Kliment Ohridski in 1993. From 1994 until today, he has been practicing as

a lawyer. He speaks English and Russian.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work



The Dissertation is an original and up-to-date scientific study, which is
dedicated to the issues of copyright protection of databases. The work is 245
pages long and consists of an Introduction, three chapters and a Conclusion.
The scientific literature used includes 25 titles in Bulgarian, 6 in Russian, 82 in
English, 7 in French and 4 titles in other languages.

In the Introduction, the doctoral student reviews the existing research on
the topic of the dissertation in the Bulgarian scientific literature, presents the
object, subject, goals and objectives and methodology of the research. The
main goal of the dissertation is to clarify the main problems and contradictions
in the legal regulation of relations arising in connection with the creation and
use of databases by revealing the legal nature of the two regimes of legal
protection of databases in European Union law, namely copyright protection
and the special sui generis protection of the database producer as a special
intellectual property right. The author has applied a wide range of methods,
including historical, comparative, normative, etc.

The first chapter is dedicated to the emergence and development of the
legal protection of databases and consists of eight interconnected sections, the
logical arrangement of which aims at a consistent analysis of the historical
necessity that brought their legal protection to the agenda; the emergence and
development of this protection and its regulation in EU law, structure, subject
matter and objectives of Directive 96/9/EC; its transposition and; the impact of
the Directive in countries outside the EU. The copyright protection of databases
is examined in the second chapter. The third chapter is dedicated to the
protection with the special sui generis right. An analysis of the practice of the
Court of Justice of the EU is made to it. The conclusion contains a summary of
the main results and conclusions of the study, as well as the proposals

formulated by the dissertationist for improving the regulatory framework.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions of

the Dissertation Work



The presented dissertation is an original and in-depth study of the legal
protection of databases. The issues under consideration are relevant and of
great importance for the development of science and practice.

The dissertation is interdisciplinary in nature and includes problems
from various areas of law. Undoubtedly, the dissertation is of the greatest
importance for the development of research in the field of copyright, European
Union law and intellectual property law. The author has used an appropriate
methodology. The set goals and objectives have been achieved in the course of
the study. The work has a good logical structure, the language is clear and
precise

The study reveals in-depth knowledge. The conclusions are well-
founded. The scientific literature used consists of current titles and includes
accessible literature in Bulgarian, Russian, French and English. The study of
EU law and the study of case law contribute to achieving a comprehensive and
in-depth analysis and to the good substantiation of the author's theses and
proposals. The work represents a scientific novelty for our legal literature in its
capacity as the first independent monographic study in our country, dedicated
to the problems of legal protection of databases in EU law and in Bulgaria.

The main contributions of the dissertation include the application of an
interdisciplinary approach and knowledge in clarifying the object of legal
protection and the related more multifaceted and comprehensive analysis of
fundamental concepts for clarifying the two legal regimes of database
protection. Detailed study of the emergence of the database object as an
economic and technical phenomenon, as well as the genesis of the idea of

its legal protection; historical and comparative analysis of the trajectory of
its consolidation in EU law. Detailed comparative analysis of the two main
forms of legal life, namely legal doctrine and case law, significant in volume
and diverse in content. Comprehensive review and analysis of all decisions
issued by the CJEU on preliminary rulings in accordance with Article 267 of
the TFEU to date. Clarification of the specific, but also the general features of

the sui generis right, which, by uniting the general, the invariant and the
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essential, characterize it as an intellectual property right. Comprehensive study
and analysis of the object, subject and content of copyright and the right of the
producer of databases in the relevant provisions of the ZAAPSP. Analysis and
assessment of their transposition in our country with a view to achieving the
due result. Proposing proposals for improving the Bulgarian legislation in both
its database protection regimes, based on the critical assessment of the

weaknesses in the positive regulation.

4. Evaluation of publications on the topic of The Dissertation

The candidate has presented a total of five publications. One of them
was presented at a conference at the UNWE in 2021 and is included in the
Collection of Reports. Two reports were presented and published in the peer-
reviewed collections of the Seventh and Eighth International Scientific
Conference LIMEN - Leadership, Innovation, Management and Economics:
Integrated Politics of Research, in 2021 and 2022 in Graz, Austria and in
Budapest, Hungary, as well as the Tenth International Scientific Conference
ERAZ 2024: Knowledge based sustainable development at the University
Institute of Lisbon in Portugal and are available in the CEEOL database, etc.
The article in the publication Facta Universitatis, Series: Law and Politics of
the University of Ni§, Republic of Serbia, is indexed in prestigious databases
such as ERIH+, EBSCO, HeinOnline, Sherpa Romeo, CEEOL, etc.

The candidate's publications are entirely on the topic of the dissertation.
The issues they are devoted to are important not only for theory, but also for the
development of practice. The author has focused his efforts on clarifying
problems that have great practical importance. The presented scientific work
also reveals the candidate's ability to focus on problems that are essential for

science and practice and meets the requirements of the ZRASRB.

5. Evaluation of the Dissertation Abstract

The Dissertation Abstract consists of four parts. In the first, the

dissertationist presents the relevance of the research, the object, the goals and

methods and the structure of the research. The second part presents the content
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of the dissertation, and in the third part of the abstract, the author has presented
the main scientific contributions of the work, and the last, fourth part contains
the publications on the topic of the dissertation.

The abstract meets the established requirements. It is presented both in
Bulgarian and in translation into English. The scientific and applied scientific

contributions of the work are correctly reflected by the dissertationist.

6. Notes and recommendations

Along with the many merits of the dissertation, some recommendations
can be made to the author. I believe that Directive 2019/1024 of the European
Parliament and of the Council on open data and the re-use of public sector
information should also be considered, since Article 1. par. 6 is relevant to the
subject under study.

It is also necessary to clarify the practice of the Court of Justice of the
EU and to add more analysis to Chapter Two, Point Four.

In view of the great applied significance of the study, I recommend that
the author publish the dissertation.

The notes and recommendations made do not change my overall

positive impression of the presented dissertation work.

7. Conclusion

The dissertation on the topic "Copyright Protection of Databases",
authored by Albena Petrova Dobreva, is an original scientific study on current
issues of copyright law for legal science and practice. The study is
distinguished by many merits and represents a valuable contribution to the
development of legal science and practice in our country. The work meets the
requirements established in the Law on Copyright and the Rules for its
implementation and should receive a positive assessment.

Based on my overall impression of the qualities and merits of the

work, I propose to the scientific jury to make a decision to award Albena
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Petrova Dobreva the educational and scientific degree '"Doctor" in
professional field 3.6. "Law", scientific specialty '"Intellectual Property

Law".
