He holds a Master's degree in Economics with a specialization in "Innovation,
Entrepreneurship and Finance" from the Higher School of Insurance and Finance (2017), as
well as two bachelor's degrees - in production and acting from the New Bulgarian University
and in business administration from the Burgas Free University.

His professional career is dynamic and diverse - from 2010 to 2017 he worked as a
freelance artist, participating in television and theater productions, as well as international
festivals. Since 2017, he has been the manager of "Art Creative Studio” EOOD - a digital
marketing and media content agency, and since 2021 he has also managed "Festival BG"
EOOD, specializing in organizing cultural and public events.

He is fluent in Bulgarian, Russian and English, as well as a good level of Spanish. He
is distinguished by highly developed communicative, organizational and artistic skills. He
actively participates in public life as the chairman of two non-governmental organizations for

the public benefit and the organizer of charitable initiatives.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

Structure and scope of the dissertation

The dissertation has a total volume of 164 pages, of which 156 pages constitute the
main text. The work includes an introduction, three main chapters, a conclusion, a list of
scientific contributions and an extensive bibliography. There is a logical and thematic
transition between the sections, each of which contributes to the construction of a reasoned

thesis and analysis.



Relevance of the dissertation topic

The topic is extremely relevant in the context of contemporary challenges facing

regional policy in Bulgaria and the EU — digitalization, demographic decline, territorial

inequalities, green and digital transformation. Smart development is a concept integrating

technology, innovation and sustainable resource management — elements key to the new EU

programming period and the strategic priorities of the state.

Purpose and objectives of the dissertation research

The main goal of the work — to study the state and opportunities for smart regional

development in Southeastern Bulgaria with a focus on the Municipality of Burgas. The goal

is formulated clearly and completely. It corresponds to the title of the dissertation. The tasks

of the scientific research are the following:

To clarify the theoretical foundations of the concept of "smart regional development™ and
to define the key related terms and principles.

To examine the regulatory and institutional framework of smart regional development at
the European Union and Bulgarian level.

To analyze good European practices related to the implementation of concepts such as
"smart cities" and digital territorial systems, with a view to adapting them to the
Bulgarian environment.

To conduct an empirical analysis of the socio-economic characteristics and trends in
Southeastern Bulgaria, in order to identify the main challenges and opportunities for
smart development.

To assess the impact of digital innovations on the regional economy, social environment
and ecological processes.

To analyze the challenges facing local authorities in implementing smart technologies
and to formulate applicable strategic guidelines and recommendations for sustainable

territorial

Object and subject of research

The objectThe research topic is the processes of smart regional development, the digital

transformation of the urban environment and sustainable strategies for territorial

development in Bulgaria and Europe. The formulation is broad, but adequate to the purpose
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of the research. It clearly outlines the scale — macro- and meso-level processes related to
smart growth, digitalization and sustainable planning. The subject is not limited to Bulgaria,
but also encompasses the European context, which is justified by the comparative elements in
the dissertation

The subjectThe research focuses on the key factors influencing regional development,
the analysis of smart technologies and their application in regional policy, as well as the
assessment of the effectiveness of integrated territorial investments. The subject is precisely
focused on the tools through which smart development is implemented in practice -
technologies, policies, investment mechanisms. The formulation is analytical and research-
based, and the emphasis on territorial investments is fully appropriate given the applicability
of the model in Burgas and other regions.

Main research thesis

The author defends the thesis that the implementation of smart planning, digital
technologies and sustainable policies leads to higher competitiveness, social inclusion and
overcoming imbalances in the development of regions. The thesis is argued through
empirical and theoretical evidence and is in line with leading European and national strategic
documents. The research thesis formulated in this way makes it possible to realize the goal of
the dissertation work and successfully defend it.

Scientific literature used

The dissertation demonstrates the doctoral student's in-depth scientific preparation. Over
150 sources have been analyzed - from classical growth theories to modern EU documents
(R1S3, Green Deal, Cohesion Policy 2021-2027). The doctoral student demonstrates
knowledge of modern research from the World Bank, OECD and the European Commission.
He is able to systematize theoretical concepts and give his reasoned opinion on the

researched problem.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results
The main results of the conducted research are well formulated and presented in the
dissertation. The scientific and applied results are the following:
o Detailed analysis of the socio-economic situation of the Southeast region;

o Building a theoretical model for a smart city with application in the city of Burgas;
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Identifying barriers to the smart transformation of local policies;
Proposals for improving the capacity of the administration, public-private

partnerships and digital infrastructure.

Methodology

Formulating a reasoned methodology for this research is a complex task, given the scope

of the topic. The research methodology is not clearly outlined in the dissertation. The

main methods, techniques and indicators used for analysis and evaluation of the subject

of research are not described. In my opinion, the doctoral student uses the following

methods:

theoretical and analytical methods (analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction);
empirical methods — survey among 300 respondents, interviews with local experts,
expert assessments;

statistical analysis, SWOT and case study approach (for the city of Burgas);
comparison between practices in the EU and Bulgaria.

Evaluation of task performance and goal achievement

All the tasks set have been fully fulfilled. There is a high degree of correspondence

between the purpose of the study and the results obtained. The author demonstrates

analytical skills and skillfully uses empirical data to confirm the initial hypothesis.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The contributions are well-reasoned and realistic. Among them, the following stand out:

Creating a typology of factors for smart regional transformation;

Identification of weaknesses in the regulatory and institutional framework for digital
transformation of the regions;

A model has been created to assess the effectiveness of ITI in a local context;
Recommendations have been made to strengthen citizen participation in territorial

development planning.

The results are original and can be used by local and regional administrations, non-

governmental organizations and academic circles. They are relevant to the strategies of the

European Commission.
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5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

6. Evaluation of the autoref

The abstract is written at an academic level, accurately reflecting the structure,
content and contribution of the work. The information presented is clear, well-founded and
sufficient to provide an idea of the doctoral student's achievements. There is full

correspondence between the abstract and the content of the dissertation.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

Despite the comprehensive analysis, the dissertation could have examined in more
detail the possible risks of the digitalization of city management systems. There is no
guantitative assessment of the competitiveness of the studied municipality of Burgas as a
result of the implementation of smart policies. The role of universities as drivers of

innovation in the region has not been sufficiently studied.
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I have the following questions for the doctoral student:

1. Which indicators would you use to assess the impact of smart regional
development on the competitiveness of the Southeastern region of the
Republic of Bulgaria?

2. What are the critical factors for accelerating the process of digitalization of

regional development management?

8. Conclusion

The presented dissertation work of Artyom Bukhteev is a high-quality study with
clearly expressed scientific value and practical applicability. The study demonstrates
analytical skills, methodological precision and original contribution to the field of regional
policy and territorial management.
