1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The dissertation candidate studied under the doctoral program at the
department of regional development, faculty of management and administration of
the UNWE, in a scientific specialty in accordance with the order of the Vice-
rector for research and development of the UNWE no. 1190/21.04.2021. The
training was carried out regularly from 07.04.2021 to 07.04.2024.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is 164 pages long and has an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a list of the main scientific achievements with a
contributing character, and a bibliography.

The relevance of the dissertation stems from the constant changes
occurring in the surrounding macroenvironment, which require the
development of new strategic initiatives to increase sustainability,
promote innovation efforts and implement actions in unison with the
principles of good governance in the context of the innovative
development of the regions. The dissertation research of doctoral student
Bukhteev aims to analyze the opportunities for smart transformation in
the Southeastern region of the Republic of Bulgaria in smart



specialization, improving territorial management, and implementing
innovation policies.

The object and subject of the dissertation are formulated correctly.

The goal—to study the current state and prospects for the smart regional
development of the South-Eastern region and the implementation of
working models for strategic development—is well defined, as are the
tasks arising from it.

The study's hypothesis states that smart planning, the possibilities
for implementing digital technologies, and the implementation of
sustainable policies can increase the region's competitiveness, improve
the quality of life, and limit the socio-economic imbalances in South-
Eastern Bulgaria.

The methodology used in the dissertation includes applying
qualitative and quantitative methods relevant to achieving the study's
goal.

The introduction to the dissertation outlines the relevance of the
issue under consideration and the study's object, subject, goal, objectives,
and hypothesis.

In the first chapter — “Theoretical and methodological formulation
of the intelligent development of the territory” — the theoretical basis of
the dissertation research is presented in detail.

The second chapter— “Research on the development and current
state of small and medium-sized enterprises in Bulgaria”—analyses the
essence, characteristics, and dynamics of intelligent development as a
key component of regional development. The empirical research is also
presented within the framework of this chapter.

The third chapter — “Guidelines and recommendations for the
intelligent development of the territory of Burgas Municipality” —
focuses on the possibilities for implementing good working practices to
increase the competitiveness of the studied region.

Each of the three chapters ends with specific conclusions.

The conclusion contains generalizations and conclusions that are a
consequence of the dissertation research results.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The goal and objectives of the dissertation have been achieved, and doctoral
student Bukhteev's working hypothesis has been proven. The study results, in
general, reveal the need for a strategic approach to integrated management and
increasing the sustainability of regions in Bulgaria, illustrated by the Municipality
of Burgas. Specific guidelines for the intelligent development of the Municipality



and the transformation of Burgas into a "smart city" through implementing good
working practices and partnerships have been proposed.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

| accept the contributions of doctoral student Bukhteev, which can be
summarized as: a detailed analysis of the conceptual foundations of innovative
regional development with an emphasis on competitiveness, innovation potential
and digital transformation of the economy, in the context of their influence on the
development of the South-Eastern region. The key factors that shape the potential
for smart growth of the area have been determined, and the real opportunities for
upgrading its economic structure through the application of the principles of smart
specialization have been assessed. The research focuses on SMES's role in
increasing the effectiveness of smart specialization and its ability to implement
innovations and digital technologies. The empirical study also supports the above,
which indicates the need for targeted support for SMES in the digital
transformation process. Specific recommendations have been formulated for
improving public policies and support from institutions for developing SMES in
South-Eastern Bulgaria.
