field 3.6 Law, Doctoral Program "Inventive, Copyright and Patent Law"

The reason for presenting the review is my participation in the composition of the
scientific jury for the defence of the dissertation according to Order Ne 1366/02.05.2025 of
the Vice-Rector for Research and Development of the UNWE

4. Information about the candidate

Trayan Kosev graduated from the Faculty of Law of the UNWE in 2015 with a
degree in Law. In 2020, he participated in an online training course at Harvard on bioethics
in medicine and reproductive and genetic technologies. He is the recipient of a number of
awards and distinctions, including: Student of the Year (2015); the Hardy C. Dillard Award
for the best written defense in the prestigious international law competition Phillip C.
Jessup International Moot Court (2014); the Richard X. Baxter Award for the best written
defense for a plaintiff in the same competition (2015); fourth place and award for the best
team in Eastern Europe - Frankfurt Investment International Arbitration Moot Court
(2016); and the Honorary Certificate of the Rector of the UNWE for the promotion of



scientific prestige (2016). In 2016, he participated in a Fulbright internship program at the
Sofia district court and the Sofia city court.

Since his graduation, Trayan Kosev has been practicing as a lawyer in the field of
intellectual property law. In 2024 and 2025, he was honored as a leading lawyer in the
country in the field of intellectual property - Legal 500. In his professional development,
the candidate has demonstrated a lasting and profound interest in intellectual property law,
as evidenced by his academic and scientific achievements. In 2020, Trayan Kosev was
enrolled as a doctoral student in "Inventive, Copyright and Patent Law" at the Department
of "Private Law" of the Faculty of Law of the UNWE. Since 2023, he has been a part-time
assistant professor in the disciplines "International Private Law" and "Intellectual Property
Law" at the Faculty of Law of the UNWE. He is fluent in English.

5. General characteristics of the dissertation

The dissertation submitted for defense is dedicated to the issues regarding the use
of legally protected intangible assets — objects of intellectual property, in the presence of
an international element. The indicated issue has great scientific and applied importance
due to the fact that intellectual property allows the simultaneous use of these assets by
different persons in different places and very often in the relations between the rights holder
and the user there is an international element.

The research includes an analysis of the use of copyrighted works, patented
inventions, trademarks and industrial designs. To achieve the goals of the dissertation, the
author set himself the tasks of analyzing the regulation in the main international treaties,
examining the principles of territorial effect, ubiquity and national regime and, on this
basis, studying the various hypotheses of the use of intellectual property objects, focusing
on the rules for determining the applicable law and the problems that arise in this regard.

The work is 230 pages long and includes an Introduction, four chapters and a
conclusion. There are 702 footnotes. The literature used includes 156 publications, most of
which are in English. The Introduction defines the subject of the study, as well as the goals
and objectives that the author has set for himself. The first chapter sets out the general

provisions relating to the scope of the concept of intellectual property, the protected



objects, the international legal framework in relation to their protection, the principles of
protection and their application. On this basis, the following chapters provide a
comprehensive analysis of the use of the main objects of intellectual property in the
presence of an international element. The second chapter contains an analysis of the use of
protected works, which covers both contracts and free use and the determination of the
applicable law in torts. In the third chapter, the author examines the use of patented
inventions in the presence of an international element, focusing on licensing agreements
and patent infringements. Special attention is paid to the rules regarding the Unitary
European Patent. The last, fourth chapter is dedicated to the use of trademarks and
industrial designs on the basis of a license agreement. Specific issues regarding the
registration of license agreements are also examined, as well as some special hypotheses
related to the territorial effect of rights. At the end of each chapter, the relevant conclusions
are drawn. The Conclusion summarizes the results of the research conducted and
formulates a number of proposals for improving the current regulatory framework. In
conducting the research, the candidate has applied numerous scientific methods, including

historical, logical, legal-dogmatic, comparative and others.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific - applied contributions of the
dissertation

The dissertation work is an original study on current issues of intellectual property
law that are important for the development of legal theory and practice, namely the use of
copyrighted works in the presence of an international element. The dissertation has an
interdisciplinary nature and contributes to the development of the research in the field of
Bulgarian private international law and EU private international law. The existing studies
of intellectual property rights in the presence of an international element have different
objects of research. The presented work is the first comprehensive study of the use of
intellectual property in the presence of an international element and this determines its
scientific novelty in the Bulgarian legal literature.

Among the main merits of the work is the analysis of the characteristics of the

objects of intellectual property, which have an impact on their use on the territory of
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different states. This allows for a comparison between the features of the different objects
and to take into account the specifics in determining the applicable law for each of them.
A contribution of the dissertation is also the in-depth analysis of the principles of territorial
effect of the protection and of the national regime, in relation to the use of intellectual
property in the presence of an international element, as well as the comparative study of
the national approaches adopted in the legislation of different countries for determining the
applicable law.

The derivation of the specific hypotheses, which relate respectively to works,
patents, trademarks and industrial designs, should stand out as an independent scientific
contribution of the work. Last but not least, the determination of possible solutions
regarding the expansion of the territorial scope of intellectual property protection and
obtaining regional protection are of a contributing nature.

The analyzed foreign and national case law has an important scientific and applied
significance and allows, on the one hand, to identify the weaknesses of the current
regulatory framework, and on the other hand, to support the activities of practicing lawyers.
The assessment of international treaties and national legislation and proposals for
improving the current regulatory framework made by the candidate are of a contributing
nature.

Along with the above-mentioned scientific contributions of the work, it is necessary
to emphasize the great practical and applied significance of the research, which is
determined by the comprehensive analysis of the various possibilities for using intellectual
property objects, including those related to new technologies: blockchain, artificial
intelligence, etc., as well as by the study of the so-called "soft law", of the various
approaches and practices for protecting the interests of holders of rights to intellectual
property objects when using them in the presence of an international element. The
proposals made by the author de lege ferenda are well-founded and can find support in

their entirety.
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8. Evaluation of the publications

The candidate has submitted a list of four scientific publications on the topic of the
dissertation. Two of them are articles in a refereed journal, and the other two are reports
published in proceedings of scientific conferences. The first article, published in the journal
Business and Law, issue 4 of 2021, is dedicated to the problem of good faith in the use of
protected works. The second article, again published in the journal Business and Law, issue
1 of 2023, is an analysis of the issues related to the determination of the compensation for
copyright infringements in cases where the country where the infringement was committed
is different from the country of residence of the author, which issue is also the subject of
an interpretative case of the Supreme Court of Cassation.

The two reports have been published in proceedings of scientific conferences held
at the UNWE and the New Bulgarian University. They concern, respectively, the issue of
the legal regulation of intellectual property through the prism of the national regime (In:
Challenges to Legal Regulation in Bulgaria: Proceedings of a Scientific Conference held
on October 31, 2023, UNWE, 2024) and the territorial nature of intellectual property
objects in the context of their use in the presence of an international element (In: The Work
of Prof. Konstantin Katsarov through the Prism of Modern Law. Sofia, Publishing House
of the New Bulgarian University, 2024).

All four publications of the candidate are on topics that fall within the scope of the
dissertation work. The questions raised in them are of importance for the development of
scientific research. The article dedicated to the determination of compensation for
infringements of protected works, when the infringement was committed in a country other
than that of the right holder's residence, also contributes to the development of practice,
more specifically, through the opinion expressed by the author was presented within the
interpretative case of the Supreme Court of Cassation. The candidate's scientific work
reveals his in-depth knowledge in the field of intellectual property, including on some
specific problems of practice. The publications meet the requirements of the Act on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and should receive a positive

assessment.
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9. Evaluation of the abstract

The candidate has submitted an Abstract in Bulgarian and English. The Abstract
consists of four parts. The first part provides a general description of the work, which
includes the relevance and practical application of the research; the subject and tasks that
the candidate has set for himself; the goal and methodology; and the volume and the
structure of the dissertation. The second part of the Abstract includes a brief presentation
of the content of the introduction, of each of the four chapters and of the conclusion. In the
third part, the candidate has presented the main scientific and applied scientific
contributions. The last part of the Abstract contains a List of publications on the topic of
the dissertation.

The Abstract submitted by the candidate meets the established requirements
regarding its content. The scientific and applied scientific contributions of the work have

been correctly reflected by the candidate.

10. Remarks and recommendations

In view of the scientific and applied significance of the dissertation, its publication
can be recommended. It will be useful both for researchers of intellectual property law and
for practicing lawyers, as well as for lecturers and for law students who study it.

It may be recommended that in his future research, the candidate deepen his
research on issues related to contracts for the use of intellectual property in the presence of
an international element, due to their great importance as the main legal instrument for

granting the use of intellectual property objects.

11. Conclusion

The dissertation on the topic “Use of Intellectual Property in the Presence of
International Element” with author Trayan Naydenov Kosev represents an original
scientific study on issues that are particularly relevant to science and practice in the field
of intellectual property law. The conducted research has many merits and has a number of
contributions to the development of legal science and practice in our country. The work

reveals the candidate’s in-depth knowledge in the field of intellectual property law and
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private international law and his ability for a scientific discussion. The dissertation meets
the requirements established in the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and in the Regulations for its implementation and should receive a
positive assessment.

Based on my overall impression of the qualities and merits of the dissertation,
I strongly recommend that the scientific jury make a decision to award Trayan
Naydenov Kosev the educational and scientific degree of "*Doctor™ in professional

field 3.6. ""Law", scientific specialty "*Invention, Copyright and Patent Law"".
