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1. Information about the author

2. Brief description of the submitted dissertation

The dissertation project submitted for review consists of 261 pages. The
main partsare introduction, theoretical part, methodological part, practical part
and conclusion. More than 179 literary sources have been used.

In chapter one of the dissertation project, the author conducts an in-
depth literature study of the theory related to the historical development of
innovation, as well as introduces the reader to the foundations and role of
innovationtheory. The conceptof cyclicality and the causes of economic cycles
are successively examined. Here the author focuses on the main causes of
economic cycles such as: demand shocks, supply shocks, financial factors,
technological innovations, political decisions.

Here the author
elaborates in detail and in-depth on important moments in the innovation
processsuch as: investmentand innovation in entrepreneurship, organization
and evaluation of innovationat the enterprise level, as well as an assessment of
Bulgaria'sinnovation performance. The main hypothesis raised by the author in
the dissertation project states: "The adoption of proven and successful
innovation practices can significantly improve Bulgaria's position in the field of
global innovationsolutions." To successfully prove this hypothesis, the author
developsa theoretical and methodological framework and conducts a practical
and empirical study, presented in chapters two and three, respectively.

The methodological part of the dissertation project is related to the
analysis of a large number of data and the presentation of conclusions
defendingthe hypothesis stated above.
