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1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The dissertation candidate studied under the doctoral program at the
Department of Industrial Business at the Faculty of Business of the UNWE in
the scientific specialty: ,Organization and Management of Production
(Industry)”, professional field 3.8. Economics according to the Order of the
Vice-Rector for Research and Development of the UNWE No. 571/09.03.2021.
The training was carried out in a regular form during the period 23.02.2021 to
23. 02.2024.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation submitted for the preparation of the opinion is developed
on 254 pages. The main content is presented on 218 pages including an
introduction, an exposition and a conclusion. The rest include a list of tables,
figures and graphs in the dissertation, an appendix and a bibliography. The
exposition is structured in three chapters including: the historical prerequisites
for the development of innovative theories and their use in practice; the main



methodological guidelines related to the assessment of innovations and the
organization of innovative activities in Bulgaria and Europe and results of an
applied study on the use of innovations by Bulgarian enterprises. The third
chapter also presents the specific approaches and methods related to the use of
opportunities for the advancement of innovations in Bulgaria.

The structure of the dissertation work contains three elements - theory,
methodology and applied research, which meets the traditional requirements of
a thesis for the acquisition of the ONS "doctor". The summaries made after the
first and second chapters are a consequence of the analyses carried out. In my
opinion, for the purpose of uniformity in the structure, it would be good to have
a summary of the content at the end of the third chapter, indicated as at the end
of the first and second chapters. Point one in chapter three is characterized by
the brevity of the presentation. It would be good to seek an opportunity to unify
it with another point.

My assessment of the volume, content and structure of the dissertation
work is that they are acceptable and comply with the requirements for the
acquisition of the ONS doctor in the professional field.

The dissertation is dedicated to a problem related to the use of innovations
by Bulgarian enterprises. Analyses show that very often the innovation process
in small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) in Bulgaria is significantly
underestimated. Despite their growth potential, many SMEs prioritize short-
term benefits over investments in innovation and development. This trend limits
their competitiveness and opportunities for market success. The search and
proposal of an approach to establish the extent to which innovations are
integrated into everyday business practices in enterprises will provide valuable
information about the current state of innovation in SMEs and will allow to take
into account successes and indicate areas in which to seek improvement, which
determines the relevance of the dissertation in scientific and scientific-applied
terms.

The subject, object and main research hypothesis are well formulated. In
my opinion, all of them can be refined and formulated more briefly. The main
goal is correctly and clearly defined, which requires offering an appropriate
framework for identifying the opportunities and prospects for the organization
of innovation in enterprises, which should be based on open information and
innovations developed jointly by all participants in the innovation system. To
achieve this goal, five tasks have been set and solved, which give a good idea of
the work done by the doctoral student.

The list of used literature includes 178 sources, of which 48 in Cyrillic,
125 in Latin and 5 Internet sources. The sources used are up-to-date and cover
basic issues related to the subject of the dissertation research.



3. Evaluation of the Scientific and Applied Scientific Results

As a result of the research conducted in the dissertation, the historical
prerequisites for the development and use of innovative theories and models in
practice have been studied and investigated from a theoretical point of view. A
comparison has been made between the individual theories and schools. The
application of the theory of diffusion of innovations and the role and place of
business innovations have been clarified. The main theories of innovative
development, strategies for organizing innovations at the enterprise level and
innovation models have been examined, indicating the key factors of each
model. It has also been studied how the different categories of costs relate to the
stages of creation, adoption and implementation of organizational innovation.

Of scientific and applied interest is the proposed model for innovative
organization of high-tech enterprises in the dissertation, based on the principles
of: building a proactive innovation system that allows companies to anticipate
and absorb revolutionary technologies at the right time; implementing a
strategic approach to innovative activity that optimizes adaptability and success
in economic and technological changes and for full integration of the innovation
process into other business processes, which leads to achieving leadership,
increased productivity and sustainable competitiveness. Also of interest are the
findings of the analysis, which reveal how enterprises perceive and implement
the challenges and opportunities for innovation they face. This analysis serves
as a basis for shaping effective policies and practices that stimulate sustainable
innovation in SMEs.

The methodological framework of the study is presented in brief. It
would be good for greater clarity if it were presented in more depth. To achieve
the goal and solve the tasks set in the dissertation work, the methods of
theoretical and applied research were used - graphic and tabular methods,
methods of analysis and synthesis, the comparative method, the method of
survey research, observation and interview. They are suitable for conducting the
study and for achieving the goal and solving the tasks set.

4. Evaluation of Scientific and Applied Scientific Contributions

My comprehensive acquaintance with the dissertation work allows me to
assess that the contributions, as indicated in the abstract, correspond to the
content and results of the scientific research. As a result of the research, the
candidate for the educational and scientific degree "doctor" has summarized
five contributions, without specifying which ones are scientific and which ones
are applied science. By their nature, the indicated contributions can be defined
as a concretization of existing scientific knowledge for solving a specific
problem with formulated conclusions and recommendations for practice.



S. Evaluation of Dissertation Publications

Three publications have been presented on the topic of the dissertation.
The mentioned publications are independent, and according to the presented
materials, two of the publications are in English and one in Bulgarian. They
reflect parts of the content of the dissertation work and the results achieved
during its development.

6. Evaluation of the Thesis Abstract

The abstract is based on the presentation of the dissertation. It has a total
volume of 47 pages and corresponds to the content of the dissertation. It
provides a general description of the dissertation and describes its structure. A
brief presentation of the dissertation by chapter is provided. A reference to the
contributions to the dissertation is attached, as well as a list of the author's
scientific publications. My overall assessment of the abstract is that it presents
the main points of the dissertation correctly and with the necessary
completeness.

7. Critical Notes, Recommendations and Questions

I have no significant critical remarks about the dissertation. I can note
that some of the figures, tables and graphs in it are not cited in the text of the
dissertation, as well as that there is a discrepancy between the indicated page
numbers of individual points in the table of contents and those in the text of the
dissertation, which to some extent makes its readability difficult. In my opinion,
the work would benefit if the tables with less information content, such as table
Ne 3 and others, were to be included on one sheet, and tables such as Ne 6 and
others with a larger volume of information were to be presented as appendices.
These are recommendations that the author could take into account in his future
work.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation and its contributions show that the doctoral student
possesses knowledge in the specialty and the ability to conduct scientific
research. This allows me to give a positive assessment of the dissertation and to
recommend to the members of the scientific jury to award the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor" to Stanislav Sokolov Germanov in the professional
field 3.8.
