The dissertation candidate studied under the doctoral program at the Department of
National and Regional Security / Faculty of Infrastructure Economics of the UNWE in the
scientific specialty "Economics and Management™ (Defense and Security), professional field

I do not personally know the doctoral student Todor Gunchev. | have no other
information, except from the CV, about his life and professional path. My impressions are of
an expert and a high-level specialist in the problem area of the dissertation work. A
prerequisite for a successful defense is obviously the entire official activity and practical
experience of the doctoral student - he is actually repeatedly occupied as a position with the
problems he develops in scientific work.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation has a volume of 225 pages. In its entire volume it contains: a list of
abbreviations, a list of figures, a list of tables, an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a
list of 58 sources of literature. The sources are few against the background of the enormous
interest in the last decades after the end of the Cold War in crises of a non-military nature.
Among them, however, we also find sources from Bulgarian authors - experts in this field,
which deserves admiration.

The volume and structure of the content fully comply with the requirements for such
a work.

The topic is undoubtedly topical. All kinds of documents (strategies, concepts,
doctrines, etc.) and organizations in the field of security (both global, regional and national),
consider the threat of crises of a non-military nature as fundamental for modern society and,
along with terrorism, occupy the main attention of states and societies. Crises of a non-
military nature are now permanent and there are practically no limits to their manifestation —
from a single isolated case — e.g. two Africans sick with an unknown disease at the entrance
to our country, to a mass psychosis from Covid-19, a leak of personal data from the National
Revenue Agency of all those actually working in the country, or a transport strike that would
block the economic life of the country. Traditionally, the approach is for state structures to be
focused and to apply risk management models developed for the previous century and based
on the concept of stable economic relations and isolated crises.

Any new knowledge and experience in this sensitive area are undoubtedly interesting
and timely. Therefore, | find the topic extremely useful and important in a professional and
scientific aspect.

The introductory part presents the main elements of the dissertation research: the
scientific problem and its relevance are formulated, the object and subject of the research are
defined, the goals and objectives are outlined, as well as the hypotheses and the scientific
research methods used (I pay attention every time - we are talking about a hypothesis - a
scientific construct that is proven by scientific methods, not a thesis - a thesis is simply an
expert opinion). The scope, time frame and limitations of the research are considered. In

other words, the doctoral student has received sufficiently good preparation from the
department and his/her scientific supervisor to know the requirements for creating such a
work. Formally, there is no reason not to recognize the structure and main idea of the author
as completely adequate.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The first chapter "Crises of a non-military nature - classification and regulatory
framework™ examines the theoretical and historical aspect (laconic enough so as not to be a
simple accumulation of information) of crises of a non-military nature. The author's absolute
merit is the analytical approach, including historical data and classification, by presenting
both theoretical data and examples of crises, but also data on the situation in our country.
That is, the theoretical part is not detached or isolated from the actual state of the
environment, by successfully implementing current experience and practice. The same
approach is also noticeable in the presentation of current regulatory acts - their
implementation is proven by specific events and real steps, such as training for informing the
population. The complex structure of an integrated National Early Warning and Notification
System as a system of systems is correctly, albeit briefly, presented, as well as the obviously
key role of the GDPBZN - Ministry of Internal Affairs. The chapter ends with logical and
precise conclusions. The author's merit is that the theoretical part also presents important
applied examples in support of his theses, that is, the chapter is not only and simply a
theoretical part of the dissertation work.

Chapter Two "A Theoretical Model of Coordination between State and Local
Authorities in Non-Military Crises” complements and develops the first in an analytical
aspect, and again we have the necessary support with specific data from practice. Thus, this
chapter is also not a purely analytical part of the dissertation work. In our opinion, the
activities of state and municipal authorities in fires and floods are presented in sufficient
detail and logically, and a successful comparative analysis of different notification systems
has been made. As a person born near the Danube River and a resident of the city of Pleven, |
also consider the analyses of disasters at Lom and Lukovit to be appropriate. The
intermediate links, the introduction of automation and intelligent systems have been
successfully explained and proven.

Chapter Three "Methodology for Improving Coordination and Protection in Non-
Military Crises - Applicability, Evaluation and Verification" is obviously the most serious
contribution of the doctoral student and is truly of an applied nature. As a supporter of
conceptual purity in the professional sphere, I cannot help but admire the author's desire to
use unified concepts, i.e. for professionals in this field to use standard, understandable to
everyone, up-to-date terminology in order to truly speak the same language. Also it is correct
to propose more than one model for the development of policies to counter crises of a non-
violent nature.
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The results of the conducted ESI can be accepted as reliable, given 112 respondents,
but also significantly worrying, as they show low trust and assessment of the current state of
the system.

A more serious remark to the conclusion - the implementation of the tasks from the
introduction could be presented in the relevant parts of the development, how they were
implemented and what results were obtained. Also - to give an answer to the question of the
non-implementation or partial implementation of the hypothesis (here - the thesis) of the
study.

Overall, however, the dissertation work fulfills its goals, as the text shows quite
accessible and easy implementation of the research tasks.

The doctoral student shows serious abilities and capacity for conducting such
scientific research. He proves this conclusion with a topic suitable in scope, well-defined
goals and tasks, a correct and popular methodology for implementing the tasks.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The contributions of the doctoral student in this work are indisputable. They can
indeed be qualified as scientific-theoretical and scientific-applied. | accept the contributions
declared by the doctoral student, with one exception - the contribution to the conducted ESI,
which in its role and importance supports the contributed part of the dissertation, but is not a
contribution in itself. However, the contributions are sufficient even without it

Mr. Gunchev's contributions can be characterized as summaries of known data,
deduced new elements of the security environment (i.e. novelties in regularities), as a result
of an analysis of the threat, the current environment and normative and applied data and facts
from practice.

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation

The doctoral student has submitted 3 sufficient publications, created in the last 2
months. All of them are personal authors. | accept the publications as fully related to Mr.
Gunchev's dissertation work, and have been successfully integrated into part of it. The
publications are available and verified.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract with a volume of 50 pages presents the dissertation work
comprehensively, authentically and in detail. There is no lack of information about the
individual elements required by our standards.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

Some critical remarks can be made to the dissertation work. Some have already been
mentioned, related to the literature, the volume and content of the conclusion and one of the
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contributions. In any case, however, the remarks are more recommendations than criticism or
pointing out erroneous or incorrect facts, analyses and conclusions. Other such:

- The thesis should be a hypothesis - from a scientific point of view, it is more
correct;

- The problem of the normative void regarding volunteering in our country is very
briefly touched upon - projects have existed for more than 20 years, but there is no
Volunteering Law;

- The good analysis and the high degree of applicability, including in the first and
second chapters, deserve more conclusions, recommendations and forecasts at the end of the
dissertation.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation on the topic "ORGANIZATION OF STATE AND LOCAL
GOVERNMENT BODIES IN NON-MILITARY CRISES", submitted for the acquisition of
the educational and scientific degree "doctor” in the scientific specialty "Economics and
Management™ (Economics of Defense and Security), with author Todor Gunchev, represents
a completed scientific work on a specific scientific problem, and meets the requirements of
the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the
Regulations for its implementation.
