1. Information about the dissertant

The dissertation candidate studied under the doctoral program at the
Department of National and Regional Security, Faculty of Infrastructure
Economics of the UNWE in the scientific specialty Economics and
Management (Economics of Defense and Security), in accordance with the
Order of the Rector of the UNWE No. 1549/10.07.2020. The training was
carried out in an independent form of preparation for payment during the period
from 30.06.2020 to 30.06.2023, and in accordance with the Order of the Rector
of the UNWE No. 1730/04.07.2023, the dissertation candidate was enrolled
with the right to defend a dissertation until 30.06.2025.
2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation

The dissertation is developed in a volume of 225 pages, which include a
list of literature used, a list of abbreviations used, a list of figures, a list of tables
and a table of contents. The dissertation also includes appendices. The volume
of the work is adequate for a dissertation, providing sufficient space for a
detailed examination of the issues raised.

The topic of the dissertation is topical. In the conditions of growing



challenges of a non-military nature - natural disasters, industrial accidents,
pandemics, cyber threats, etc. - the effective organization and coordination of
state and local authorities is of key importance for ensuring national security
and protecting the life and health of the population.

The purpose of the study is to create an appropriate toolkit for improving
protection in non-military crises and to provide a proposal for its organizational
application.

The tasks set by the dissertation are specific, measurable and aimed at
achieving the general goal. These include classification of crises, analysis of the
regulatory framework, assessment of the existing organization and
identification of problems and possible solutions.

The object of the study is the existing system for response to non-military
crises in the Republic of Bulgaria, and the subject is the opportunities and good
practices for improving the mechanisms of state and local government bodies
operating in the protection from non-military crises in the Republic of Bulgaria.
The improvement of protection will be achieved by applying a multidisciplinary
approach based on a toolkit for analysis and assessment of the social, economic,
environmental and cultural-historical impacts resulting from floods. The actual
application of this approach is also related to a change in the overall concept for
organizing the response to crises.

The main thesis that the dissertation defends is that the application of a
multidisciplinary approach based on economic and management techniques will
improve and coordinate the overall protection in non-military crises and will be
a concrete step that outlines the change in the basic concept for overcoming and
counteracting non-military crises on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria.
The dissertation author has used a wide range of scientific literature, including

publications by Bulgarian and foreign authors, as well as regulatory acts and
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official documents. This demonstrates good awareness and in-depth research of
the topic.
3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied results

The dissertation presents a number of significant scientific and applied
scientific results that contribute to the development of knowledge in the field.
Main scientific and/or applied scientific results achieved:
* Detailed classification of non-military crises - The dissertation offers a precise
classification of the different types of crises, which is fundamental for further
analysis and planning of actions.
* Analysis of the legal and regulatory framework - A comprehensive review of
the existing legislation and by-laws regulating crisis management in Bulgaria
has been carried out. Both strengths and existing gaps and inconsistencies have
been identified.
» Assessment of the existing organization - The dissertation has analyzed the
structure, functions and interaction of various institutions at the central and
local levels responsible for crisis management. This analysis is supported by
data and examples, such as risk and crisis management figures, as well as data
on the number of events in 2021-2023, indicating an empirical approach.
* Identification of problems and challenges - The main problems faced by the
authorities in crisis management are clearly outlined, such as lack of sufficient
coordination, insufficient resource provision, lack of unified procedures, etc.
* Proposing specific measures and recommendations - Based on the analysis
performed, the dissertationist formulates specific and applicable
recommendations for improving the organization, interaction and effectiveness
of crisis management. These recommendations are justified and can serve as a
basis for future policies and strategies.

The dissertationist has applied an adequate scientific methodology, which

includes theoretical analysis, comparative analysis, statistical methods
(including the use of data presented in the figures), systematization and
generalization. The use of a combined approach allows for a comprehensive
and in-depth study of the topic.

The set goals and objectives have been fully met. The dissertation
manages to present a comprehensive picture of the organization of state and
local authorities in non-military crises, to identify the problems and to propose
working solutions.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

The dissertation contains significant scientific and applied scientific
contributions that enrich both the theory and practice in the field of crisis
management.

The dissertation candidate has clearly formulated his contributions,
which are essential and subject to verification in the text.

Main scientific and/or applied scientific contributions:

» Systematized analysis of the factors influencing the effectiveness of crisis
management - A comprehensive model is presented, which includes both
structural and functional aspects of the organization, as well as external factors.
» Development of proposals for optimizing inter-institutional interaction - The
dissertation offers specific mechanisms and approaches for improving
coordination and cooperation between different levels of government and
institutions.

 Contribution to defining the role of local government - Special attention is
paid to the specifics of the role and functions of municipal authorities in crisis
management, which is essential for effective response at the local level.

* Formulation of specific recommendations for updating the regulatory

framework - Amendments and additions to the existing legislation are proposed,

which would contribute to greater clarity and effectiveness of crisis
management.
» Practical applicability of the results - The results of the dissertation have direct
practical applicability and can be used by state and local authorities in
developing strategies, plans and procedures for crisis management.
5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

Three publications on the topic of the thesis are presented. The first of the
publications is on the topic: "Organized Crime and Global Security: Risks and
Emerging Trends", the second publication is on the topic: "Management,
Response, Coordination and Control of Prevention and Early Warning Systems
in Non-Military Crises"”, and the third publication is on the topic: "Institutional
coordination and sustainable governance in non-military crises”. All
publications are from international conferences and have been published in
scientific journals.

The publication activity of the candidate meets the requirements of the
law.
6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract provides a good idea of the goals, object, subject, content,
and results of the research. It correctly reflects the scope of the research.
7. Critical comments, recommendations and questions

The dissertation is of a high scientific level, but like any in-depth study, it
can be supplemented and developed in certain aspects.

It would be useful to include a more detailed comparative analysis with
the practices of other EU member states, especially those that have managed to
build effective civil protection systems. This would provide additional

arguments for the necessary changes in Bulgaria.
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Although data are presented, it would be useful to consider the possibility
of applying more complex statistical methods or modeling of crisis situations,
which would strengthen the scientific-applied nature of the study.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation work of Todor Hristov Gunchev on the topic
"Organization of state and local government bodies in non-military crises" is an
original scientific study with significant scientific and scientific-applied
contributions and distinguished by many merits, which testifies to the author's
ability to lead a scientific discussion and which should receive a positive
assessment. The study is well-argued. Numerous sources have been studied,
including current ones, in the field under consideration. The analyses are
specific and based on information from the sources reviewed.

Taking into account the significant scientific achievements, the strengths
of the work and the recommendations aimed solely at the author's future work, |
give it a categorical positive assessment. | recommend that the esteemed
Scientific Jury accept the work as meeting the requirements of the ZRASRB,
the Regulations for its implementation and the specific requirements of the
UNWE and to award Todor Hristov Gunchev the educational and scientific
degree "doctor" in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty
