1. Information about the dissertant

The dissertant is a doctoral student at the Department of National and Regional
Security at the UNWE, majoring in Economics and Management (Defence and Security).
The study was carried out in independent preparation 2023-2025 Decisions on procedures for
official defense of the Departmental and Faculty Council of the UNWE (Protocol Ne52 of
23.05.2025 Todor Hristov Gunchev has extensive administrative and managerial experience,
currently holding a senior position in the Executive Agency "Bulgarian Accreditation
Service" and is a member of the Board of Directors of "Automagistraly” EAD. He has
participated in a number of national and international bodies related to accreditation, public
administration and control. His professional experience is directly related to the subject of the
thesis and gives high practical value to the research.

2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation

The dissertation of Todor Hristov Gunchev is structured logically and contains 226
pages, including an introduction, three main chapters, a conclusion, a list of references and
appendices. The thesis meets the established academic standards and demonstrates a
thorough approach to the problems under consideration.

The topic of the dissertation - ""Organization of state and local authorities in
non-military crises"” - is highly topical, especially in the context of the growing challenges



faced by public institutions in natural disasters, accidents, pandemics and other non-military
crises. The topic falls at the intersection between security management, administrative
coordination and public policies for the protection of the population.

The main objective of the study is to propose improved models and practices for
institutional interaction between state and local authorities in non-military crises through a
critical analysis of the existing legal framework and empirical validation of a proposed
methodology for coordination.

Among the tasks of the dissertation are: systematization of crisis situations and
institutional mechanisms; analysis of the regulatory framework; assessment of existing
practices in fire and flood; building a theoretical model; and empirical study of the
applicability of the developed methodology.

The object of the study is the organizational and managerial relations between state
and local authorities in the event of non-military crises, and the subject - institutional
coordination, normative regulation and practical mechanisms for response and interaction.

The main thesis that is defended is that with the existing legal framework and
fragmented administrative structure, there is a need for the introduction of unified and
practically applicable coordination models that would improve the effectiveness and
accountability of institutions in non-military crises.

A rich scientific literature is used, including over 120 sources - normative
documents, theoretical works and practical analyses, as well as materials from international
institutions. This shows knowledge of current research and lends validity to the conclusions.

The research methodology is interdisciplinary - combining documentary analysis,
comparative analysis of good practices, constructivetheoretical modelling and survey
empirical research. The approach is scientifically sound and corresponds to the objectives of
the study.

The dissertation has a high degree of completion, a clearly defined structure and a
contribution in theoretical and applied terms.

3. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

The presented dissertation contains both significant theoretical contributions and
practical results that meet the basic scientific requirements for research in the field of non-
military crisis management. By applying a systems approach to the analysis of coordination
and disclosure, the thesis builds on existing understandings and proposes new conceptual and
methodological frameworks for interpreting the processes. The scientific value is
complemented by the multi-criteria methodology developed, and the scientific-applied
contribution is expressed in concrete recommendations, models and mechanisms to improve
existing practice in a national context. Empirical data obtained through a survey contributes
to the validity of the conclusions and the feasibility of the proposed measures.



Scientific contributions:

Develop and implement a structured systems approach to the analysis of coordination
and early warning in non-military crises as a stand-alone system.

Identify and classify the interrelationships between the main components of the
coordination and alerting system.

Critical analysis of the legal framework governing crisis management and
development of proposals for its improvement.

Identification and systematization of good international practices for adaptation to the
Bulgarian reality.

Proposal and application of a methodology for multi-criteria analysis of crisis
protection including economic, governance, spatial and socio-cultural dimensions.

Development of an algorithm for integration of new technologies and organizational
models into the existing crisis management system.

Scientific and applied contributions:

Conduct a survey of experts and practitioners reflecting real perceptions of the state
of coordination between state and local authorities.

Formulate concrete proposals to improve the coordination system, including through
joint exercises, standardisation of procedures and the establishment of permanent
operational centres.

Develop a model and milestones for system modernization at local and national level.

Predicting the impact of the proposed measures by applying the analytical
methodology in specific territorial units.

Creating the preconditions for building a long-term prevention and response strategy
in line with contemporary challenges (climatic, demographic and geopolitical).

. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

The PhD student has submitted three publications in English that meet the minimum

national and institutional requirements and adequately reflect the main ideas, approaches and
results presented in the dissertation. All of them have been published or accepted for
publication in scientific proceedings and electronic publications related to international
scientific conferences in the field of security, public governance and crisis management.
Specifically, the following publications are presented:

The presented publications thematically coincide with the subject and object of the
dissertation, present some of the author's analyses and proposals, and show a sustained
commitment to scholarly activity. They contribute to the promotion of the research in the
academic community and demonstrate consistency between the research process and its
public presentation.

5. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract reflects correctly and synthesized the content of the thesis. The language
used is academic, the style is coherent, and the exposition is precise. The contributions
presented are clearly delineated and argued. The paper fulfils its main function - to inform
the scientific community about the nature and significance of the research, its results and the
author's contributions.

6. Critical comments, recommendations and questions

1. Despite some thematic overlap between chapters 1 and 2 - for example, section 1.4
discusses organisational aspects which are later developed in chapter 2 - the structure
of the thesis has clear subheadings and the distinction between theoretical and applied
elements is present.

2. There is a lack of specificity on how the proposed methodology can be applied in
practice. Theoretical stages and expected results are given, but no real experiments or
case studies.

3. The title of chapter three remains more general and does not specifically reflect the
contribution of the dissertation.

4. The bibliography is extensive and well-formed, but some footnotes do not fully
comply with the style requirements for academic citation. The layout could be refined
for full academic correctness.

7. Conclusion

The submitted dissertation of Todor Hristov Gunchev meets all the requirements of
the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations
for its implementation, as well as the internal normative documents of the UNWE. The topic
is topical, practically oriented and strategically significant for national security and public
governance. The research is implemented with a high degree of scientific thoroughness and
methodological precision.



The set goals and objectives have been met in full. Theoretical results and scientific
and applied contributions have been achieved in the work, which contribute to the
improvement of coordination and organizational preparedness of state and local authorities in
non-military crises. The developed methodology and empirical justification testify to a
serious and independent scientific research.
