According to Order No. N21625/04.06.2025 of the Rector of the UNWE, I
have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury on the grounds of Art. 9 of
the on the Act of Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
Art. 30, para. 3 of the Regulations for Application of the Act of Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, Art. 3, para. 3 of the Regulations on the
Organization and Conduct of Competitions for the Acquisition of Scientific Degrees
and for Holding Academic Positions at the UNWE, decision of the Department
Council of the Department of "Public Law Sciences" (Protocol No7/13.05.2025)
and decision of the Council of the Faculty of Law (Protocol No N24/03.06.2025)
due to the performance of a public pleading of a doctoral dissertation on the "The
Moral Grounds of Law" for the awarding with the educational and scientific degree
"doctor in law" to Dimitar Stoyanov Stoyanov in the scientific specialty "Theory of
State and Law. Political and Legal Studies", professional direction 3.6. "Law", field
of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences.

Relevance and significance of the issues of the dissertation work

The dissertation work on the topic “Moral foundations of law” is an attempt
to independently study and substantiate the issue of the foundations of law in both
directions - as a fundamental concept of law in general and in the context of
contemporary realities. The problems examined in the work are topical,
methodologically structured and analytically justified. The developed structural
form of the dissertation work covers the scientific problem set for research in
sufficient completeness and logical consistency.

The object of the study in this dissertation work is the question of legal
foundations in their a priori, metaphysical and moral nature and their character as
a fundamental, argumentative concept for legal norms and law in general (as well
as legal systems, institutes, branches). The subject of the study is the nature of the
moral foundations of law, their relationship with the concepts of legitimacy,



validity and legal system and their place in relation to lawmaking and law
enforcement (administration of justice).

The approaches and methods used in the dissertation research correspond
to the subject of the research. The initial philosophical position of the doctoral
student is correctly based on the search for the meaning of law through the
application of a variety of approaches. The methods of analysis, synthesis, the
comparative method, the methods of induction and deduction are applied, and
through the applied methodology theses, conclusions are formulated and specific
conclusions are drawn. Through the historical-legal method, which traces specific
historical developments in the field of legal theory, philosophy of law and
philosophy in general.

Assessment of the form and content of the dissertation

The dissertation consists of 182 pages. The doctoral student demonstrates
knowledge of the problem with the proposed structure of the dissertation and its
logic. Indicative of the good knowledge of the research problem is the fact that a
bibliography containing 122 titles of scientific publications (73 of which are in
Bulgarian) was attached to the development of the dissertation. The literature used
is correctly cited, with a total of 473 footnotes.

In terms of structure, the study includes an introduction, four chapters, a
conclusion and literature used. Each chapter is structured into parts (paragraphs)
with separate thematically derived titles and subtitles. The first chapter consists of
eight sections, the second chapter consists of four sections, the third chapter - of
six sections, and the fourth chapter - of five sections. Each section is semantically
distinct in the study of a specific problem or the presentation of an opinion on a
specific issue. The overall assessment of the volume, structure and bibliography
used is positive and corresponds to the regulatory requirements for obtaining the
educational and scientific degree of "doctor".

The introduction of the dissertation covers four parts of its own - relevance
and significance of the study; subject, purpose and tasks; methodology; scope and
structure of the study. The relevance and practical application of the study contains
explanations regarding the subject, purpose and methodology of the study. The
study aims to prove that legal grounds, despite their unchanging meaning and
content, have undergone periods of "expansion” and "contraction” and even
"elimination" in a historical context. The aim of the study is also to prove the thesis
that the moral grounds of law are not static categories that are "exhausted" with
the creation of law, but have their place in relation to law enforcement and the



administration of justice in different systems, civilizational in nature, and can be
put to new "tests" in the form of risks, threats or "exceptionality".

In the First Chapter “The Basis of Law - Essence and Place in the Legal
System”, the focus is placed on examining the basis of law as a traditional concept
of the philosophy of law, through which the essence of law as a comprehensive
social phenomenon is substantiated. A comprehensive review of the theories of the
political-legal development of the moral foundations of law is made. Based on the
achievements of the philosophical-historical analysis of the philosophy of law as a
science of the legitimacy of law, the foundations of law are adequately examined in
the context of the concept of human civilization. The conclusion is affirmed that the
legal basis is a fundamental concept with a substantiating character for the entire
legal system, based on a moral and metaphysical goal, set as a value. The legal basis
has an a priori, original character and it legitimizes a legal system and serves as the
supreme criterion for the validity of legal norms from the system of positive law.

The second chapter of the dissertation, entitled "The Moral Foundations of
Law as a Law-Forming Factor", analyzes at a general theoretical level the
foundation of law and its relationship with the realization of the constituent power
in the state. The doctoral student examines the content of the concept of
"constitution” as the main product of the activity of the constituent power, which
should embody the moral legal foundations through the constitutional principles
and norms that the constituent power creates. Arguments are given in support of
the creation of primary legal norms of a constitutional order. through
interpretation and interpretation of categories such as freedom, justice, equality,
duty, peace. The conclusion is made that the foundation as a moral and
metaphysical category, posited as a value, has an indisputable substantiating place
in the creation of such primary positive legal norms. It is a category that
encompasses the process of law-making by virtue of its interpretative application.
The application of the legal basis by the constituent authority is a guarantee of the
validity and, above all, the legitimacy of the norms.

Chapter Three “The Moral Foundations of Law in the Administration of
Justice in the System of Case Law and the Difference with Continental Law”
examines the concept of administration of justice as part of the more general
concept of law enforcement. The opinions within the framework of Bulgarian legal
theory are presented, indicating the relationship between these two concepts and
the activities of interpretation and interpretation. The chapter analyzes three legal
institutes - “difficult cases”, judicial self-restraint and judicial activism. It is
concluded that a different approach should be applied, which can be justified in



relation to the moral foundations of law within the framework of case law and the
continental legal system, when it comes to interpretation, interpretation and
administration of justice. This emphasizes the importance of case law, which
serves as an effective tool for improving the quality of justice through consistent
application of legislation.

In Chapter Four, “Modern Risks Facing Legal Grounds,” the doctoral
candidate maintains the view that legal grounds in their a priori, metaphysical and
moral nature can be related not only to constitutional norms, but also to those of a
statutory and regulatory nature (to the extent that this is possible within the
framework set by law and in implementation of the legal provisions that create the
conditions for the manifestation of this essentially regulatory norm-making
activity). Various hypotheses of specific application of the moral grounds of law
have been studied in view of deviations from the political and legal order.

In the conclusion of the dissertation, a summary of the topics considered is
made, from which a conclusion is drawn about the scientific contributions and
proposals de lege ferenda.

In writing the dissertation, the author Dimitar Stoyanov reveals his ability
to conduct scientific research, to summarize the results obtained, to identify
problems, to seek correct and possible solutions.

Assessment of the form and content of the abstract of the dissertation
work and scientific publications

The presented abstract meets all formal requirements and sufficiently
reflects the logic and comprehensiveness of the research problem. The doctoral
student has participated with scientific publications in international scientific
conferences, in which various problems on the topic of the dissertation have been
developed.

Main scientific contributions of the dissertation:

The main scientific and scientifically applicable contributions of the
dissertation can be deduced as follows:

1. Presentation of a comprehensive definition of the concept of "ground of
law" (also called "legal basis"), as a legitimizing, metaphysical, a priori
phenomenon in relation to both law as a whole and its individual manifestations
and system.

2. Substantiation of the relationship between legal grounds, legal principles,
legal norms and acts of the autonomous will of subjects, as well as consideration of

the relationship of these categories with the concepts of legitimacy and validity
used in legal theory. A division of legal principles and the idea of a “pyramid of
legitimacy” are presented, which substantiates law as a phenomenon based on
moral legal grounds.

3. Legal grounds, law and legal systems are considered as an essential and
unavoidable element of the concept of civilization, together with culture, religion
and other non-legal categories, which are, however, inextricably linked to legal
reality.

4. “Normativity” in law is not considered as an equivalent of “legality”, but as
something that is derived from it, but not identical, and that a rule can have a
normative character and be valid, but not be legal, and accordingly legitimate, if its
connection with the moral grounds of law is limited or completely interrupted.

5. The concept of “exceptionality” is introduced in the context of legal reality
and the moral foundations of law, examining the cases of war, pandemic risks,
economic and social crises, and artificial intelligence, united under the general
concept of “megathreats” that are capable of eroding law and the meaning of legal
foundations.

Critical remarks and recommendations

The internal structure of the dissertation research is unbalanced in view of
the fact that the volume of the first chapter is equal to the volume of the remaining
three chapters. I recommend that the first chapter be separated into two separate
chapters, which essentially express the philosophical and historical aspect of the
research. Certain critical remarks can be made to the dissertation work, which are
related to the use of popular science expressions and definitions alongside
established scientific concepts, as well as the inclusion of formulations and
explanations from textbooks on legal theory. However, they do not belittle the
scientific contributions and the scientific value of the conclusions formulated in the
dissertation.

Conclusion

Based on the above-mentioned in this review for the presented dissertation
work, I believe that the requirements of the Law on the Organization and Conduct
of Competitions for the Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and for the Occupation of
Academic Positions at the University of National and World Economy regarding the
acquisition of the educational and scientific degree "doctor" have been met.
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As a member of the scientific jury, I form a POSITIVE assessment for the
dissertation work on the topic "The Moral Foundations of Law", and I propose to
the scientific jury to award Dimitar Stoyanov Stoyanov the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor” in the scientific specialty "Theory of State and Law.
Political and Legal Studies"”, professional direction 3.6. "Law", field of higher
education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences.
