1. Information about the PhD Candidate

The doctoral candidate Dimitar Stoyanov Stoyanov has been enrolled in the doctoral program
of the Department of Public Law at the Faculty of Law of UNWE in the academic specialty "Theory
of State and Law. Political and Legal Doctrines" pursuant to Order No. 1625/04.06.2025 of the Vice-
Rector for Research and Development at UNWE. The training was conducted in full-time form
during the period 2022-2025.

Dimitar Stoyanov's professional development is in the field of high-level public
administration. He works as a Chief Expert in the "Administrative Activities and Property"”
Department of the "Administrative Law and Legal Services" Directorate at the Administration of the
Council of Ministers. He has also served as an advisor in the political cabinet of the Deputy Prime
Minister, among other positions.

2. General Characteristics of the Presented Dissertation

The dissertation titled "The Moral Foundations of Law™ consists of 187 typed pages.
Structurally, it includes an introduction, four chapters, conclusions, a final summary, and a
bibliography. The bibliography comprises literature in both Cyrillic and Latin scripts, as well as
relevant case law and other sources.

The relationship between law and morality has always intrigued philosophers and legal
theorists. Justice represents a certain conception of law as a moral category that acquires specific
normativity within the legal system. The doctoral candidate presents the theme of the moral
foundations of law as a criterion for the formation and evaluation of the normative content of law.
This topic is undoubtedly significant—one of the eternal themes not only in legal science but in



human knowledge more broadly. The moral dimensions of knowledge also lend objectivity to
understanding.

The topic is highly relevant in light of fundamental contemporary questions from a
civilizational perspective. In this regard, the work holds potential for contributing to improvements in
the legal system.

The first chapter is methodological and presents the author's views on the objectivity and
meaning of scientific knowledge. It introduces a precise conceptual system, emphasizing the role of
"fundamental concepts.” Special attention is paid to the necessary "measure™ as an expression of pure
reason. The author is well acquainted with and skillfully applies the philosophical perspectives of
Kant and Heidegger. I share the author’s anthropocentric view—that is, the idea that humanity may
not be the ultimate purpose of the universe. Despite the brevity, the author successfully presents
opinions on a number of legal-philosophical issues such as truth and freedom. Christian philosophy
and theology are also explored as direct influences on the formation of the concept of justice. In fact,
the author investigates substantive justice—the question of the good and its manifestations in law. In
my opinion, he goes even further—the good is presented as a source of law. The Roman maxim "Law
is the art of the good and the just™ finds a modern interpretation in Dimitar Stoyanov’s dissertation.

I must highlight the author’s sensitivity to scientific truth, the meaning of concepts, and his
“love” for law, along with a reverence for its eternal nature—comparable only to divine reason.
However, the dissertation remains within the boundaries of legal-philosophical and legal-theoretical
inquiry, which is to the author's credit. The complex and multifaceted topic is presented clearly and
with sufficient depth in the context of the moral foundations of law. Dimitar Stoyanov also upholds
his civic positions, views, and ideals—but always through the lens of knowledge. He demonstrates a
deep interest in the history and future of humanity. He also skillfully presents the ideas of Tseko
Torbov and Mihailina Mihailova.

The second chapter, “The Moral Foundations of Law as a Law-Forming Factor,” raises the
important issue of the legal ground and its relationship with constituent power. The approach taken
here is particularly interesting—exploring the boundaries between political (national) and moral
grounds for law. According to the author, morality is a law-forming factor. To the extent that a
constitution has the ability to measure universal human values and institutionalize their manifestation
and protection in law, the legal basis also has constitutional dimensions, which Dimitar Stoyanov
analyzes.

The third chapter compares the moral foundations of law in adjudication within the systems
of common law and civil law. The author's views on legal grounds in the context of judicial decision-
making are of great importance. Dimitar Stoyanov explores difficult cases, dilemmas of inner
conviction, and other contemporary theoretical and practical issues.

The fourth chapter is devoted to the modern challenges facing the development of law. The
author addresses the relationship between law and power (politics) under conditions of emergency
and how this affects the understanding of legal grounds. Dimitar Stoyanov insightfully writes about
artificial intelligence as a potential threat to the moral foundations of law.

The conclusions and summary contain the necessary synthesis of the results achieved, in
accordance with the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria (ZRASRB) and its implementing regulations.



3. Evaluation of the Achieved Scientific and Applied Contributions

The topic of the dissertation presents a significant challenge for philosophers and legal
theorists. It continues the discussion on the fundamental nature of law, the foundations of law.
Various concepts of justice, truth, freedom, and the good claim to define the original (civilizational)
boundaries of law. In this sense, scientific courage and responsibility are characteristic both author
and of the work itself. The mere act of framing the problem methodologically within the sphere of
general legal theory is already a substantial scientific contribution.

Dimitar Stoyanov achieves numerous original scholarly contributions by further developing
legal theory in relation to the discussion on the connection between law and morality. Results have
also been achieved regarding the clarification of the concepts of “legal foundation” and “moral
foundations of law.” These also possess applied value, given the discussion the author engages in
regarding law enforcement, adjudication, and contemporary questions and dilemmas related to law
and values. Examples include issues of emergency situations and the nature of law, the author's views
on artificial intelligence, and the question of good and evil, among others.

4. Evaluation of the Scientific and Applied Contributions

Dimitar Stoyanov presents his views on the fundamental moral justification of law, which
contain a number of original contributions in the field of legal philosophy and theory. A key
contribution is the author’s understanding of morality as a law-forming factor. He uses the idea of the
moral foundations of law as a starting point for his reflections on the boundaries—understood
conditionally—of the legal system and of law in general. The social and political context is included
within the scope of the fundamental moral foundations of law. This enables Dimitar Stoyanov to
highlight the significance of the concept of emergency, which stands in conflict with the idea of the
eternity of justice, and consequently, with the notion of law as a peaceful means for the discreet
regulation of social relations.

A distinct and original contribution lies in the author’s concept of the moral foundation of law
as a fundamental and essential notion. According to the author, law is legitimized through values, and
he concludes that the legal foundations are, in fact, moral foundations of law.

The author's reflections on the moral foundations of law also carry a contributional character,
as he offers valuable distinctions for legal theory—for instance, the distinction between normativity
and legality. The concept of “moral foundations of law” is thoroughly and convincingly examined. A
key focus is placed on the theme of good and evil through the lens of law.

Another significant contribution is the author's starting position on the civilizational nature of
law. His views on the moral foundations of law based on the civilizational development of societies
are of value. He clearly separates the essential from the historical context. His conclusions crystallize
both general theoretical and methodological dimensions. A major contribution is the way the
dissertation addresses the moral foundations of law, overcoming the moral relativism often found in
the institutionalization of moral norms in legal systems.

The work also contributes by engaging in discussions on major social issues from the
perspective of the author’s understanding of the nature of law and its fundamental moral foundations.
This demonstrates the applicability of his conclusions to the development of legal science and the
legal system.



5. Evaluation of the Publications Related to the Dissertation

The doctoral candidate is already an author with a well-defined position and broad knowledge in
the fields of philosophy, legal philosophy, legal theory, cultural studies, and other academic
disciplines. He expresses and defends not only scholarly theses but also civic and moral positions. He
has presented three publications related to the topic of his dissertation:

e “A Legal and Philosophical Perspective on the Trial of Jesus Christ,” published in the
journal “Predizvikai Prave” (Challenge the Law), an electronic edition with ISSN 1314-
7854 and ID 3299 in the National Reference List of Contemporary Bulgarian Peer-Reviewed
Scientific Journals;

e “The Tarnovo Constitution and the Question of the Foundation of Law,” a paper presented at
a scientific conference and published in the proceedings “Challenges to Legal Regulation in
Bulgaria,” University of National and World Economy;

e  “War as a ‘Crisis of Foundations’ in Law,” a paper presented at the academic readings
“Law, Duty and Freedom,” dedicated to the 300th anniversary of the birth of Immanuel
Kant and the 125th anniversary of the birth of Tseko Torbov, held at Sofia University “St.
Kliment Ohridski.”
