1 Information about the PhD Candidate

The candidate was enrolled in a doctoral program in the Department of Public
Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law at UNWE, in the scientific specialty
“Theory of State and Law. Political and Legal Doctrines,” pursuant to Rector’s
Order No. 1183/28.04.2022. The training was conducted in full-time form
during the period from 08.04.2022 to 08.04.2025.

2 General Overview of the Submitted Dissertation

The dissertation consists of 186 standard typed pages. Structurally, it includes
an introduction, five chapters, a conclusion, and a bibliography. The work
addresses key philosophical and theoretical-legal questions concerning the
foundations of law.

The dissertation topic is timely and of public significance. The research falls
within the scope of legal theory. The methodology is clearly outlined, which



contributes to the coherence and scholarly value of the conclusions and
contributions.

The study is based on an extensive bibliography, examining numerous concepts
about the moral foundations of law from antiquity to the present day. It
discusses theories by various established authors in the field, both Bulgarian
and foreign. It also addresses current threats to the foundations of law as we
know it. Through historical and comparative analysis, the work identifies trends
in the development of law and explores possible approaches to dealing with real
and potential threats that could transform law into “non-law.”

Dimitar Stoyanov’s dissertation contributes meaningfully to the ongoing
discussion about the moral foundations of law and the necessity of adhering to
them. Notably, it is the first time in Bulgarian legal literature that the question is
sharply posed about how the academic community should respond to the
possibility of artificial intelligence taking a leading role in lawmaking and law
enforcement.

3 Evaluation of the Scientific and Applied Results

The dissertation presents an interesting and valuable analysis of the moral
foundations of law and demonstrates the author's ability to synthesize and
persuasively argue his theses. I fully share the candidate’s conclusions—for
example, that law is not created but rather “grows” (p. 70), and that the “general
consensus” is a permanent constitutive will that supports power, yet can also
change it (p. 112). | agree with the position that constitutional norms should be
interpreted through the lens of originalism (p. 130). | also support the thesis
presented on pp. 156-158 that lawmaking under conditions of emergency often
contradicts the foundations of law, pursuing short- or long-term goals unrelated
to those foundations, and the conclusion that exceptional circumstances are the
main contemporary threat to law and its moral foundations.

The dissertation employs methods of analysis, synthesis, induction, and
deduction, through which the author formulates his theses and draws
conclusions. A particularly important role is played by the historical-legal and
comparative-legal analysis, used both separately and together. These methods
are used to draw parallels between different legal systems, concepts, and
practices.

The dissertation fully achieves the goals outlined in its introduction and fulfills
the tasks set by the author.



4 Evaluation of Scientific and Applied Contributions

The sound methodological foundation of the work has allowed the PhD
candidate to present his scientific and practical conclusions effectively.

Of particular importance is the comprehensive definition provided for the
concept of the “foundation of law” and the introduction of the concept of
“exceptionality,” the relationship between them, and the possibility of mutual
influence between the two phenomena represented by these concepts. Also of
significant theoretical and practical relevance is the raised issue of the
mechanisms through which the state—via its legislative and executive
branches—acts when society is faced with “mega-threats.”

The author’s conclusions can serve as a corrective for the constituent,
legislative, and judicial powers in exercising their authority. The comparative
legal analysis also holds high theoretical and practical value.

5 5. Evaluation of Publications Related to the Dissertation

The candidate has submitted four (4) publications on the topic, each covering
different aspects of the moral foundations of law. These demonstrate the
author's ability to engage in scholarly discourse and to present his academic
arguments convincingly.

6 6. Evaluation of the Dissertation Abstract

The abstract is 50 pages long and objectively, clearly, and consistently presents
the general characteristics of the dissertation, its content, as well as its main
scientific and applied contributions.

7 Critical Remarks, Recommendations, and Questions

Certain recommendations can be made for further development of the
dissertation, which the candidate may consider in his future work. These are
suggestions for supplementing the dissertation. First, the candidate could
discuss, to the extent applicable to the Bulgarian legal system, the interpretive
practices of the Supreme Court of Cassation and the Supreme Administrative
Court in the context of judicial activism. Additionally, a broader discussion on
the issue of the encroachment of artificial intelligence into legal activity



(regardless of its nature) would be of particular interest to both the academic
community and the legislative and executive branches.

8 Conclusion

The presented overview of the procedure and the dissertation, along with the
identified scholarly contributions, provide grounds to conclude that Dimitar
Stoyanov Stoyanov demonstrates the capacity for independent theoretical
reasoning in the field of legal theory. The dissertation titled “The Moral
Foundations of Law” contains significant theoretical and practical results.

In light of the above, | GIVE A POSITIVE ASSESSMENT and recommend
that the academic jury award Dimitar Stoyanov Stoyanov the educational and
scientific degree “Doctor” in the higher education area 3. Social, Economic, and
Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6 “Law” (Theory of State and Law.
