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1. Information about the doctoral student.

The doctoral student studied under a doctoral program at the ,,National and Regional
Security” Department, ,Infrastructure Economics®* faculty of UNWE in the scientific
specialty Economics and Management (Economics of Defense and Security). The doctoral
student also completed their bachelor's and master's degrees at the same department. They
participate in, coordinate, and lead a number of significant national and international projects
for the department and the university.

2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation.

The dissertation is 188 pages long and includes a list of references, a list of
abbreviations, a list of tables, a list of figures, a table of appendices, and a table of contents.
The bibliography of the literature used consists of 94 sources in Bulgarian and English. The

dissertation includes figures and tables.



The main body of the dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, and a

conclusion, as follows:

Introduction: This section contains the main elements that an investigation should
have, such as its relevance, the object and subject of the study, the main problem,
limitations, thesis, goal, main tasks and subtasks, the method used, data sources,
and the user. The main direction of the study is defined as the threats caused by
the creation of migration waves and their characterization as large migration
flows, which requires the introduction and control of a set of models, strategic
processes, and management. This management should be directed at taking
measures in developed countries by monitoring, developing, and considering the
levels of counteraction and consumption;

Chapter One: This chapter presents a problem analysis and the essence, control,
problems, and challenges of management in large migration flows;

Chapter Two: This chapter presents the role of theoretical and methodological
aspects and scenario planning in the management of large migration flows, and
lists good practices of countries, as well as strategies and policies related to their
regulation. A methodological toolkit with a methodological framework and
methodology is also presented;

Chapter Three: This chapter presents the conceptual model of the study, which is
the actual part of the dissertation. The theoretical and applied modeling of
management in large migration flows is evaluated, and the model is proposed for
approbation;

Conclusion: This section summarizes the results obtained and makes

recommendations.

The structure is logically consistent and corresponds to the goal, object, subject, and

thesis of the study.

The current study seeks to answer questions related to the need to improve the

management and control of large migration flows by authorized bodies. It also looks for

opportunities for stakeholders to adapt to global geopolitical changes in recent years and

attempts to analyze all components of the large movement of different types of migrants.

The focus is on modeling the management of large migration flows, which is
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expected to prevent the negative impact of: increasing insecurity in society and all
accompanying criminal activities and processes; increasing social tension as a result of
migrants; overloading of social infrastructure and services; and increasing risks to security
and public order, among others.

Another serious argument that highlights the relevance of the study is the increasing
political instability in the Middle East in recent years. This has unleashed a new large
migration flow, the impact of which is yet to affect Bulgaria and the European Economic
Family. The identification of problems in the modeling of management of large migration
flows and migration threats requires the creation of unified rules and measures for action by
all stakeholders.

The object of the doctoral student's study is large migration flows. Due to the lack of
a clear formulation for ,,large migration flows®, the dissertation introduces the understanding
that it refers to the number of migrants who have crossed the border on a monthly basis that
is more than the capacity for accommodation in reception centers /According to official data
from the State Agency for Refugees at the Council of Ministers in Bulgaria, the number of
places is 3225 people./

The subject of the dissertation is the modeling of management of large migration
flows. In the context of the dissertation, modeling of management is understood to mean all
actions, scientific techniques, and methods that will help in the management of large
migration flows entering the country.

The goal of the study is to model, evaluate, and arrange the scenarios, opportunities,
measures, and rules and to create a conceptual model for the management of large migration
flows.

The thesis, argued in the work, is that the modeling of management in large migration
flows should be carried out according to pre-defined, written, and arranged unified measures,
scenarios, and rules. These measures, scenarios, and rules are derived in an independent
methodology for action in regulating large migration, taking into account its uniqueness.
This, in turn, will lead to coping with its negative consequences.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results.

The writing style of the dissertation is good. The technical formatting of the

dissertation is in accordance with the requirements. The dissertation presents a number of
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significant scientific and scientific-applied results that contribute to the development of

knowledge in the field. Main scientific and/or scientific-applied results achieved:

Detailed classification of large migration flows - The dissertation offers a precise
classification and definitions of the different types of migration, which is
fundamental for further analysis and planning of actions;

Analysis of the legal and regulatory framework - A detailed review of the existing
legislation and sub-legislative acts regulating migration waves and large
migration flows has been carried out. Both the strengths and the existing gaps and
inconsistencies have been identified;

Assessment of the existing situation - The doctoral student has analyzed the need
for modeling, defining, and arranging the prospects and problems of managing
large migration flows concerning the territory of Bulgaria and the European
Union. The connection between the indicators concerning the weakening security
of the regions and the lack of a single common strategy for the strategic
management of large migration flows is substantiated;

Identification of problems and challenges - The main problems that authorities
face in managing large migration flows are clearly outlined. These include: the
need to formulate and evaluate strategic perspectives for increasing regional
security and making decisions in this direction when managing large migration
flows; the financial needs of all structures involved in the management of and
during large migration flows and the threat that can destroy measures if not
mastered in time; the lack of a special attitude from authorized and law
enforcement bodies towards crimes related to the violation of rules and measures
regulating large migration flows ; and the lack of priority measures and adequate
strategies to deal with the problems caused by large migration flows and
subsequent threats;

Proposal of specific measures and recommendations - Based on the analysis
performed, the doctoral student formulates specific and applicable
recommendations for improving the organization, interaction, and effectiveness
by modeling the management of large migration flows. These recommendations

are justified and can serve as a basis for future policies and strategies.
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The doctoral student has applied an adequate scientific methodology, which includes
theoretical analysis, scenario planning, comparative analysis, network analysis, process
analysis, statistical methods (including the use of data presented in the figures), documentary
analysis, systematization, and generalization. The use of a combined approach allows for a
comprehensive and in-depth study of the topic.

The set goal and tasks have been fully completed. The dissertation succeeds in
presenting a complete picture of the modeling of management in large migration flows and
the evaluation and examination of the circumstances that caused these processes. It aims to
create a set of measures and scenarios to counteract threats. The study is aimed at researching
and managing the key factors and driving forces of large migration waves. By modeling the
management, the doctoral student creates propositions for predicting the development and
threats in the long-term time horizon with a view to formulating adequate strategies and

making prospective decisions in regulating large migration waves.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions.

The dissertation is an original scientific study that has many merits and possesses a
number of scientific and scientific-applied contributions, the most important of which are
listed below:

- An original definition of the concept of ,,large migration flows* has been derived,
which is related to the topic of the dissertation and takes into account the specific
needs of states for such a definition. Definitions of key terms have been proposed,
such as ,,modeling of management in large migration flows®, , strategic decisions
for the management of large migration flows*, and others;

- Foreign experience in counteracting and managing migration flows is presented
and arranged, highlighting the good practices of different countries;

- An improved and enhanced methodology for counteracting the negative
consequences of large migration flows in Bulgaria has been developed, along with
ideas for improving the policy for combating irregular migration;

- A conceptual model has been developed by studying the approaches to
researching large migration flows, which will help ensure the security of the
population of Europe and Bulgaria and the rapid introduction of new measures

that have not been applied so far to deal with threats. A suitable approach based
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on modeling has been chosen, which provides a conceptual model with
unobserved variables. The model has been modified for the needs of migration
research. The model was applied with the selected data, and the statistical
significance of the proposed hypotheses in the model was established. On this
basis, the strength and direction of the influence of the studied socio-economic
factors were analyzed;

- A proposal has been made to build an innovative, secure information solution for
collecting, sharing, and analyzing data on large migration flows—an information
database, a national-level register. The goal is to build strategic knowledge about
migration waves, which will contribute to the implementation of a sustainable
policy at the European and national levels;

- Recommendations have been made for creating opportunities for qualification and
requalification of authorities and administration regarding actions in the presence
of uncontrollable migration threats.

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation.

The candidate's publication activity meets the requirements of the law and should
receive a high evaluation. The provided publications are on the topic and significantly exceed
the minimum requirements.

6. Evaluation of the abstract.

The abstract gives a good idea of the goals, object, subject, content, and results of the
study. It correctly reflects the scope of the study.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations, and questions.

I recommend that the developed conceptual model for the management of large
migration flows be periodically evaluated and adapted, which will inevitably lead to the
improvement of the proposed conceptual model.

Regarding the institutions and organizations involved in migration control, the
specific need of each country for an institutional framework that it uses can be outlined in
more detail. This will add new and different mechanisms for exercising control and will
enrich the author's knowledge on the topic.

The complexity of the topic is very complex, and it would be difficult to find a

solution to the problems related to the improvement of a highly politicized area, such as the
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control of large migration flows, which the author should take into account.

The critical remarks made above do not affect the stated merits of the work and do
not change my entirely positive impression.

8. Conclusion.

The dissertation of Tsvetomira Todorova Penkova, ,,Modeling of Management in
Large Migration Flows®, represents an original scientific study with scientific and scientific-
applied contributions and is distinguished by many merits. It testifies to the author's ability to
conduct a scientific discussion and should receive a positive evaluation. The study is in-depth
and well-argued. Numerous sources have been studied, including current ones in the field.

The developed methodology and model can be successfully used to prepare and
implement management decisions concerning state policy in the field of migration
management. The dissertation has both theoretical and practical value for the application of
the conceptual model at the level of structures dealing with illegal migration and its
consequences.

The doctoral student knows the problem under consideration and has applied modern
methods in seeking its solution. The doctoral student also has the necessary knowledge and
skills to independently perform scientific research.

Taking into account the scientific achievements, the strengths of the work, and the
recommendations directed at the author's work, I give it a positive evaluation. I recommend
that the esteemed Scientific Jury accept the work as meeting the requirements of the Law for
the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Rules for its application,
as well as the specific requirements of UNWE, and to award Tsvetomira Todorova Penkova
the educational and scientific degree ,,doctor* in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific
